They knew no better than the infor-
mution they received from treacherous,
mualiclous and jealous Negroes who, for
the sake of position and privilege, wilt
scll their own meothers.

*“1 feel, however, that these white
persuns and the Government have now
the opportunity of learning the- truth,
not ouly about my case and my convic.
tion, bhut about the differcnces in the
Negro race, that set one against lhc
other.

Appealing the Case

“l have no fear of the ultimate out-
cuome of my case. 1 shall take it to
the highest courts in the land, and from
there to the bar of international public
opinion, #nd, even though I go to jail
because of prejudice, T will have left
behind for our generatious a record of
injustice that will be our guide in the
future rise of Fthiopla’s glory. (Ap-
pliause,)  Nevertheless, I believe that
the higher courts of this country will
not mingle prejudice with justice and
condeémn a man simply because he is
black and.attempts to do good for his
race and his fellow men.

“The Jail Has No Terrors”

“Whatsoever happens, the world may
know that the jail or penitentiury has
no terrors for me, Guilty men are
afraid of jail, but T am as much at
home in jiil for the cause of human
righta as 1 am in my drawing room
(Laughter), the only difference’ being
that I have not my good wife's com-
pany even as I know how glad she
would have been to sharc my lot, but
hers must be a life of sacrifice also,
painful though it be. When my lite is
fully given for the cause, and she fs
left behind, 1 trust that you will give
her the consideration that s due a
faithful and devoted wife, who gave up
her. husband for the cause, of human
service, During.my trial cowards tried
to biemish 'her character, but it is an
accepted truth that character i3 not
blemithed from ‘without; it is from
within, and the noblest souls that ever
peopled this world were those maligned
and outraged bty the vile and wicked.
“Service to my race is an undying
passion with me, so the greater
the pergecution, the greater my deter-
mination to serve.

Feeling
as they do, divides us lnto two separate
and distinct schools of thought, and,
apparenily, we are now at war with
each’ other, and they have gained the
firgt victory in having me, through
their misrepresentation, indicted and
convicted for the purpose of rendering
me hors de combat.

“We who belleve in race purity are
going to fight the issue out for the
salvation of both races, and this can
only be sutisfactorily done when,K we
have established for the Negro a na-
tion of his own. We Delieve that the
white race should protect itself against
racial contamination, and the Negro
should do the same, Nature intended
us morally (and may [ not say so-
cially?) apart. otherwise¢ there never
could have been this difference. Our
sing will not make the world better;
hence, to us of the Universal Negro
Improvement Associution the time has
come to rebuild our ancient and proud
race.

Personal Suffering.

" #My pcrsonal suffering for the pro-
gram of the Universal Negro Improve-
ment Association I8 but'a drop ih the
bucket of sacrifice. To correct the evils
surrounding our racfal existence Is to
undertake a task as pretentious and
difficult as dividing the sea or uproot-
ing the Rock of Gibraltar; but, with
the grace of God, all things are pos-
sible, for in truth there Is prophccy
that ‘Ethiopia shall stretch forth her
hand’ and ‘Princes shall come out of
Egypt’ (Applause).

“We are expecting the co-operation
and support of liberal White America
in the promulgation of the ideal of race
purity, and the founding of a nation
for Ncegroes in Africa, so that those
who, after ‘proper industrial and other
adjustments, desire to return to their
originul native homelund cun do so in
‘I peace and sccurity,

“Now that the world i3 readjusting
itself and political changes and dis-
tributions are being made of the earth's
surface, there is absolutely no recason
why certain puarts of Africa should not
be set aside absulutely for the Negro
race as our ciaim and heritage. It
thls is not done, then we may as well
look forward to etcernal confusion
among the raccs. !

Superstate for Negrooes.

“Negro men will never always feel
satisfled with being ruled, governed
and dictated to by other races. As in my
case, { would never fcel satisfied with
being absolutely tried and judged by
a white judge, dlstrict attormey and
Jury, for it is lmposslble for them to
correctly ‘terpret the reaf teelings ot
my race and appreciate my effort in
their behalf; hence, the prejudice from
which 1 suffer. A white man before a
black district a'ttorney, judge and jury
would feel the same way, ang thus we
have the great problem that can only
he solved by giving the Negro a gov-
ernment of his own., (L.oud and pro-
longed applause). The Black Star Line
was an effort in this direction and bore
a relationship to the Universal Negro
Improvement Assoclation as the Shii)~
ping Board docs to the Government.
My effort was not correctly understood,
and that Is why some people have be-
come prejudiced toward me. Yet in
the final presentation of truth the fair-
minded is bound to come to the con-
clusfon that the program of the Uni-
versul Negro Improvement. Association
1% reasonable and proper for the solu-
tion of the vexed question of races,
“Africa at this time affords a splen-
did opportunity for the creation of a
super Negro State, notwithstanding
the machinationgs  of  France ltaly,
England, Belgium and Portugal. The
peace of Europe and of the human
race will only be settled on a proper
adjustment of the African situatiop,
and selfish European nations should
not be allowed to transfer the theatre
of war and human butchery from
Europe to Africa, for i{ their present
plans and schemes are carried out
without check or hindrunce it will mean
that in another fifty years another
Napoleon or Willlam 11 will be at-
tempting to create out of Africu an-
other European empire at the cost of
countless millions of lives. (Hear,
hear). C
“l have but briefly outlincd some of
the things in my mind, but I must
assure you thut my imprisonment for
three months has not left me sore.’ 1
am not vexcd with anybody. 1 cal-
culated that my own people would be
against me for serving them, but |
also feel satisficd that the masses ard
with me, and that it is with their sup.
port that [ find it possible to be here
tonight, But for the constant -iliness
of my wife' I would have had no sorrow.

“At this juncture 1 want specially to
return thanks to you, the members of
Liberty Hall, who stuck by the prin-
eciples-of the Universal Negro Improve-
ment Association when your leader was
removed from you. I can understand
gnd appreciate the struggles that were
undergone by you while I remained in
the Tombs.

The crowned hecads of nations, chicftains ‘who have de-

served well of their country, have been, of course, the recipients of

ovations launched on a grander, more pretentious scale. But no

acclamation which ever greeted them could excel in depth of feeling,

in spontaneity and fervor and wholeheartedness and sincerity that

which hailed the Hon. Marcus Garvey, patriot and great lcader, as he

faced five thousand of his constituents after an enforced absence of
neatly three months,

And as coming from a Negro assemblage, in honor of a Negro,
the demonstration was all the more remarkable. Tt was a significant
sign of the times, a striking commentary on the revolution in thought
which has been accomplishied among Negroes by the Universal
Negro Improvement Association.

Oue pf the greatest, glaring weaknesses of the Negro has been
an nnappréciativeness for his own,.

This is the mentality that
the Universal Negro Tmprovement Association, which Marcns
Garvey fotnded, is tearing up by the routs,

The wonderful, never-to-he-forgotlen ovation accorded Marcus
Ciarvey, n Negro, by an assemblage of thousands of Negroes in the
lhicart of the metropolis of a white man’s commtry was an event of the
first magnitude. It shows a revolution of thought, a return to race
consciousness on the part of the new Negro which augurs well for
the success of the Universal Negro Improvement Association and
the eventual emancipation, true and tomplete, of Negroes every-
where.

The Hon. Marcus Garvey had just left a prison cell, in which he
had been cenfined, as the world was asked to believe, for defrauding
Negroes. He was still heing subjected to a furious fusillade of criti-
cism. the convulsive cffort of a despairing cnemy, designed to dis-
credit him in‘the eyes of Negroes and all the world for all time.
Day in, day out, he was heing held np hefore the world as the most
despicable type of Negro, a parasite, a tiger to be caged, if the flow
of Negroces' life-blood was to be stanched.

And then—his release! A reception, stunning in its intensity,
accorded by his “victims!” TFor him and the cause he represents, a
triumph extraordinary, the first fruits of martyrdom. T'o his enemies,
2 paradox appalling, a cup of bitterness. .

drugs stopped. The League is dominated by England, France, Japan
and Italy, who, instead of bending their energy tpwards a world's
readjustment which would help the smaller nations and the back-
ward races send their statesmen to Geneva to get as much as they
can from the weaker nations. Some of thesg: smaller powers being
heavily indebted to Great Britain and France are compelled to vote
in favor of either France,or Great Britain or else incur the displeasure
of these powers. The League is rathei unfortinate in that every
time they arc in gencral session some fire-eating general or states-
man starts sometiing which shows up the impotence of the League
and its ‘uselessness so plainly as to cause the most ardent admirer
ot the society to doubt its ability to handle matters of real import-
ance and.carry out its aims and objects. Last year Kemal Pasha
started to chase the Greeks out of Turkish territory, defy old Eng-
land and kick up a general rumpus. He told the league that he would
not submit the matter to them and called for a special conference
at Lausanne. - This year Senor Mussolini waited until the Leaguée
was in session to bully the Greeks, occupy Corfu, and look longingly
towards Fiume, and then told Geneva that he was ready to submit
the matter—not to the Lcague—but to a council of ambassadors.
The supporters of the League of Nations are now casting about for
some one to blame for the League not functioning, and they have
decided that Ugcle Sam is the cause. “They claim that if Uncle Sam
would join the League whenever anypne started to make trouble all
that would be necessary would be for Sam to furnish the money and
some young American citizens in order that they might go in for
bloody coercion. They believe that it would e better for the Amer-
icans to spend their energy upon the battlefields of Eurepe or Asia
than to waste:it lynching a poor Negro, and their money in financing
the schemes of the League than to be buying tar, rope and white
sheets. The League is now busy laying plans for a universal peace
which will surely give us another world war, but in the meantime we

THE KENYA QUESTION

& spite of all the honoyed words and fair promisc: made by the
i . British statesmen to the Indians that “the principle of British
justice and fair play would be upheld,” that “the empire is a
commonwealth of free nations existing for the common good and
advancement of all its subjects of whatever race and color and hav-
ing a special responsibility to the backward races, Great Britain,
in giving her decision on the Kenya question in favor of the white
settlers, has shown that when she is called upon to practice what
she preaches regarding equality within the empire she is always
ready to retract her promises made to the colored races. We of this
generation can no longer be fooled by the lying, hypocritical anxiety
which perfidious Albion professes to have for the backward races.

We could respect her if she would frankly announce that she holds
her empire by force and force alone ; that her colonies and dependen-
cies are held for the benefit of her white citizens and that the interests
of the subject races are secondary and subsidiary. The colored sub-
jects of the British Empire have grown tired of the arrogant and
insolent attitude adopted by white Englishmen towards the native
races, and if they appear loyal and patriotic it is because for the time
being it is expedient to be so. The Indians have lost in their fight
for political equality, and we regret this very much. A victory for the
Indians would have meant partial emancipation for the miliions of
Negroes who, at present, seem to be treated more like cattle than
‘human beinks, . It is.worthy of note, gwever, that it is precisely on
account of these same natives that Great Britain has denfed to the
Indians equal rights and upheld the practice of the white settlers in
segregating the non-whites and compelling them to live in the un-
healthy lowlands while they ke2p the highlands for themselves. This
is indeed protection with a vengeance, and a safeguarding of native
rights. Thus Great Britain exploits the Negro, segregates him,
denies him any political freedom, but announces to ‘the world that
she wishes to protect him from exploitation by the Indians, hence
she cannot give the Indians equal political rights. The sad part of
the whole affair is that the poor Negro is entirely ignorant of the
fact that two alien races are striving for the mastery of his rich lands.

In an open letter to President Cool-
idge the Washington “Tribune” amorng
other things says:

“Mr. President, you are guoted as
having sald: ‘Do the day's work. 1If
it be to protect the right of the weak,
whoever objects, do it” Also, ‘Let the
laws proclaim to the humblest citizen,
performing the most menlal task, the
recognition of his manhood, the recog-
nition that all men are peers, the
humbiest with the most exalted, the
recognition that aill work is glorified.’

“Mr. President, the carrying out of
that recognition of the law and of the
manhood of these millions of weak
people and the doing of the day's work
in their behalf would exalt the Presi-
dent of these United States as the
greatest humanitarian since Christ
-walked among men. May we hope for
your recognition’ of the manhood of
the humblest citizen and the enforce-
ment of the Constitution in hig behalf?

“In recognizing the manhood of the
humblast citizen and doing the day's
work, Mr. President, you will find that
all the rallroads of the South discrim-
inate against 15,000,000 Negro citizens
of America and force them Into humil-
iation by compelling them to ride in
Jim crow cars, by, forcing them into
disctiminated wailting rooms at railway
stations. And this position by the
raflroads is sustained by the United
States government, of which you are
the chief executive. This government
has failed to recognize the manhood
rights of 15,000,000 of its most ‘loyal
citizens.

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British Fearing Revolt in Northern Nigeria Are
Dismissing Telegraph and Post Office Clerks,
Who They Say Are Responsible for the Spread
of Propaganda, Arousing the Natives to Assert
Their Rights for Self-Government

In last week's jssue of the Negro
World we published extracts from let.
ters reaching us telling of the spread
of Garveylsm in Africa covering a
territory extending from Bloemfontein
in South Africa to the West Coast.

Toda{y we gteproduce a special article
from the Chicago Tribune, a leading
white daily, which not only confirms
the news published by us, but gives
in greater detatl the extent to which
the awakening in Africa has reached
and the secking of the Black Man for
political freedom in his own country,

The Tribune's Article,

“ST. LOUIS, Senegnl, Aug. 25 —
The name¢of Marcus Garvey, ‘pro-
visional president of the Republic of
Africa,’ and reports of fabulous finan-
clal backing by American Negroes, are
being used In an attempt to foment an
uprising among the blacks of northern
Nigerla, according  to  informatioh
reaching white river settlements jn the
French Sudan.

“Garvey's proclamations translated
in  Arable, have been circulated
throughout Nigerla, and are being used
to urge'the natives tv revolt against
the British authorities in the northern
provinces. In the southern provinces,
where thousands of Negroes have he-
come English sgpeaking, the propa-
ganda is reported to be even more
widespread, due to the awnkenl'ng de--|
sire among the educated blacks to pos-
sess more of the white men's liberty
and culture,

8pread Propaganda.

“The British have discharged tcle-
graph and post office employes from the
southern provinces who held jobs in
the northern provinces because it was
found that the southerners dissemi-
nated revolutionary doctrines. Other
measures have been adopted in an ef-
fort to stamp out the spread of propa-
ganda for a revolt, which was. set for
August. The French authorities in
Nigeria, Dahomey and the Cameroons
report that the population is loyal and
tranquil. '

“In the Sudan I found the Nigerian
revolutionary movement known among
the natives, but not supported on ac-
count of religious differences. Among
the Sudanese, both Musselmans and
pagans scorn black converts to Chris-
tianity, and all the Nigerian agitation
Is considered by them to be of Chnis-
tlan origin. ‘

“The Frénch Catholic order of White
Fathers has openeéd several cloisters in
‘the French west and equatorial Africa,
but no white Protestant missionary
work has been teied. The French keep
to their policy of not Intérfering with
mattérs of native religion, motais and
customs,

“Garvey is pletured as a great patron
saint and an emancipatér of the black
race in propaganda credited with belng
of Amerlcan origin. This propaganda
has for its slogan, “Africa ,for the
lacks,” ‘and refera to ﬂ;e'cupabllltlea
of Ameriean Negroes who hold dfrect<
ing positions in educational, bhanking,
politiral, eommercial and traneportn-
tion fields. It states that these Amert-
cans are r'eady and whling to supplant
the Wwhite men Wwho now ocoupy the
controlling  positions  on  the blaek
man's contlpent.

4 I ‘HE HON. MARCUS GARVLY, on his first public appcar-

ance at Liberty Hall, New York, ion Thursday night, the

13th of August, was accorded an ovation such as few men
can command. It was a personal triumph of the most convincing
nature. The crowned heads of nations, chieftains ‘who have de-
served well of their country, have been, of course, the recipients of
ovations launched on a grander, more pretentious scale. But no
acclamation which ever grected them could excel in depth of feeling,
in spontaneity and fervor and wholcheartedness and sincerity that
which hailed the Hon. Marcus Garvey, patriot and great leader, as he
faced five thousand of his constituents after an enforced absence of
nearly three months.

And as coﬁning from a Negro assemblage, ‘in lionor of a Negro,
the demonstration was all the more remarkable. Tt was a significant
sign of the times, a striking commentary on the revolution in thought
which has been accomplished among Negroes by the Universal
Negro Improvement Association.

Oue pf the greatest, glaring weakngesses of the Negro has been
an unapprt!ciativeness for his own,. We had almost said—a hatred of
his own. The Negro, to whom Marcus Garvey issued his clarion
call, was a Negro who would sooner acclaim George Washington or
the Duke of Marlborough than Toussaint L’Ouverture; to whom the
memory of Sir Walter Scott or Charles Kingsley was dearer than
that of Alexander Dumas or Terence; to whom Napoleon Bonaparte
was a dcnif-god. and Hannibal, a raw, crude, untutored warrior.
That a prophet had no honor among his own kin applied with pecu-

Shortly aftet the meeting on Tast TRursday night, a"mad brought'
to us a Greek Testament and asked that we give it to the proper
authorities, so that it may be returned to the rightful owner, “I
don’t know what sort of writing is in it,” he observed. “Arabic or
something it looks like,” he ventured. “It is Greek, a Greek Testa-
ment,” we replied.  “Greek! How do you know?” he returned. “I
know Greek when T sce it,” he blustered, his puzzled expression
giving the lie to his words even as he uttered them. “Suppose a
v-hite man had told you it was Greek,” we inquired, “would you have
believed him?" “Well, yes.” he drawled. “Are you a member of
the Universal Negro Tmprovement Association?” we thrust. “Not
yet,” was the admission. “Well; joih up as quickly as you can,” we
pleaded, and departed.

Here was a sample of the mentality of some Negroes, a mentality
hammered into them through long years during which they have
Leen prey to the insidious propaganda that virtues and knowledge
are to be found only in a white setting. ‘This is the mentality that
the Universal Negro Improvement Association, which Marens
Garvey founded, is tearing up hy the roots,

The wonderful, never-to-be-forgotten ovation accorded Marcus
(iarvey, a Negro, hy an assemblage of thousauds of Negroes in the
licart of the metropolis of a white man’s country was an event of the
first magnitude. It shows a revolution of thought, a rcturn to race
consciousness on the part of the new Negro which augurs well for
the success of the Universal Negro Improvement Association and
the eventual emancipation, true and tomplete, of Negroes every-

#

where.

The Hon. Marcus Garvey had just left a prison cell, in which he
had been cenfined, as the world was asked to believe, for defrauding
Negroes. He was still heing subjected to a furious fusillade of eriti-
oism. the convulsive cffort of a despairing enemy, designed to dis-
credit him in’the eyes of Negroes and all the world for all time.
Day in, day out, he was being held up before the world as the most
despicable type of Negro, a parasite, a tiger to be caged, if the flow
of Negroes’ lte-blood was to he stanched.

And then—his release! A reception, stunning in its intensity,
accorded by his “victims!” For him and the cause he represents, a
triumph extraordinary, the first fruits of martyrdom. T'o his enemies,
a paradox appalling, a cup of bitterness. .

As five thousand Negroes gave their man of ~destiny their tre-
mendous welcome last Thursday night, they reiterated their warning
to the world that at last the time has come when the slumbering
giant has awakened from sleep and, conscious of his strength and
the potentialities that procced from obedience to the divine injunc-
tton, “Know thyself,” is on his way to a future that knows no serf-
dlom, no peonage, no jim-crowism, no segregation, no slavery.

The League is dominated by England, France, Japan
and Italy, who, instead of bending their energy tpwards a world’s
readjustment which would help the smaller nations and the back-
ward races send their statesmen to Geneva to get as much as they
can from the weaker nations. Some of these smaller powers being
heavily indehted to Grea? Britain and France are compelled to vote
in favor of either France or Great Britain or else incur the displeasure
of these powers. The League is rathet unfortunate in_that every
time they are in genéral session some fire-eating general or states-
man starts sometiing which shows up the impotence of the League
and its uselessness so plainly as to cause the most ardent admirer
ot the society to doubt its ability to handle matters ‘of real import-
ance and .carry out jts aims and objects. ILast year Kemal Pasha
started to chase the Greeks out of Turkish territory, defy old Eng-
land and kick up a general rumpus. He told the league that he would
not submit the matter to them and called for a special conference
at Lausanne. - This year Senor Mussolini waited until the League
was in session to bully the Greeks, occupy Corfu, and look longingly
towards Fiume, and then told Geneva that he was ready to submit
the matter—not to the Lcague—but to a council of ambassadors.
The supporters of the League of Nations are now casting about for
some one to blame for the League not functioning, and they have
decided that Ugcle Sam is the cause, ~They claim that if Uncle Sam
would join the League whenever anypne started to make trouble all
that would be necessary would be for Sam to furnish the money and
some young American citizens in order that they might go in for
bloody coercion. They believe that it would Ie better for the Amer-
icans to spend their energy upon the battlefields of Eurepe or Asia
than to waste it lynching a poor Negro, and their money in financing
the schemes of the League than to be buying tar, rope and white
sheets. The League is now busy laying plans for a universal peace
which will surely give us another world war, but in the meantime we

ry spite of all the honoyed words and fair promises mude by the
i . British statesmen to the Indians that “the principle of British
justice and fair play would be upheld,” that “the empire is a
commonwealth of free nations existing for the common good and
advancement of all its subjects of whatever race and color and hav-
ing a special responsibility to the backward races, Great Britain,
in giving her decision on the Kenya question in favor of the white
settlers, has shown that when she is called upon to practice what
she preaches regarding equality within the empire she is always
ready to retract her promises made to the colored races. We of this
generation can no longer be fooled by the lying, hypocritical anxiety
which perfidious Albion professes to have for the backward races.

We could respect her if she would frankly announce that she holds
her empire by force and force alone; that her colonies and dependen-
cies are held for the benefit of her white citizens and that the interests
of the subject races are secondary and subsidiary. The colored sub-
jects of the British Empire have grotwn tired of the arrogant and
insolent attitude adopted by white Englishmen towards the native
races, and if they appear loyal and patriotic it is because for the time
being it is expedient to be so. The Indians have lost in their fight
for political equality, and we regret this very much. A victory for the
Indians would have meant partial emancipation for the miliions of
Negroes who, at present, seem to be treated more like cattle than
‘human beinks, .. It is. worthy of note, gwgver, that.it is precisely on
account of these same natives that Great Britain has denfed to the
Indians equal rights and upheld the practice of the white settlers in
segregating the non-whites and compelling them to live in the un-
healthy lowlands while they keep the highlands for themselves. This
is indeed protection with a vengeance, and a safeguarding of native
rights. ‘Thus Great Britain exploits the Negro, segregates him,
denies him any political freedom, but announces to the world that
she wishes to protect him from exploitation by the Indians, hence
she cannot give the Indians equal political rights. The sad part of
the whole affair is that the poor Negro is entirely ignorant of the
fact that two alien races are striving for the mastery of his rich lands,

In an open letter to President Cool-
idge the Washington “Tribune” amorig
other things says:

“Mr. President, you are quoted as
having said: ‘Do the day's work. 1If
it be to protect the right of the weak,
whoever objects, do it.' Also, ‘Let the
laws proclaim to the humblest citizen,
performing the most menial task, the
recognition of his manhood, the recog-
nition that all men are peers, the
humbiest with the most exalted, the
recognition that all work is glorified.’

“Mr. President, the carrying out of
that recognition of the law and of the
manhood of these milllona of weak
people and the doing of the day's work
in their behalf would exalt the Presi-
dent of these United States as the
greatest humanitarian since Christ
walked among men. May we hope for
your ‘recognition’ of the manhood of
the humblest citizen and the enforce-
ment of the Constitution in his behalf?

“In recognizing the manhood of the
humblast citizen and doing the day's
work, Mr. President, you will find that
all the railroads of the South discrim-
inate against 15,000,000 Negro citizens
of America and force them into humil-
lation by compelling them to ride in
jim crow cars, by, forcing them into
discriminated walting rooms at railway
stations. And this position by the
rajlroads is sustaeined by the United
States government, of which you are
the chief executive.

“Garvey’s proclamations translated
in  Arable, bhave been circulated
throughout Nigeria, and are being used
to urge' the natives tv revolt against
the British authorities in the northern
provinces.

8Spread Propaganda,

“The British have discharged tcle-
graph and post office employes from the
southern provinces who held jobs In
the northern provinces because it was
found that the southerners dissemi-
nated revolutionary doctrines. Other
measures have been adopted ln‘ an ef-
fort to stamp out the spread of propa-
ganda for a revolt, which was. set for
August. The French authoritles in
Nigeria, Dahomey and the Cameroons
report that the population is loyal and
tranquil. .

“In the Sufan I found the Nigerian
revolutionary movement known among
the natives, but not supported on ac-
count of religlous differences. Among
thre Sudanese, both Musselmans and
pagans scorn black converts to Chris-
tianity, and all the Nigerian agitation
is constdered by them to be of Chpis-

“The Frénch Catholic ordéer of White
Fathers has openeéd geveral cloisters in
‘the Mrench west and equatorial Africa,
but no white Protestant missionary
work has been tried.

The Effect of His Imprisonment.

My imprisozment for three months
was one of the avenues through which
we would get our progrum presented
to the world; anél 1 was not sorry one
bit to contribute in that direction to
at least impress the world some more
about the seriousness of the Universal
Negro Improvement Association. That
impression of geriousness—the compli.
ment of it is for you not for me, in
that I.was placed in a position that 1
could not help myself more than to
write to the world: but that could not
move men. The impress that was made
upon the world for the last three
months was made by you—by your
peraseverance and by your determina-
tion. v

The world knows that human
achievements and human movements
are carrled on and conducted not by
everybody but by the direction of those
who lead, and the strategy of a few
people has always sought to remove
the leaders of movements and if suec-
cessfully cornered they calculate they
would destroy the movement,

Experimenting With Garvey,

Well: they were experimenting with
me. They put me In jaiL to try out
it they could destroy the Universal
Negro Improvement Association and
then they found a greater Universal
Negro Improvement Association, (Ap-
plause). Now I suppose they will
change their tactics; nevertheless the
three months has convinced me every-
where that the new Negro is here.
Now what they did to me for threce
months with the intention of destroy-
ing the. movement represented@ by me
would have succeeded in another age,
and another time prior to this. Ten
years ago—twenty-five years ago if
anyone attempted to start a movement
as big probably as the Unlversal Negro
Improvement Association and they did
what they did to me, naturally as from
the attitude of the Negro himself they
would have destroyed the movement;

When ohe {8 already a cit-
izen, why should he still insist on be-
ing recognized as a citizen?

The cold, frozen facts are that the
Negro 18 no more an American citizen,
except on paper. than he was before

~the fiction that he is was transferred
to paper. The legal fiction proclaims
him to be a citizen. We accept the
fiction as fact by asserting and teach-
Ing that we are citizens merely be-
calisé we have been placed in the atti-
.tude of ecitizens by certain leginlative
aéts which neither the State govern-
ments evading them nor the national
government have had the moral cour-
‘*age to enforce. I don't believe that any
Uving American Negro can establish,
by written or oral argument, that he
is as good a citizen\in the sense that
he has the same freedom of action and
utterance, the same rights, privileges
and immunities as his so-called white
citizen. If this can he success-

| PARIS POLICE HALT

“BIRTH OF A NATION”

Object to Postbellum
Scenes in Motion
Picture

. —_———

Parls, Aug. 20.—Police action has
halted the presentation of D. W. Grif-
fith’s picture, “The Birth of a Nation,”
when the management of the Salle
Marivaux were ordered to suspend
projection on the grounds that the
film had bheen adjudged *disturbing to
public morals.”

"This renéws the raciul controversy
that has swept Paris for several weeks,
causing a Montmurtre cabaret to close
because of the ill trcatment of two
colored patrons. The police brelec-
ture’'s decision to ban the film was
based upon the scenes showing negroes
undergoing harsh treatment }t the
hands of whites. In announéing the
ruling the police, who say they re-
ceived orders from higher up, claim a
fear that further clashes between the
white and colored citizens might re-
sult if the picture is allowed to run.

The film was sulmitlted to the cen-
sors three times last year, and again
less than ten days ago, when impor-
tant cuts were ordered, reducing the
length of the film from 3.500 metres
to 2,400 and changing onc word in a
subtitle. Thereupon its projection
was authorized, and the house has
been crowded, hundreds of persons
having been turned away. Notified of
the new decision early this morning,
the managers of the Marivaux found
a squad of twenty detectives around
the theater who ordered all posters
advertising the picture torn down. As
it cost the exhibitors 2,000,000 francs,
frantic appeals have teen made to
officials, who rveplied that “The Birth
of a Nation" probably would be
banned indetinitely in France.

The president of the division,
a splendid man, the personificatfon of
courtesy and hospitality to the stranger,
left nothing undone that ought to have
been done to make my visit enjoyable
and memorable, and | certainly en-
Joyed every minute I was present. The
short talks of the speakers, the fine
singing by the choir, the incomparable
band and especially the way the
leader of it handled and blew the
trombone—he was the proudest man
in the band and all the rest were
jealous of him. When the president
announced that there was a cry from
Garveydonia for help toward making

worse.” 8 how he has convinced
himself that it can be no worse, and
it a little worse, he would rather be
among strangers punished than among
his supposed friends.

Happening to meet Mr. William
Ware, president of the Cincinnat}
Division of the U. N. F. A, and whose
keen Interest In all that affects his
race 18 so well known, a representative
of the Negro World asked his opinion
on the burning question of tho South
Just now-the continued mlgratlon of

the Negro.
“The present exodus of Negroes
from the South,” said Mr. Ware,

“marks A great evolutionary epoch
both in the history of the Negro and
in that of the United States.

“There is something so remarkable
in this sudden flight of the Negro, from
what his former economic masters
terms hia “natural home,” that every-
one has been struck witn wonder by
the courage exhibited by those who
have boldly determined to seck new
sofl in which to develop the better
instincts of thelr race. The Negro,
forced by conditions that have become
intolerable i{n the sight of even con-
servative citizens, migrating to lands
where he might be permitted to work
out his own destiny unmolested, a
movement has commenced which as-
sumes many strange aspects, the lead-
ing feature of which is that the Negro
migration {8 being accomplished with-
out a Moses and without a Joshua.

“The only friction occurs when Ne-
grees are forced to settle in congested
areas, usually the former secgregated
districts of the larger cfties. .It is not
the fault of the Negro that fate has
forced him into insanitary dwellings
and that he {s compelled to live as
no white man would ever dream of
fiving. It 18 strange, though, that in
spite of the fact that the laudable pur-
pose of the migration {s plain to even
ant!{-Negro elements, the Negro is ex-
ploited mercilessly at every turn he
makes.

“When one adda to these conditions
the increasing number of Inalusuces the
Negro has been forced to endure both
before and since the migration, it is,
not surprising that the Negro should
be termed a source af unrest which ap-
pears to multiply so rapidly in the
United States. I have on my files
many grave instances of deliberate
abuse of the Negroes by certain rail-
ronds whose agents had persuaded
them to leave the South, promising
larger pay and improved condittons of
living. - When the raflroads had the
men where they wanted them, they
deliberately went back on their prom-
ises, in some instances’not paying as
much as the Negro had'been getting
on tho farm In the South. I will cite
one inastance alone Lhat ithustrates-the

terests .directly are responsible for.

12 men between the ages of 18 and 25
wiho had been brought by a great rail-
7008 to wark on one. of iis Unes near

'ﬁrst pay they were astonished to find

that the money was hardly enough to
live or, and so they left the employ
of the road and came to Cincinnati,
where we took care of them. I do hope
that the city administration will do
something to alleviate this distressing
condition, for it certainly cannot bring
good results. 1 am sure there are
many public-spirited men and women
who would be glad to help if these
conditions were brought home to them.
And T bheg the press of Cincinnati to
help our leugue tn making these facts
known beforc it becomes too late.”

"I have dozens of cases on file where
poqr Negro laborers must pay $10 a
a month for one room, which, were
thry able to sec it who censure the Ne-
gro’s impulse to llve a better life,
would explain much of the vice that
exists In Negro districts. A case came
to my notice a few days ago in which
a Negro family had been forced to pay
a most cruel increase in the rent of
the house in which they lived. They
paid $22 a month for an ineanitary
dwelling with not even a semblance of
the conveniences so vital to cify dwell-
ers, Then the property changed hands
and the new landlord raised the rent
to 862. There is no place to move, and
80 they are forced to pay this extor-
tionate rent simply because the ,Ia.nd-
lord is in a position to demand it.

“Between Central and Freeman ave-
nues, in the Negro districts, there are
at least 3,000 children who are¢ forced
through circumstances to switness the
vilest scenes and to hear indecent and
shameful language every day in the
year. The schooling they receive can-
not undo the harmful knowledge they
must come in contact with every day
of thelr lives. BIlind tigers, gambling
dens, disreputable houses of all kinds
and all in the very midst of. a heavily
populated district certainly do not
tend to make for good citizenship. The
streete are seldom cleaned, the air {s
polluted at all times and vice flour-
ishes—~let it be said to the shame of
those ‘'who could ecasily -prevent it—in
the everyday struggle for existence,
and not, as our accusers say, out of
Inherent perversity. It-1s high time
the city administration did ‘something
ahout a condition which cannot better
itself by being left alone.”

French Negroes are banding them-
sdlves together into a sort of Ku Klux
Klan to show the Amefican tourists
“their places.” .\

Negroes from the French colonies,

LI
who have come ‘to Paris and other
" .
parts of France in large numbers’ since
the war, are determined to combat the
tactics of the Americans who refuse|
to frequent cafes and restaurants ac-
cepting Negro patronage. -

The 'self-appointed klng kleasle of
the French K. K. K. 18 Prince George
Tovalou, a prominent physician, a
hero of the World War and the son
of the former King of Dahomey. Prince
George has appealed not only to mem-
bers of his own race, but also to
Frenchmen, to stop the “outrages” of
the American visitors.

“If the whites in the United States
see fit to organize a Ku Klux Kilan to
intimidate the Negroes. I don't see why
we shouldn't have a similar organiza-
tion to protect our rights. I am what
they call the king kleagle, and if any
of my foltk want to join my organiza-
tion they will be most welcome.

“But we do not intend to apply tar
and feathers to ‘Americans who insult
us in this free country. We plan to
apply the law. For that reason I have
already caused trouble for two cafes
frequented by bhoisterous * Americans
and intend to cause trouble for others
who refuse to serve me just beécause
the tourists obhject,

“Many of my friends have already
signified their intention of joining the
Klan.”

It will be recalled that Prince George
has already caused two cafes, which

AFRICAN ORTHODOX .
EPISCOPAL CHURCH
MAKING PROGRESS

Wednesday evening, September 5, we
saw the opening of another red letter
\day in the ecclesiastical history of the
Negro peoples of the world, when the
third, General Synod of the Atrican
Orthodox Eplscopal Church convened
in the cathedra! cl?ape’l of the Good
Shepherd, 224 West 135th street, New
York cl).y.{ His Lordship the Rt, Rev.
George Alexander McGuire, D.D,, M.D.,
bishop. and primate, attired in his
ep]scopal robes, attended -pontifi al
.evensong, which was sung by the Rev.
Fred A. Toote M.A., of New York city,
and the sermon preached by the Rew.
A. 8. Trotman, of S8ydney, Nova Scotia,
Canada, from the §4th chapter of Isajah,
second verse: ‘“‘Spure not, _strengthen
thy stukes, and lengthen thy cords,”
after which the bishop pronounced ex
chthedra the synod duly open for the
transaction of ull matters that may
come before it, .

The synod remained in session for
six days and six nights and consum-
mated its work with the eclosing serv-
ices, at whleh Miss Marie Montague.
founder and president of International
Humanity League, spoke, which were
held in the Renatsance Cagino, 138th
street and Seventh avenué, New York
city, as the cathedral chapel was not
large enough to hold the crowds ut-
tending these sessions,

SPIRIT OF GARVEYISM AT HIGH
EBB IN OAKLAND, CAL., DIV.

‘Movements may come and move-
ments may go, but the movement in-
augurated by the Universal Negro Im.
provement Association will go on for-
ever. Any person doubting this decla-
ration need only pay a visit to the
mass meetings now being-held at Car-
penter's Hall in Oekland, California.
The most chronlc critics and fault-
finders are beginning to recognize and
admit the powerful {nfluence of this
great organization, lndlvldual!y and
collectively.

Last Sunday afternoon went on rec-
ord as one of the best mass meetings
held since the monster protest meeting
of July 15th. An uhusually interesting
program was rendered. Vice-President
L. A. Brown was the first speaker to
address the audience, His opening re-
marks were: ‘I believe that every
day In every way the U. N. I, A. 18 get-
ting better and better,” It is this atti-
tude of loyalty and faith that eonfounds
and literally overwhelms the enemies.

One significant development particu-
larly noticeable is the spirit of Garvey-
fsm actuating the younger folks, De-
termined to keep th. colors flying
though sickness prevented their in-
structor from meeting them, a care-
fully prepared program was arranged
by Miss Ruth Clark, a diminutive and
energetic little maiden, that awakened
and dispersed all doubts of the skep-
tics. The flrst number announced by
the juveniles was n recitation by Miss
Mary Clark, entitled “It Couldn't Be
Done," and all_agreed that the logic
was very good., (For he buckled right
in with a bit of a grin and tackled the
job—and he did it.) The next contribu-
tion was.a pleasing instrumental se-
lection by the organist, Miss Geraldine
Inman,’ The climax of the young peo-
ple's program was ‘an original recita-
tion by Miss Edmonia Johnson, “1 Be-
Ueve in the Garvey Movement from the
Beglnnlng to the End."” 'rhla numbey
received vigorous and contfnued ap-
plause, and seemed to properly set the
stage for the balance of the meéting.
“Liberty” was the title of a soul-stir-
ring recitation by Miss Ruth Clark,
which was highly appreciated. F¥or a
fitting conclusion Master Joseph John-
son was called on, and nobly responded
with one of his favorite seléctions that
have won for him a host of admirers
and friends.

Lady Vice-President Mrs. Letha Bush
then made some very encouraging re-
marks pertaining to the work outlined
for the women of our race.

Mrs. Leona Ellls read from The Ne-
gro World the President-General's ap-
peal to all members of the Universal
Negro Improvement Association to line
up for a united political program be-
hind the parent body for 1923-24,

Mr. W. A. U, Deane, of the Panama
Division, was introduced and chose aa
his subject, “The Natfonalism of the
Negro and the Effect of Garveyism Al
Over the World." Mr. Deane proved his
loyalty and respect to America by ask-
ing thq audicnce to stand with bowed
heads for a period of two minutes in
honor of the decensed chief executive,
Warren Gamaliel Harding. A speaker
of exceptional oratorical attainments,
dignity and composure, he held hia
hearers lntensély interested and en-
raptured by his eloquent portrayal of
historic facts, So vividly were the
truths of Hon. Marcus. Garvey's perse-
cution revealed that a spark of pity was
kindled in the most hardened heart and
the cruel injustice relentlessly exposed.
A beautiful peroration waa made, when,
in reciting the {llustrious martyrs of
tho past, now recorded on the acroll of
time, the name of the fndomitable
champion of Negro Ifherty, Hon, Mar-
¢us Garvey, would appear in letters. of
burnished gold, high and above all the
rest, a3 the greatest leader of the age.

while before,

The members and friends of the or-
ganization seemed to have taken on a
new spirit for not only spiritually did
they demonstrate this, but by giving
tangible expression of their sincerity,
in that they contributed to the differ-
ent appeals made to them without the
least bit of effort on the part of those
who were in charge of that end.

As in the ‘case with every work
that is honest in its origin, honest in
ita motive, in its progress, and honest
in its ultimate results, the Universal
Negro Improvement Associatich has
made such a marked inroad on the
conscience and reason of the people of
the community that it was with much
difficulty the past officers were able
to stave off thoss that were des-
perately clamoring for the revivica-
tion of the great work in their imme-
dlate locality.

* The Hon. Rudolph 8mith was pres-
ent many minutes before the scheduled
time for the opening of the meeting
and following him was the Hon. R.
H. Tobitt, commissioner of the
Guineas snd West Indies, who was re-
galed in his robes of office. The Hon.
Tobitt gave a brief address, which
was enthusinstically received; preced-
ing him were Dr. Osborne and the
Hon. Rudolph Smith, who made the
addreas of the afternovy. To add
any compliments to the work of the
Hon. Rudalph Smith would he “to
paint a rose,” hecause we¢ do not
feel that it 18 safe to Interfere with
that which is already perfected. We
shall now conclude with the hope that
the Hon. Rudolph 8mith, the roaring
lion of the Ur\!vetsal Negro Improve-
ment Association, will eontinue the
able work which he started a few
vears ngo. It is our greatest desire to
congratulate this wonderful figure,
particularly when wa think of the
fact that many others who started on
the journey with him, and after him,
have fallen by the wayside. May God
bless the Hon, Rudolph Smith and also
help the Hom. Marcus Garvey to rise
above the transient barriers that are
placed in his_path,

“You know we are in a while man's
country, not a black man's country.
That s owr disadvantage, and you
can't very well move around the other
fellow’s country without telling him
what you  are doing. He becomes
suspicious, And we have been mov-
ing around for al} these years not even
paying the other fellow the compli-
ment of letting him know what we are
doing. And, because of that, others
went and lied and told what we
were not doing and got me into a
pickie and you in a bad fix. Every
fellow believed he was doing a great
deed when he started to talk and tell.
Well, there are two sldes to a story.
They told and they thought by tell-
ing they would have done us a great
deal of Liurm. They caused me to be
sent to jail for five years and caused
you to have to put up $25,000 to get
me out. But they alone are not go-
ing to do the talking. We are going
to do some of the talking, too. It is
going to be tell for tell. You under-
stand what I mean. -Our people are
s0 wicked to themselves, that they are
not gatisfied until they are telling the
enemy something about themaselves.
And because they have resorted—the
N. A, A. C. P, the African Blood
Brotherhood, the Friends of Negro
Freedom-—-because they have resorted
to telling the white man what they do
‘ot know- about -the -tiniversal-Negro | *
Improvement Association for the pur-
pose ‘of destroying us, we are not
fools to keep our mouthr closed, but
we are not going to tell about them as
they told about us. We are ohly
forced to approuch the white man
quicker than we anticipated. We were
only going to approach him when we
were fully organized, but we cannot
walt until that time, because, if we do,
the enemy will destroy us. So it you
see me talking to white folks now, you
will know what for.

Politics to Count
“I am not going to let Du Boix, Wel-
don JJohnson, or Plckens, or Randolph
or Owen lle the Universal Negro Im-
provement Association out of its pur-
pose of emancipating a race, redeem-
ing a motherland. Thut means, we are
going to play politics, too. And I am
going to ask something of you. I did
not intend to ask you so early, because
I felt the time had not come yet. 1
was hoping in two, three, four, five or
six years, politically, we would go to
the President of the nation and to the
different parties, the Republican and
the Democratic, and say, ‘Our program
is slx millions of us want to go back
to Africa. We want you to make it a
plank in your platform.’ We wanted
to do that in six years' time. But they
are forcing it on us now. T am saying
to you now: ‘Get registered wherever
you are.’ 1f you are not citizens, for
Your own convenience and for the con-
venlence of carrying on the program
you must get naturalized. It won't do
you any harm. It will do you a great
deal of good, because when the final
time comes, we are not going to beg
this question, we are going to force it.
And if the N. A. A, C. P. feels they
can play politics with 200,000, we can
play politica with 2,000,000. It they
can get one man in jfail with 200,000, we
can get a dozen men in jail with 2,000,-
000. So now you quite understand if
you see us talking to white folks and
bringing them here, you know what we
are up to. It is because the other fel-
low {s trying to undermine the cause.
And, remember, we are in a white's
man's country. That is why we have
to play this game, We are hoping the
time will come when we will he able
to deal with our folks other than
through the white man. 1 may not be
living then, but my son may be a judge.
(Laughter.) My son may.-be a warden
of the Tombs some day and he may
lock the Tombs and throw away the
key.
