We
telegraphed Mr. Garvey immediately,
and the following day advised the As-
sigtant United States Prosecutor that
we had done so and that we expected
Mr. Garvey to return sometime during
the day on Thursday, andé if he ar-
rived here before five o’clock we would
surrender him yesterday, otherwise we
would appear with him in court at
10:30, &, m.

AUSTIN, Tex, Jan. 3l.—Drunken-
ness, graft, inhuman treatment of con-
victs and other stariling churgee
against men who are connected with
the administration of the State prison
system are contained in a resolution
which the House of Representatives
adopted a few days ago, providing for
a complete investigation of peni-
tentiary affairs. T. K. Irwin of Dallas
was the author of the resolution. A
special committee of five Represénta-
tives, headed by Irwin was appointed
to take testimony and investigate the
gensational charges.

Mr. Irwin has made ‘a fight against
the use of the “bat” in the punish-
-ment of convicts and is urging that
this form of punishment be abolished.

Recently in Dallag, Jullan Simmons,
a Negro teamster, was arrested and
.found guilty of using one of these bats
on his team of mules and was fined
$10 By Municipal Judge W. C. Graves.
Irwin's attention was called to the case,
and he made a thorough investigation,
he said, and found that the law would
not allow a teainster to use them on
his mules, but that the law sanctloned
its use on prisoners in the State Prisom.

A look in at Liberty Hall
tonight would have convinced them of that fact beyond all doubt;
for one of the largest gatherings that has ever assembled in the

.hall was present, upwards of 5,000 people crowding the building to
the doors so that even standing room was at a-premium. No greater
tribute of loyalty could be paid a leader and no more ample evidénce
of devotion of a people to a cause which they believe is righteous,
could be shown than the wonderful demonstration which was wit-
nessed in Liberty Hall and it proves that with Garvey in prison or
cut of prison, the work of the Universal Negro Improvement Asso-
ciation will go on to eternity, for its spiritual influence has so pene-
trated the souls of millions of black folks throughout the world, that
not even an incident like the imprisonment of their leader. can
dampen their spirits or make them shrink from the task they have
undertaken. On the contrary, it gives them a grimmer determina-
tion tg carry on the fight for freedom for the race which has been
instituted by the greatest leader of modern times, the Hon, Marcus
Garvey.

* The meeting was marked with 1mpressweness by the solemn and
even reverent silence that was observed throughout, at the request
of the Presiding Officer, Hon. G. A. Weston, as a token of sympathy
for Mr. Garvey in the hour of his suffering and many a time during
the speeches the audience had to use every effort to restrain their
cmotions and keep them frojit, applauding as tribute after tribute was
paxd to his leddershlp Notwithstanding this, some broke down'and
wept aloud while’ others contented themselves with’ wavmg handker-
chiefs to show their endorsement of what was said. The speakers
were Mrs. Susie Blake of Boston, Hon. Percival V. Burrows, Acting
Secretary-General Bishop George A. McGuire, Primate of the African
Orthodox Church; Hon. C. S. Bourne, Chancellor of the U N, L. A,
and Hon. Geo.

Carter, Secretary-General of the U/ 'N. I. A, who is a passenger on
board the ship, saying that all was well; that the good ship had
sailed from Cuba on her way to Kingston and that there was no cause
for alarm.
