- In 1915, 1916 and 1917, when I was
there, according to a report of the:
census' given to me, it had a ruling,
or.rather ‘misruling, population of 15,-
000‘ whites .and 5,000,000 .natives, in-
ading ' two | or thx'ee, thousafids " of;
East Indians, .- The na.tive populaﬂon
repreeents a,_variety of tribes, The
most of them, however; being Kaffirs,
Zulus: and Sommollies who, by the
things I have been told by many of
them,»are not particularly afraid of
the whites, but rather seem to have a
keen conception of the value and im-
portance of time. Absolutely no re-
gard s pald to the rights of the natives,
and it I8 a common thing to. see a
family of man and wife, many of
them with no children, who, had they
remained in Amsterdam or London,
may not have had the second meal,
‘possessing from three to nineteen ser-
vants. In one case that was shown to
me by ‘my Zulu friend, & bachelor hod
no less than six maids, all girls from
16 to 18 years old. - While-this is true,
if a white female is seen with a native
male, I was ‘told, such female {s sent
to prigon for a term of one year and
is deported to her native homie at the
end of that term, while the native male
is condemned to death and hanged.
I ha.ve one life to live-and I am going
to let my people know the truth a.s I
know it, while I am lving it.

We have had and we still have,
many kinds of leaders, for when we
use the word leader we use it in dif-
ferent senses, Sometimes by leaders
we simply mean the people who hap-
pen to be walking in froni. If we¢
should all' rise and start to the door,
someone must be in the lead and we
might call that person a leader. Bomeo
of the leadeis of our race are leaders
in the sense that they are older than
others perhaps, and so they have feit
they are leaders. And then we have
the group of leaders that have been
chosen for us; other people consider
them the. wisest ones among us and
&0 they calli them the leaders. And
then we have just one leader such as
the one whom I am going to talk to
you about, tongiht—Marcus Garvey.

Garvey the Reel Negro Leader

I frequently go ‘to the office of the
Unliversal Negro Improvement Asso-
ciatlon and I notice that in the office
Mr, Garvey is usually ‘referred 10
riot in his presence naturally—as the
chief, We always nickname people
that we work for.

Why,Did Marcus Gervey.Go to Prison?

I ask myself and a number of peo-
ple ask—why did Marcus Garvey go to
prison? It seems almost absurd that
he had to go to prison. He did not
have to go to prison. He knew he was
going to be convwled, he was almost
sure of it, because he understood what
would h.mpen to the movement. He
had plenty of chances to escape. The
neople who had put.up the ball for
Mr, Garvey would have bean willing
to lose 'it, or the people here In le;
erty ' Hall -would .have been able to
rajse it and pay it buck to them, if
he had.considered it wisest to leave
this "city, and it would not have af-
fected the Univeisal Negro Improve-
ment Associgtion. With headquarters
somewhere else. it would have pro-
ceeded just the same.

I ask myself, therefore, why did. Mr.
Gurvey instead of going to Canada or
some place else, prefer to go to jail?
I came to the conclusion that he
realized the responsibility that was
upon him as the leader of this great
movement, because he thought it
would be an undignified thing to run
away like a thief from an organiza-
tion that he had always said he would
give his life for. Fle felt that onc
of the best things he could do was to
illustrate hig willingness to make even
greatler sacrifice by making this smaller
sacrifice.

Many: acchigutions have been made
against Mr. Garvey's principles, Some
have sald that he taught the Negro to
belleve ‘he was infertor. It seems so
foolish to say that this erganization
that stands for the development of the

{"Negro+in every line should teach the

Megro that he Is inferfor. An organ-
ization which trains our men to walk
upright, to carry themselves as men,
and our women to stand bravely by
their side with their heads up, and
training. our people tou believe them-
selves equal to anyvone, can he ac-
citsed of believeiny the Negro inferior.
The reason for that misunderstand-
fng is that My, Garvey recognized the
difference between pctential equality
and actual equality. The fact that My,
Garvey is in jail shows that the Negro
is not the equal of the white man actu-
ally, however much his equi]l he wmay
hé potentially. 1Uf you have not an
opportunity to do a-thing, no matter
How well you can Jdo it. you.cannot do
it And it wus to sl'o'v the Negro that
he had to make these opportunities
befme he could really hL the equal of
o(‘lu people that Mr. N Garvey at-
tempted, and that is why they made
the mistake of suying he preuached the
doetrine of inferiority. It was noth-
ing of the kind.

The Character of Marcus Garvey

It has been said that My, Garvey
would -not take advice: that he -wus
an egotist: thut lte belleved " himself
supreme. If -you were going to build
a bousge you would go for advice to a
man who had made plans for houses,
and who has built houses and who is
recognized as an authority on house
building, If you are going to .teach
you study -under people who have
taught and learn their methods of
doing it. If you want to learn to play
the piano you go to a plano teacher
that can play, and one that everyone
knows can play and ask her to teach
you. To whom then could Mr, Garvey
have turned .for advice in -the man-
agement of this assaciation? Could
he turp to leaders who had failed to
run thefr own organizations success-
fully? Was it necessary for him then
to look to tliose people who had fatled
in their own line and ask them' what
they thought u#s to what he should
do to carry out his iten?

Most of these men who have criti-
clzed' Mr. Garvey aré men who have
been dismissed from ‘the Universal
Negro Improvement Assoclation be-
gausé they falled to givé satisfaction,
and ke disgruntled ex-employees they

tore the people in such a light that
people wouly believe that Mr. Garvey
was’ slnply bulls headed and that you
couldn't tell -him anything, and be-
cauge of hiz rismanagement the asso-
ol.n.ion was faillng,

Gar: ey Not Feultleee

Now, Mr, Garvey 18 human; all hu-
man beings have faults; no man is
perfect.’ Mr. Garvey has made count-
less mistakes of which [ perhaps’do not
know. IEveryone of us have made hun-
dreds and thousands of mistakes in the
management of our livesy we may not
have known what they are, but other
people could tell us about them. But
have the mistakes he has made over-
balunced the good we have received
from the right things he has done?
Has the fuct that he made mistakes
counteracted the fact that he has given
us the greatest movement and the
strongest idea for the development and’]
preservation .of this race that has ever
been givn to us? I do:not think so.

Another thing that has been sald
against the assoclation is the fact
that only the fgnorant join the asso-
ciation. The strongest way to contra-
dict that is not only by believing that
we are not ignorant and not only to
belleve in the association in your
hearts,*but confess it with our mouths.
In that respect, I think many of us
who are a little bashful, when we are
among our friends ‘who disapprove
of the Universal Negro Improvement
Assoclation we keep sllent when we
should speak. To do that would give
tmpetus to the organizatlon and it
shouid be done now.

Garvey and the U, N. 1. A, Inseparable

That, I think, is
vindieation of Mr, Garvey's judgment

A campaign to defeat in the U, 8.
Senate the House bill “opening wide
the doors to deportation of aliens" was
announced yesterday by the American
Civil Liberties Union on behalf of a
number of immigration socleties, trade
unions and liberal groups. The bill,
H. R. 11796, which passed the House
last weelk, is pending before the Senate
Immigration Committee. Howard B.
Gill, Washington representative of the
Civil Liberties Unlon, has filed a for-
mal request for a public hearing.

The bill changes the present de-
porintion law to allow ihe Department
of Labor to deport for cause any alien
“at any time alter entering the United
States” instead of within three to five
vears, as at present. [t also appiies
to all aliens 1n the United States when-
ever they may have arrived, instead of
to aliens arfiving after the passage of
the act.

The following statement wus Issued
by the Civil Liberties Union after
exanination of the bill by attorneys
tamilinr with Iaws affecting aliens:
“The dangers of this bill are incal-
culable, It is. not part of a general
fmmigration LI, It does not deul with
quotas Or other regulations for the ad-
mission of aliens. It deals solely and
specificudly with the expulsion of uliens
who are already In thig country, no

None “can feel secure with these pro-
visions in force. Any alien convicted
of an offense for whicth he Is sen-
tenced to imprisonment for a term of
one yeir or nore is liable to deporta-
tlon, instead of as at present those
convicted of an offense involving moral
turpitude committed within five years
after entry. The courts frequently con-
vict innocent persons, especlally so
when they are aliens. Allens frequent-
ly met one year sentvnces for very
slight offenses. Two small penalties
amounting together to 18 months also
are grounds for deportation, This bitl
violates the constitutional provision
against an ex-post facto application of
a law, It mnkes deportation retroac-
tive on alieng who have heen here long
before the drafting of Lhe bill.

“A number of minor changes Include
vague and general phrases which will

cretion, One such secifon evidently is
intended to shift upon the alien the
burden of proving the right to remain
in this country This would reverse
the ordinary presumption of innocence
until guilt is provéd. It also would
subject to deportniton any allen ‘who
harbors another allen liable to de-
portation,’ whether or not he knows
hie is lUnble.”

The Civil Liberties Union has cir-
cularized societies Inteérested in aliéns,
wade unlons and civil organizations
calling attention to the bill and asking
for tnited efforts In defeating it.
“There is no good feature in the bill
and no need of its passage,” according
lo the Unfon. Reference Is made (v the
minority report of House Immigration
Committee by Congressmen Sabath
and Dickstein, condemning the bill al-
together.

“FOR NEGRO. WELFARE

ATLANTA. Ga., Feb.—~What provl-
sion should a fair-minded community
made for its colored population?. In
the effort to answer that question, the
staff of the Commission on Inter-raciel
Co-operation, in session here, has
formulated the following as a sugges-
tive. minimum standard of community
provision for Negro welfare as to
schools, health, economic Improvement
and public welfare institutions.

Equitable distribution of school
funds, both for maintenance and build-
ings; Jeanes Fund supervising teacher
for colored schools of the county;

4 erection of at least one Rosenwald

school a year until the needs are met;
erection and maintenance of a Central
trulnlng school; colored parent teacher
assoclation which receives the co-
operation’ of the white assoclation;

quate hospital facilities; colored farm
and home demonstration agents;
proper provision for Negroes in jalls,
almshouses and juvenile detentlon
homes; juvenile probation officer or
advisory committee; humane and just
administration of the law, without dis-
crimination ag {o race.

So I sat down and wrote
the following letter to the editor of
the New York Times:

To the Editor of the New York. Times:
Siri—In the lssue of the New, York
Timeés of March 4, you asik* this ques-
tion: *“For how many Negroes does
he speak"'

This was in reference to “the great
numbers of telegrams reaching the
Associated Press office in Washing-
ton, telling of large and enthusiastic
meetings of Negroes in many parts of
the country, at all of which resolu-
tions have been passed, demanding
clemency for Marcus Garvey now in
Atlanta. Penitentiary.” .

You state in this editorial that the
more intelligent members of that race
cannot be taking any, part in such
meetings if really held! May I inform
you that the meetings were really held,
and that at these meetings were pres-
ent not only intelligent I\egwes. but
also those of the more lowly and un-
intelligent clasg. I was present at the
New York meeting, when 5,000 Negroes
assembled, unanimously sent ome of
the telegrams to President Coolidge.
At the same time Negroes assembled
at the meeting places of the Unriversal
Negro Improvement Assoclation In
different parts of the United States,
and did the same thing as at the New
York meeting. .

This demonstrates the perfect and
extensive organization of which Mar-
cus Garvey is the head.

Undoubtedly there must- be some
urge, which I belleve is splrltual in
nature, which brings so many Negroes
together, and in the face of persecu-

tenaciously . cling to tho program .ot
the  ‘Organization and fts leader,

This 18 a new phage of Negro race
development which I.belleve the white
people . have nat yet, "sensed, and
causes white people’ to say and write
as you did that Marcus Garvey “has
a conslderable command of ‘words, but
nothing to say.” ~

You have ‘not detected as yet what
Negroes in large numbers are thinking
and gtriving for, and thus you cannot
understand or appreciate the motive
and the program of the extensive or-
ganization of which Marcus Garvey
leads. Your point of view (as a white
man) is quite different to that of a
large mass of Negroes both in Amer-
jca and abroad. What appears to you
“grotesque, half ridiculous, and ‘half
pathetic” to thousands, yes millions
of 'Negrdes, appears magnificent,
lofty and gensible,

- You write that these “Garveyites can

assemble big crowds, all cheering him
and his crazy schemes for a black em-
yifre In Africa with himself*as its em-
peror and dictator.” You are partly
right and partly wrong. Millions of
Negroes do not believe this “black Em-
pire In Africa” to be & crazy scheme;
neither does Sir Harry Johnson, whg,
in a_recent article, stated that “the
section of Africa south of the Sahara
Desert will ultimately be controtied and
ruled by black people. "
Now, as to Marcus Garvey -being
the emperor and dictator, you are mis-
informed. The -whole program. of the
organization Is for racial coheslon on
a definite purpose; that of 2 homeland
in Africa, with those -cultural and
spiritual characteristics peculiar to the
black man. It is the -urge of the “New
Negro.” It does not call for Marcus
Garvey as emperor or dictator.

Y have.read tite constitution, the pro-
gram' and aims of the organization,
and. I believe I gm capable of under-
standing so simple and logical a plan.
It does not call for the wholesale mi-
glatlon of '\egroes ‘to Africa, but for
their help, financially, morally and ed-
ucatidnalily, in the Lonsummaﬂon of
thig -homeland in “Africa,, Is this a
crazy scheme?

He someétimes finds
employmeént in the homes of whitesmen high up in the public life of
their country. lde sees all; hears all; and says nothing. When he
returns to his own country filled with the information he sought,
then he speaks short and few words for the benehit of the land of
his birth and, his race.

Have they run away tnto
tesching, factory and office woirk only
to g0 back 1b the home with a, college
degree to lend more dignity to cooking
and washing? Wl women of the fu-
ture who take degrees In domestic scl-
ence be rafsed higher académically
than women who specialize in higher
mathematics? ,

Dr. Rudolph M. Binder, professor of

sotclology at Néw York Unlyorslty, says
yes to all the foregoing quostions in an
intervie® in the Providence Journal.
- “The large number of courses in do-
mestic sclence given not only in gram-
mar and high schools, but also in col-
leges is afd indlcation that sociely is
not yet ready fot co-operatlve house-
kéeplng,” Dr. Binder said. “Neither is
it ready to have all the work instde the
homie done by experty while the mik-
tress earns her own and the expeérts'
salaty in some other field. This s not
only as it should be, bt as it ought to
he for an indefinite period in the Iu-
ture.

“The home,” Dr. Binder continued,
“is increasingly recognized ad the foun-
dation of socioty. Fifty or sixly years
ago people may have spoken glibly
about its place being taken by various
extraneous agencies. At that time so-
ciology was shll in its Infancy and
1little was known about the actual im-
portance of the home for soci¥8ly.

“it was comparatively easy at- that
time 1o say that children could be
brought up in institutions, that cook-
ing could be done co-operutively and
that familles might live in caravan-
serlés where experts of one kind and
ariother should do the work."”

‘A closor study of the famlly has
shown that no agency can take its
place, according to Dr. Bindér, because
no other institution can meet the de-
mands on the part of every individual
that the famil® provides. These de-
mands, he pointed out, are of the ut-
must importance in the development
of the highest type of manhood and
womanhood.

“There 18 no doubt that children In
orphanages are rearsd more scientif-
focally, In respect to menls, regularity
of habits and general order of life.
Nevertheless, .experience has .shown,

“that such children mrely dovelop any

initiative, simply because their rule of
life {s always to {all in line wiith some-
body else. The problem is, conse-
quently, not how, to increase regimen-
tation of life, but how to decrease it. .

“This means that homes must bp’

more sclentifically managed by women
who have studied home making, In
institutions ,the principles of domestie
sclence are observed, but in the homeé
the application of sclénce ryust become
an art, Science must become individ-
ualized {s fit thé needs of an individual
family, The old-fashioned homé had
this art, but no sclence.

“The new home will have both sci-
ence and art, with increasing siress
on better health and finer' physique
as the basis of a finer type of manhood
4nd womanhood. Cooking, for instance,
and other phases of domestic science
will play a greater role in the future
home. .

“Jor this purpose we must have
women who haVe sciehtific training in
home meking, cooking, cleanliness, care
and feeding of childrén and other mat-
ters. The hdme, béing the foundation
of society, in that it provides finer men
and women, will attract women of
parts as well as of tralnmg

“This is righlly so” concluded Dx
Binder, “beciuse ultimately soclety ex-
ists not for the creation of individual
wealth, but for the creation of men and
women of the highest type. This at
least,is thé opinion of Selma Lagerlof,
one of the most emnncipated of modein’
women.”

Has Gained International Reputahon in Research
Work and as an Author—Naturally a Student
and Teacher of Great Power

BY KELLY MILLER

The Negro College was founded and
fostered by philanthropy, whose chief
concern was to develop an educated
leadership for race reclamaltith and up~
lift. The man of one talent and the
man of five talents, alike, were im=
pressed Into the service of humanity
at the point of greatesi need. Spe-
cial aptitudes and endowments were
devoted to the common ideal. Gleams
or glints of genius or high talent were
acclaimed as proof of the Negro's
mental endowmentand as justification
for ‘provision for his improvement
It is generally conceded that the Negro
has great emotional capacity and gift
of memory. He may be expected to
excel in music, poetry and belles
lettres, which rest uposn memary, emo-
tion and imagination. But he is deemed
mediocre or deficient in the domain
of the solid understanding, He has
not been expected to excel in logical
faculty and thoe power of abstract
reagsoning. The fullest relutation of
this prejudice is found in the United
States Patent Office, which contains
several thousand discoveries and in-
ventlons as evidence of Negro ingenu-
ity and creative genius, It has been
only recently that the Negro student's
attention has been directed to the
pursuit of science and abstract thought
as a matter of serious study. Our best
colleges are now establishing chairs
in astronomy, physies, chemistry, bio-
logy and the social sciences. Colored
men are now qualifying to fll these
chairs according to the rigid require-
ments of the collegiate world. Quite
a number are now filling such chairs
with intelligence and effciency. A
number of colored students are now
pursuing gradualing courses in the
several branches of science, with the
doclorate In view as the highest ap-
proved stamp of academic approval
In a few instances fhey lhave more
than met the minimum requirements
of these 'scientific chairs, but: have
shown indications of capacity for re-
search calculuted to extend the bound-
aries of knowledge.

Jdded to the vocabulary of college
teaching. Roughly speaking, the
function of the small college is to
teach rather than to investigate; while
the function of the university ls to
investigale rather than to teach,
There is at present no Negro university
in the sense of the investigative func-
tion. Notwithstanding this limitation,
several Negro teachers have shown the
amblition to launch out upon the higher
ways of investigation. Genius cannot
he restrained by institutional limita-
tions. Aany of the illustrious mames
in the annals of science have not only
come (rom the small college, but ha e
fallen wholly without the limits of
college walls,

Amoug the colored men who have
gained distinction in scientific pur-
suits might be mentioned the late Dr.
Charles H. Turner of the Summer
High School of $t, Louis, whose re-
searches on the instincts of the ant
and the bec gave him a national and,
indeed, an international reputation
among biologists. . Professor (eorge
W, Carver of Tuskegee Institute hus
recorded to his credit a number of
discoveries and inventions in biology
and chemistry resulting in several
valuable economic products. His in-
genuity and intellectual resource are
widely recognized and extolled. Others
are doing worth while work -of credit
and promise.

Dr. Just is co-author with Dr.
Lillle, head:. of the Department of
Zoology In the Universily of Chicago,
of the section of Fertilization, in thé
treatise on Citology edited by Dr. E.
V. Cowdry of the Rockefeller Insti-
tute. This recogmition shows he has
been requested by a group of German
sclentists to prepare a monograph on
the Physlology of Fertilization in a
series -of monographg covering -the
biology of cellular structure. 'Chis
serfes contain the last known word of
blological knowledge. His selection
{from among all of the biologists of
the world shows that he has won an
international reputation in the special
field updn which he has focussed his
attention,

The fleld of Dr. Just's researchis
limited to the question of fertilazation
upon which great emphasis ig Inid by
all scientists in quest of uliimate vital
knowledge. It is generally conceded
that Dr, Just pushed the line of inquiry
as far, and in soma respects farther,
than any other investigator in America
on Burepe. To stand with those at the
top in any department of knowledge
is a great distinction, indeed.

Dr, Just possesses the elemental
qualities of intellectual supeciority, He
is natural, simple and unostentatious.
His distinction has in no degree
affected his poise or swollen his self-
conceit. He has a becoming meagure
of Newtonian modesty. He vaunteth
uot himself, on account of his accom-
plishments, and is not puffed up. 'This
modesty is all the wmoré remarkalie
because any member of a backward
group who gets far ahoad of his fel-
lows ig prone to glory in the unique-
ness of his distiiiction. A one-cyed
man among the blind is usually re-
garded as a marvel for his feals of
sight. But Dr, Just wears his dis-

preciation.

Those of ueg who know Dr, Just
intimately are convinced that hé is not
merely a narrow specialist confined to
the diameter of the augur hole of his
investigation, but feel that he possess-
es a universal ‘mind that would reach
distinetlon in any fleld to which it
devoted its energies. He possesses g
creative imagination so essention to
success in any fleld of inquiry. o
his colleagues at Howard University
his insight into ordinary affairs seems
at times almost uncanny.

Dr. Just has a doep sense of rgcial
responsibility and duty., e believes
in the possibilities of the Negro with
an unlhmited and unshakable belief.
Although his special field of research
Is us far removed, as one can think,
trom the domain of racial welfare,
Yet he never allows himself to be de-
ceived or curried too far from the bBasic

SHOULD BE OBSERVED

Plenty of Fresh Air in
Sleeping. Rooms Neces-
sary and Plenty of Sleep
and Wholesome Food

* Will ‘Help
To the Editor of The Negro World:
One evidence of the marked advance
in public interest respecting tlfe battle

against tuberculosis that is being so
actively fought in this city is the
noteworthy fact that we are being in-
creasingly requested, day by day, to
give information not only as to how
to deal with this needless disease but
also how to prevent it. To meet this
most encouraging demand-—since pre-
ventlon is always so much better than
cure—and in the general interest of
public health in this city, we have
prepared the following, compressed
into the shortest possible compass:

- 1, Fresh air—Don't work or sleep in
rooms where there is-no fresh air. Al-
ways have at least one window open
in your bedroom. The window should
be open at the top as well as at the
bottom. Deon’t be afraid of night air.
It won't hurt you.. It's good. If pbs-
sible, walk in the open air every day.
Never ride if you can walk. Open the
doors and- windows of your room sev-
eral times a day, and let the stale air
blow out and the fresh air come In.

2. Food—Eat wholesome and nour-
{shing food—well cooked, good variety.
Green vegetables are excellent. Eat
slowly and chew well. Don't eat be-
tween meals. Drink water and milk
freely.

3. Clothing-~See that it s suitable
to the season. Everybody understands
what that means. Your tody is a
‘precious thing. Protect it from heat,
cold, wet, Don't take cold.

4, Cleanliness—Take a warm bath,
with soap, at least once a week, and
a daily shower if possible, Wash your
hands thoroughly before each' meal
Brush your teeth twice a day—in the
morning and.before going to bed,

8. Got plenty of sleep. Take some
time to rest during the day also. When

‘you get home from wérk, rest, it only

a fow minutes, before, eating the eve-
ning meal. If you have a cough or
cold that “hangs on” go to a doctor
or to the nearest tuherculosla clinlc
for examination.

6. Watch your health.—It is good to
get woll, but it is far better to keep
well. Have your doctor eéxamine you
at least once a year, no mntter how
well you feel. f

AMERICA NO LONGER
SERVES AS MELTING POT

Immigration =~ Restrictions
 Have Left to Assimilate
the Race Types We Have
Already ' Received Into
" the National Body

—_— ,
“Making the Melting Pot Melt" was
the subject discussed Sunday-evening
before 600 Massachusetts people at the
Brookline Forum meeting, significantly,
at “Coolidge Corner,” in the Beacon
Auditorium, Brookline, Mass, by
Charles Frederick Weller, founder and
executive of the League of Neighbors
of Elizabeth, New Jersey, which, in
co-operation with the Unlon of East
and West, i{s extending its work to
Boston, New York and other cities.

“The immigration law which went
into effect last July,” said Mr. Weller,
“has very largely stopped the putting
of new human material into our boast-
ed melting pot., In 1914, the last year
of normal immigration, 1,214,480 were
admitted; this year, 1924-25, only 164,-
667 are admissable. East Indlans
(whom Tagore and Gandhi are teach-
ing us to appreciate) are excluded en-
tirely, as are the Chinese and Japanese.
TFrom each of forty countries only 100
people can come to us annually, These
forty countries include Finland (which
the world's fastest runner is now mak-
ing known to us), Greece (of which
Homer was the ancient Will Rogers)
and Palestine (whence our Christian-
ity came). ) l

“The biggest quota allowance of all
is from Germany, 51,227. 'What that
means, humanly, Mrs. Weller and I
learned in Berlin last August, where
we selected a baby for adoption by
Mrs. Weller's brother, an American
university professor. Highteen months
or more it would have taken to get
that German baby into Americd. An-
other Berlin baby, because horn in
Russia, would be 21 years old before
admissable, even as an adopted Amer-
ican. )

“From Spain we tried to bring three
little children to their father, mother
and elder brother, who have lived for
four ‘years in ilizabeth, N. J. They
cannot get in for years, if ever,

“From the whole central section of
Spain  around ' Madrid,, where 400
would-be immigrants have been ap-
proved by the American consulate,
only eight can be admifted annually,”

Mr, Weller asked for help in moving
President Coolidge and Con'gress to
humanize the present law by admitting
outside of quota limitations the chil-
dren and wives (“and I would add
the parents”) of foreigners who have
lived worthily in the United States.
He praised the new system by which
the American Consul nearest to an
applicant’s home determines whether
he can be admitted. “That admirable
method ought to be used,” urged .Mr.
Weller, “to restrict immigration—not
as now on the basis of ignorant,
shameful prejudice against all non-
Nordics, but by defining the standards
to which would-be immigrants must
conform to be acceptable, letting any
individual win admission on his
merits. '

“The failure of the American melt-
ing pot to melt satisfactorily, is not
due to the supposedly excessive nums-
ber of immigrants nor to their non-
Nordic origins,” said Mr. Weller. “In-
stead, it is due to the wrong. spirit
which - now dominates America. The
basic troubl‘e is the prejudiced, un-
democratic and inhuman consciousness
which is expressed, developed,
strerigthened by the present linmigra-

or twice yearly,

“Can such a spirit make the melting
pot melt?” asked Mr, Weller.

“Immigrants create more jobs than
they occupy, more opportunities than
they fill. 'Possessed of all the normal
human hungers, . they rapldly raise
their standards of life and are quite as
eager as others are to demand the
highest wages and the best advantages
available in any line. They offer Amer-
ica tho best possible means of keeping
our country young, progressive, pros-
perous,”

“How can the melting pot be made to
melt? Only by developing a new
worldwide human unity in the spiritual
fundamentals.”

“How can such a consciogusness be
created? Only in individual minds and
hearts.. Who shall make the melting
pot melt? . You and I,’average ordinary
folks. To Amerleanize the foreigner
as Americanization is now all too com-
monly understood, is, too often, to in-
jure, harden and debase the foreigner;
to. make him an unidealistic money
grabber, and thus to harm America
and the world. Instead, the real need
is to internationalize the American
spirit.
