Have Rough Experiences
in . Arabia and South
Africa, Where - Whites
Draw Color Line

Permit me space to continue relat-
ing my experience 'in the black man's
country, Afrlce;

Aden, Arabla, 18 a good place for
Arabs, but not for Englishmen. It is

‘| situated on the Red Sea and, like the

rest of Africa, possesses untold natu-
ral resources,

H, M. 8, Trent, fleet messenger boat
No. 14, steamed Into the Gulf of Aden
on or about May 28, 1915, for food
and coal, To see a picture of the nude
African In his native home and to read
the things said of him by our white
friends, the missionaries, is one thing,
but to seé the nude white man In the
home of the Africans is yet another.
The temperature was 128 degrees in
the shade and the only question that
was asked on board was “When are we
puiling out of this hole?" These men
who were rosy Caucasians or Nordics
Just a few days ago were 10w, red men.
The Arabs, Jooklng healthy, ‘merry and
as hrave as they are, were going here
and there without paying any attén-.

but the Nordics were all swearing, per—
spiving and even dying. During the
four days we spent in Arabla, we
buried many Nordics who died of sun-
strolte asa result of the terrific heat.
In spite of the fact they did not wear
even as much clothes as some of the
native Arabs wore,

After the death of Hardy there wero
nine of us Western Negroes left on
board and every one of us proved him-
self Arablans, as far as the tempera-
ture was concerned.

At this tlme a report was received |
that the German-cruiser Koningsbers
was-raising)cane- inz the Indlan-Ocean,
where 1t had bombarded Bombay, In-
dia, setting two oil ta.nks afire. The
Wast African fleet was scattered over
the Indian Ocean in an attempt to trap
the Koningsberg, but, as usual, she
made her escape and forced herself ten
miles .up- the Rufugie River at Dar-gs-.
Salaam, then German East Afrioa.

A tramp steamer of 6,000 tons was
then sunk at the entrance of the river,
malking it imposalble for the Xonings-
berg to put out at night. The entire
fleet was then concentrated in Gibral-
tar, where the monitors Severn and
Mersey, with six-inch guns, were con-
ditioned for action.

June 19, 1915, the flest left Zanzibar
and proceeded to Dar-es-Salaam, ar=
riving there at 4 a. m. the following
day.

_ The two monitors were sent into the
river to proceed as far-.as they could
go to open action on the Koningsborg. |.
They got about a mile up, but were
brought to a standstill by native rifie
fire from both sides of the river. The
Koningsberg then opened fire on the
monitors from a range of nine miles,
and the fighting continued until 11
a. nm, when the Konlgsberg ceased fir-
ing.

WHAT IT COSTSTO
KEEP THE NEGRO DOWN

DAYTONA, Fla, Feb. 23-—~The Soulh
has definitely committed itself to the
task of keeping the Negro in his place.
That place, by all uccepted teaching
and bellef is and must be for~uil time
an-inferior one, Bvery now and then
we are brought fade to fuce with the
trenwnd(nm cost of keeping alive this
illnsion so deur to the heavlt ol the
Bourbon South. By some figures re-
cently publlshed we learn that two-
thirds of Florida's prison population is
Negro. Of the 2477 prisonérs in the
counly prison came, State i)l'lson firm
and State prison road camps in llor-
fda, 1,082 are Negroes and 675 arc
white. .
By these figures there hungs muany
a tale. To the superiicinl observer
they prove exactly what the average
white Florldian and white Southerner
desires to estublish: That the Negro
is naturally trifling, dishonest, low and
viclous. "To the deeper student of so-
cial conditions they tell in no mistak-
ible terms who peys for keeping the
“nigger” In hig place. If we grant that
the whites, with their superior educo-
tional, recreational, housing and eco-
nomie advantages are superior to the
Negro, were he Negro given similar
advantages, his quota In the prison
population would be cut in half and
tifty percent of the tremendous cosl of
maintaining the State's penal institu-
tions could be diverted into more con-
strustive channels for the public good.”
A large percentage of the Negroes in
Florida's penal instilutions are there
today because of injustice, discrimina-
tion in the courts and inability to se-
cure proper legal ald, They come out

hardened, brutalized, hating the so-
ciety at whose bunds they have suf-
fered. They mingle in thelr com-

munity and gpread the disense of bif.-
terness among hundreds of others. To
keep them inferior they must be hud-
dlerdl in segregated ghetloes without
drainage, Jight, pavementy or modern
sanitary convenlences. ‘They must be
denied justice and the right"to make a
decent living. . They must be insulted
and bullied and mobbed, discriminated
aguinst in public places and denied ac-
cess to parks and recreational centers.

Apart from {ts formal endorsement
of Egyptian independence, My, Cham-
berlain's speech yesterday, in so far
as he dealt with the question of Egypt,
seelns to us a singularly unconvinelng
and unfortunate deliverance, Manl-
festly his argument that “the presont
Egyptian Gove}'mneill" is In friendly
velatlons with this country, and that
thereforo an amlicable settlement. “to
the satisfaction of both sldes” may
be reasonably anticipated without outs
side interference, rests on the assump-
tion that the present Egyptian Govern-
ment represents the ligyptlan people.
We have no desire to make the present
difficult sitvatlon more difficult; but
1t will not be made easler by flagrant
pretence, and thls assumption is a fla-
grant pretence. There is no evidence
at dll to show that the present Egyptian
Government represents the Egyptlan
people; the overwhelming evldence is
all the other way. A simllar unreality
pervades the whole of Mr, Chamber-
lain's remarks.

The preten-
tions of Jesus to the orthodox mingd
of his day were the acme of absurdity,
In the futlle attempt to promwte his
objective, Marcus Garvey, willy nilly,
ran athwart the exactions of the law.

Mot reformers think that their re-
formas transcend the law and justify
its transgression. They, therefore,
have no right to complain if they feel
the law's restraining hand. Indeed,
Gandh! frankly informed his persecu-
tors that in legal consistemcy, they
were compelled to sentence him to
prison.

But jt is Indeed humillating to the
Negro race to see the most widely dis-
cyssed. and famois among its mem-

‘bers in handouffs on the way to.o

felon's prison. Any Negro, Who can
take satisfaction at this epectacle
ought .to be congratulated upon. his
capacity {dr enjoyment.

Sniffling! Barking! 8neezing!
Whispering! Handkerchlefs so much
in evidenco! Frowns at those
who have no handkerchiefs! Lost
voices and found germs!
If there are about 871,652 people In
Harlem, I believe we might almost
say that 800,000 seem to have colds.
Bverywhere we turn we sde evidence
of the common cold; the dangerous
common cold, miserable menacing, un-
néceasary common cold!
What causges colds? Germs? How
do we get them? .-From people who
carry them about and gpread them
around. in. the usual fashion of spregd-
ing the secretions of the nose and
thggat! . Wy do,we break dowa with
running.  noses,

thing we should not do. Jt may be that
we have bpen entertaining guests and
to show off our- theatres and our in-
teresting city, we have been working
days and—working nights. " Rest has
gone down for the count of ten.

We have been sitting in stone offices
where everything is as cold as the
stone itself. Chllled through! One
cannot sit in a fur coat and do any
work.

DESCRIBED BY- A MASTER

Great Changes in the Mak-
ing of Newspapers Pos-
sible in the Near Future
—Puts Conscience First
—The News and Opinion
Should Be Accurate

——

The functions of a newspaper and
the men who make it were explained
recently to students of the Pulitzer
School of Journallsm at Columbla
University by Adolph 8. Ochs, pub-
lisher of the New York Times. He
was introduced by President Nicholas
Murray Butler. )

Mr. Ochs émphasized that the world
is entering an era of {nvention which
may profoundly Influence the news-
papers printed today.

“I have heard that a great corpora-
tlon,” he said, “is In possession of in-
ventions (which lave been demon-
atrated to be practical for general use)
of so startling and epoch-making &
churacter that the managers of the
company stand aghast in contegmla-
iion of tho vast scrapping of exlsting
machinery that must follow their in-
trodudtion to general use. 4

Portable Telephones Possible

“It does not, vequire much stretch
of imagination,” Mr. Ochs declared,
“to expect that reportérs will In
the near future cariy some kind of
portable wireless télephone, and thus
keep in touch with thélr offices.”

The first virtue of a reporter, Mr,
Ochs sald, is conscientiousness, and
warned his listeners againgt jnaccu-
racy, prejudice and callousness.

Copy editors and make-up men, he
declared, are the most useful men on
a newspaper. A copyreader should be
a “news digester.”

In chooe;ng p‘oult.ry and game, regard
must be had to: (1) Age, (2) fresh-
ness, (3) shapé and conditlon, 4) colo_r
ot skin and legs.
Ags in fowls dan be told by the legs
and feet, and In some degrees by the
comb, though thls differs much with
different breeds.
In young birds the legs and feet are
smooth and the scales overlep ut
slightly, while the epurs of males under
a year old appear only a8 scaly knobs.:
Then after the first year the legs begin
to look rough and, in the black-legged
varieties, become of a grayish tint,
The comb and watties of a young
towl will be comparatively small and
close sitting.
Neither fowls nor turkeys should
ever be anything approaching io oveér-
hufg, and any with the least-tinge of
green in the flesh should be rejected.
When fresh and in good condition, the
skin should look clear and unwrinkled
and the flesh firm and plump.
In color the skin and legs vary much
with the breed.. White skins are con-
sidered’ bést for beiling, whilé yellow
ones ‘will do well enough for roasting.
