Paterson, N. )., Policemen,
Scared or Callous, Surround
Retreat of Wanted Negro and
Shoot Him to Death—Aggres-
sion Alleged

The following report of the killing

of a Negro in Paterson, N.
wanfed by the polive, is culled from
the New York Times:

PATERSON, N. J, Feb. 6.—Arthur
Burin, a 40-year-old Negro, known as
“Catfish” Bunn, was shot and killed
today by police, who besieged him in
an old house at 54 Bensun street,

Bunn, who was wanted for shoot-
ing Mrs. Litllan Davis, 4 Negress, in
Mahwah, N. J, last Thursday, had
boasted that he would never be taken
alive. He tried to shoot his way to
freedom today, but a bullet fired at
random struck him in the head,

Bunn, who was a foundry worker,
had boarded at the home of Mrs, Davis
forr three years, Iie didn't like hep
hushand and he had felt quite free to
tell his landlady as much, the police
said. After Davis had left for work
last Thursday Bunn and Mrs, Davis
got Into an argument, Neighbors
heard angry voices, then the report of
a pistol.

When the police arvived Mrs. Davis
lay on the fluor badly wounded., Bunn
had disappeaved. The alarm went to
police stutions throughout the State,

A few minutes after midnight this
morning a mysterious telephone call
informad detectives at Paterson Head-
quarters that if they would gov to 654
Benson street they would find some
one they were looking for. Detectives
John Hermun and James Hrooks of
the Narcotic Squad and Reserve Offi-
cer Edward Modre went to the place.

The two detéctives went to the rear
of the buiidifig. " “Moore watched the
front door. an then cautiously

the darkness. X Jight in an Inner room
went out and.the policemen heard
some onhe moving about.

Moore returned five, directing a
stream of bullets through the wooden
panel of the door. Two more shots
rang out inside the house.

The police decided to wait for the
Negro to make the next move, They
stood outside the bullding, occasionally
flring through a door or window, and
calling to the fugitive to surrender,

Minutes passed. but there was no

pushed ovpen f
unlocked, and

further activity on the part of the
Negro.
At length the detectives entered,

With flashlights they 'n%t:dc out the
form of Bunn prone on the floor. An
ambulance from Paterson CGeneral
Hospital was called, but Bunn was
dead with a bullet in the temple. His
platol lay on the floor near by, All the
cartridges had heen discharged,

Incensed at. Failure

ATLANTA, Ga., Jan. 3]1.—~The Ex-
ecutive Committee of the Commission
on Interracial Co-operation, in called
sesslon at the Henry Grady Hotel yes-
terday, adopted resolutions strongly
commending the recent statement of
Governor John G. Richards, of South
Carolina, relative to the Aiken lynch-
ing., and calling upon the people of
South Carclina to support the Gov-
ernor in his expressed determination
to bring the perpetrators to justice if
within his power. The resolutions
call attention also to the lynching
record for 1926, and to the fact that in
only one of the thirly cases reported
have there been any convictions, and
appeal to the American people to put
an end to these conditions, The state-
ment of the Committee follows:

“We, the Executive Committee of
the Commission on Interracial Co-
operation, have noted with keen ap-
preciation the vigorous statement of
Giovernor John . Richards, of South
Carolina, relative to the Aiken lynch-
Ings, and especially his expressed de-
termination to bring the perpetrators
to justice, if within his power. We
call upon the people of South Carolina
to support Governor Richards to the
full in this laudable purpose,

“We would point out also the fact
that though thirty lynchings were re-
ported in the United States tn 1926, in
only one have any convictiony been
secured, while in most cases not even
an arrest hag been made,

“Such condltions constitute a g;'ave
indictment of our legal proceésses, our
civilization, and our Chrlstian pro-
fessions, which we as a people cannot
afford longer to endure. We, there-
fore, appeal to the jifstice, the chivalry
and the conscience of Ameriea, and
particularly of our own Southland, to
put an end to these cvondilions, once
for all. .

“Lynchings may be the art of smal)
and irresponsible groups, but the per-
sistent failure to apprehand and con-
vict the perpetrators lays the guilt
upen us all”

I have held several conferences
with Britain's diplomatic agent
and have come to the conclusion
that, although England's repre-
sentative is honest and smcere,
the British Foreign Office is util-
izing these conferences to gain
time to consummate her military
plans.

Although Britain is repre-
sented in the foreign press as
being sympathetically inclined to
our demands, I have not had one
definite  authoritative proposal
made to me by her accredited
political agent.

While Britain is varrying on an in-
tenslve newspaper campaign through
the news sources exclusively con-
trolled by her, to distort the events
that are going on in China, her For-
cign Office is making conclliatory dec-
larations to the world, which we have
leurned to distrust. .

“No Compromise”

Britain’s  foreign policy  toward
China is being dictated by a group of
Englishmen—eoncession holders. Bri-
taln may attempt to hold these con-
cessions and succeed in remaining in

our cities a little while jopger, but all
hér might cannot make us trade
with her.

I have never pledged China to any
“compromise agreement”’ with Great
Britain or any other nation.

China. demands the unconditional
surrender of all the forelgsn conces-
slons and the unconditional repudia-
tion of all the unequygl treaties.

Any negotiations carried on bétween
myself and foreign governments will
have to be based not on what the For-
eign Powers will concede to us, but on
how much we shall coneede to them.

Over a hundred years of experience
under the foréign yoke has tayght us
thgt nelther England nor any other
foréign power will ever voluntarily
glve back to ua what Is ours.

We no longer care for the generosity
or tho sympathy of the' foréigner.
Chipe has selected the method—the
method of force. We shgll dislodge
Britain and every other foreign power
from  every concogdion, by force of
grms. . We need the foreigner, not as
our maptérs, but as oyr equals, to trade
with us.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—The right
to exclude Negroes from participating
in Dentocratic primaries in Texas was
asserted by Attorney General Pollard
of that state in a brief filed today in
the Supreme Court, in a case brought
by L. A, Nixon.

Contending that primaries are not
clections within the meaning of the
Federal Constitution, the brief asserted
thatsthe right to inject one's self Into
the nominating primary of a political
party is not a right which can be en-
forced in the Federal courts.

Nixon was denied the right to vote
in a Democratic primary at El Paso,
under orders of the State Democratic
Executive Committee.

LIBERALS GAPTURE
NIGARAGUA CITY

U. S. Admiral States Marines
Will Not Ald Either Faction—

MANAGUA, Nicaragua, Feb. 66—
Liheral forces have captured Chinan-
dega, about sixty miles northwest of
Managua: A scout aviator brought
this report back to the capital to-
night. He sald the city was in flames.

Chinandega has a population of 10,-
000 and was at one time the tem-
porary capital of the three united
republics of Nicaragua, Honduras and
Salvador.

Among the buildings destroyed in
the captured city was the Command-
ant's house. Telegraphic communica-
tion {8 cut off and train service has
been held up by guards.

The Liberals carried out an attack
early this morning near Chichigalpa
and tn Chinandega City, which con-
tinued throughout the day. Reports
estimated the Liberals at 1,000, led by
Gen. Parajon.

Gan. Viquez, commandér of the
"onservatives, reported today to Presi-
dent Diaz he was surrounding the Lib-
erals with 4,000 men. Lee Mason, in
charge of the Conservative aviators,
and William Brooks in another plane
flew over the fighting area this eve-
ning. It was Brooks who reported that
the Liberals had occupied Chinandega.

EAVY FIGHTING

IN PORTUGUESE
REVOLT REPORTED

Rebels and Loyal Troops Bat-
tiing on River at Oporto, Cor-
respondent of London Paper
Says

LONDON, Feb. §.~—Heavy fighting
in Oporio, Portugal, is described in
dispatches from the Vigo (Spain) cor-
respondent of “The Daily Mail" The
insurgents, he says, completely con-
trot the narth bank of the Douro River,
the government ({roops lining the
southern bank. Machine gun fire is
continuous, with considerable artillery
engagement, and both sides are con-
centrating for a decisive action.

The 8th Cavalry Regiment made a
determined attempt yesterday (Satuar-
day) to force a passage of the Dom
Liuz Bridge into the revolutionary
camp, but was stopped by machine
gun fjre and captured. The casualties

have been numerouvs. and
buildings have been damaged by gun
fire.

interests.

Very few Negroes today are con-
scious of the qualities in the make-up
of a leader. Some seem to think that
a leader is a person clothed with ab-
solute power to rule as he pleases.
Some seem to think that a leader must
be graduated in all the classics of
present-day clvilization.

No one can deny that much suffer-
Ing would be avolded if leaders were
given absolute power; no one can deny
the benefits a cause would derive if
its leader could fathom the environ-
ment that sought the destruction of
the upholders of that cause; but these
are by no means the stamp by which
a leader can be tested. Any monkey
can, with a system controlled by guns
and money, force a people to move
against their desire. Any rascal can,
by mentalizing the philosophy of a
kant, put forth such epistles of affec-
tatlon to even fool a large group of
people for a time.

A leader is a person who, without
any thought of the power given by any
group or the courtesies In vogue in
any environment, acting as his or her
subconsciousness dictates, brings a
suffering mass to a consclousness
that their redemption depend on the
elevation of that cause. A leader's
mind {s always absolute—no thought
of the sacrifice of self can withhold
any, energy from the cause he or she
espouses. A leader is only mindful of
the power given by God through his
or her own subconaciqusness. A leader
is conscious of a cause, and not “edu-
cated” to it.

With 2all the qualities some may
have of leadership while supporting a
cpuse, there can only be oné leadér for
a cause hence a leader is primarily a
product of opportunity. It is the op-
portunity of stepping out against a
system of exploitation, hypoerisy,
graft, barriers of doubt and fear that
bégins the history of a leader. The
history of the sufferings of lcaders are
the gauge by which théy are always
worshipped--but only threugh poster-
ity.

Study the history of Jesus Christ
and you will ind the greatest of all
leaders. Seafth the Negro Race for a
leader——look neorth, look south, look
east, look west—there you can find but
one leader, the Hon. Matrcus Garvéy,
Cruéify him, of ye tyrants and trait-
ors, if you can and it you dare!

‘back to a morning, two ycars ago,
when the Hon. Marcus Garvey,
founder and president-general of
the Universal Negro Improve-
et Association, was hustied on
board a train and hurried to At-
anta Penitentiary to pay the pen-
alty for having stirred the ambi-
tion of the oppressed Negro and
aroused in him the desire for
nationhood.

Hon, Fred A. Toote, acting
president-general, occupied the
chair and recalled the epochal
event to the minds of his hearers.
The great leader, he said, was
suffering unjustly, and it was
time Negroes began askin them-
selves if they were going'to sit
down complacently and' allow
two more years to roll by and
find the greatest Negro in the
world still behind bars, placed
there merely because he had
trodden on the corns of those
who desired the exploitation of
Africa.

Strife was brewing in the
world today, Mr. Toote observed,
and any morning they might
awake to find that Negroes are
called upon to shoulder arms to
wage battle against other op-
pressed, but even as “Premature”
was the laconic reply made to the
application for Marcus Garvey’s
release a year ago, so the Negroes
of the world will send back the

answer “Premiature.”

A report of the addresses follows:
MR. CHARLES JAMES' ADDRESS

Mr, Charles James, 2nd vice-presi-
dent of the New York Local, spoke on
the subject, “Ye shall know the truth,

.and the truth shall make you free.”

“For hundreds of years,” he sald, “we
as a race of people have been nick-
named ‘The Negro.! 'We are not Ne-
groes, but Ethiopians by name; we
are Africans by birthright, But the
white man has seen fit to give us any
name that he thought would suit us
and help to make us slaves instead of
real men doing the things that should
be done to keep ourselves alive.

“For hundreds of years we have kept
in the background of progress becausc
we believed we were really inferior and
would not come together in one solid
hody to get for ourselves our country
from which we were torn—our mother-
land, Africa, The truth has been kept
back from us by the so-called dis-
pensera of truth, namely, the white
man and other races of people who
felt that it was necessary to dominate
and exploit us. ‘The truth has never
been told, We were not told thut we
were human beings, we were not told
by our spiritual advisers that we, too,
resulted when God said, 'Let us make
man in our own image.,! We were told
that we were monkeys and that there
was nothing in common between us and
the great human family. For hundreds
of years we were told that the Negro
came from nowhere and would not get
anywhere because he was not a human
being, fit to enjoy the rights and privi-
Jeges of nature, but rather that he
should live in savagery and slavery.

Marcus Garvey Came

*But fortunately for this race of ours
one morning the star shone in the
heavens and a man by the name of
Marcus Garvey was horn, (Applause.)
He was born in the island of Jamaica,
a burn genius, if you please, who felt
the keen spirit of Nature., After he
grew to be a man he traveled the seven
seas, found out the conditions of Ne-
groes everywhere and arrived at the
conclusion that. something must be
done to bring about a confraternity of
this race of ours, Marcus Garvey as-
sumed the leadership, not of West In-
dian Negrocs, not of American Negroes,
not of South and Central American
Negroes, but he assumed the leadership
of 400,000,000 Negroes of the world.
(Applause) One day in 1920 the call
went out to the four corners of the
errth telling the men and women of the
race to comn together in one solid body
hetween these four walls of Liberty
Hall and elect a leader to lead them
bhack to their motherland, Then the
truth was told. Marcus Gavvey, the
elected leader, usked Negroes to clean
their hearts, to take out those things
which meant their degradation, to take
out those things which mcant eternal

"And here we have the Universal
Negro Improvement Association with
its doors wide open, beckoning men and
women of the race, wherever domiciled,
to its ranks, saying, ‘we are the most
progressive group, we desire a Negro
government, we desire an African re-
public upon which the sun will never
set; come and let us build' But cer-
tain Negroes who can see no further
than. what concerns their immediate
needs, Negroes opposed to the truth,
schemed and planned against Marcus
Garvey, and now he is not doing active
work among us. But the imprisonment
of Marcus Garvey did not put us out of
existence. Marcus Garvey was rushed
to Atlanta, but the spirit of Garvey
still remains at large. It permeates
every Liberty Hall throughout the
world, and today Negroes are as deter-
mined as ever to work for an Africa
redeemed,

Different ldeas and Culture

“We are still here, my friends, but
while we are here, as in the case of all
great organizations, dissensions will be.
These are things that cannot easily be
blotted out, because we all have our
different ideas, This race of ours was
not left in Africa where it originated.
We were taken to the West Indian
islands and there we imbibed the Eng-
lishmun's culture; we were scattered
in the United Slates of America and
there learnt the American's culture:
we were taken to the Spanish main
and there learnt the Spuniard's cule
ture. And so we are a group of peo-
ple with widely different ideas, very
difficult of heing welded together for
the common good. But those ideas
must be unified, we must get rid of
many of them, because instead of im-
proving our condition they are making
us more and niore slaves.

“The white man is not going to re-
spect us when we are disorganized; he
is not going to respect us when we are
not in & position to command his re-
spect: he is not going to respect us
when we are not speaking in the voice
we should speak to him. 'There is
China today telling the white man,
‘You said at one time when we had our
internal dissensions that we were not
nnited: you said at one time that we
were sleeping: but we are telling you
today that we have awakened, that we
have come together for the good of
China and that we will drive every
man who would oppress and exploit
Chinese out of China.’ And Negroes
must do the same. We will have to get
together and speak to the other races
in the language they will heed and re-
spect,

Spaakmg ‘in a Soft Voice

“But it is indeed sad to find Negroes
still speaking to the white man in a
soft and low voice. He is yet telling
the white mun, ‘ve do not intend yet
to shake off this yoke of oppression;
we still intend to rely on your good-
will: we still intend to call you massa
boss: we still intend to live in your
country—we are afraid to go away
from here because you' tecll me that
America is my home, because you tell
me I am an American citizen and |
must be satisfled; T have not yet come
to the conclusion that it is not the
truth: T have not yet realized that it is
all hypocrisy; I am still waiting upon
you to lead me back to Africa; I do not
intend yet to follow Negro leadership:
T do nnt intend to place my confidence
In anyhody: T still intend to drug down
overy Negro that wants to rise or
wants to assist me to rise; 1 still intend
to call every Negro every name except
a child of God: T still intend to be a
slave, T still intend to he a servant in
your citirs., Mr., white man, will you
Mease help me to be a good =ervant?’
That is the voice in which the Negro
is spcaking to the white man.

Put Away Pettiness

“But, my friends, Marcus Garvey,
through the broad doctrines of the
Universal Negro Improvement. Associ.
ation, is saying to Negroes, ‘Put away
vour petty ideas, cease ridiculing and
harassing one another, and let us come
together: let us scek after the truth
and yet us hecome free indeed. For
it is no use merely saying we are tired
of the domination of others, when we
of oursetves refuse to accept Negro
leadership, when we refuse to place
confidence In ourselves, As long as
we as a race sit and wrangle, so long
will the white man stay in Africa and
feast on the fat of the land—our land.

“Let us all this evening feel the
thrill and power of thiz movement.
Let us believe in One God, One Afm,
One Destiny., Let us believe in the
gospel of the Fatherhood of God and
the Brotherhood of Man., And {f we
do that, it will not be long before the
Universal Negro Improvement As-
gociation under the leadership of the
Hon. Marcus Garvey shall lead us on
to victory and we shall plant the col-
ors, the Red, the Black and the Green,
in an African republic upon which the
sun shall never set. (Applause.)

Population for 1927
Put at 118,628,000

WASHINGTON, Jan., 31.—Computa-
tions by the government's censug ex-
perts indicate that the population of
continental United States on July 1.
1927, will be 118.628,000.

That 8 an increase of 1,432,000 over
the estimate for July 1, 1926. and an
increase of 12.017.380 over the figire
for January 1, 1920, when the last
official census was taken.

The new  estimate announced to-
day by the census bureau is based,
among other things, on available data
regarding births, deaths, immigration
and emigration. Estimates for each of
the States were made by distributing
the total estimated increame in the
same proportions as the actual in.
crease between the two censuses of
1010 and 1920 was distributed. Those
States which showed a decrease be-
tween 1910 and 1920, or between 1520
and 1925, however, were not credited
with having made any increase since.
No figures were announced for geo-

graphical divisions smaller than States.

President In Yuan Hung.

Peking apparently had become too
hot 1o hold him, so he went south and
found friends among the more radical
Cantonese, particularly the late I
Sun Yat Sen, then at the height of
his power as leader of the Nationalist
movement. .

That shrewd leader saw the possi-
bilities in the young man. made him
his secretary and, with the far-
sighted policy that was ever his,
despatched him to Paris in 1919 to act
as advisor to Dr. Wu.

Attracted World Attention

Upon his return he was in higher
favor still because he had attracted
world-wide attention, especially in his
protests over the intricate Shantung
matter.

Three years later, in 1919, he was
made foreign adviser to the Cantonecse
Government, and last Aprlt formaly
appointed Toreign Minister, an office
which he held in theory, not in fact,
ever since he had become Pr. Sun Yat
Sen’s protege.

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HELPING THE AFRICAN AT HOME

HE vast majority of the African people at home has many

I things to learn concerning themselves and their possibili-

ties and their splendid land and its incomparable valugs,
which it should be the business of their brethren in other lands to
help them to know. It has not been the purpose of the Christian
missionaries to teach the Africans how to make the most of their
social, civil and economic values, and they have depended for their
support upon the contributions of those who sent them as mission-
aries; it has rather been the purpose to lift up the people in their
spiritual living, their moral conceptions and practices. Tt has been
only of late years that the missionaries have adopted the policy of
teaching the natives the value of making the most of their material
things, of striving to make the mission work self-supporting in a
measure by teaching the natives how to do things, how to know
values in agriculture; in nrinerals, in stock raising, in forestation, and
the work of doing this is still in its infancy,

Nobody can read the elaborate work on “Education in Africa,”
being a study of West, South and Equatorial Africa, by the African
Educational- Commission of the Phelps-Stokes Fund and Foreign
Mission Societies of North America and Europe, without having a
very lively appreciation of the educational work being done in Africa,
representing: untold sacrifices of the workers and the expenditure of
princely moneys by those who support thc missionary work in
Africa. The report was made several years ago by Thomas Jesse
Jones, but it will long serve as a rich mine of information. The
chanter on Liberia shows the extent of activity of the missionary
Svorkers and makes it all the more difficult to understand the policy
just adopted by President King of excluding foreign missionaries
and support of foreign mission work from Liberia, many of these
societies being maintained by Negro church organizations in the
United States and most of their workers being American and West
Indian Negroes.

What the African at home needs most is education of the hand
as well as of the head, appreciation of material as well as of spiritual
values ; they want to be taught how to live as well as how to die;
the philosophy which Dr. Booker T. Washington made popular with
the Negro as well as with the white person in the United States.
This education can be got by the African at home only by the insti-
tution of schools among them, by missionary and other provision,
and it can best be taught the people by Negroes educated for the
purpose. From this viewpoint Liberty University on the James
River, maintained by the Universal Negro Improvement Association,
takes on very large proportions; it becomes of the greatest impor-
tance in helping the African to help himself. Tribal barriers must
be ‘broken down in Africa, and the people must be taught that an
“injury to one is an injury to all,” that they must trust each other
and organize among themselves under their own leaders to accom-
plish the things that will most benefit them. In short, the African at
home needs most the education that will teach him what are his
true values of manhood and of material possessions, and how best
to control and use these for his benefit rather than for the benefit of
others. And the African at home is learning all of this very rapidly,
as our African newspaper exchanges indicate, much of their in-
spiration being drawn from the teachings of Marcus Garvey and the
work of the Universal Negro Improvement Association.

It is our business to teach the African at home how best to help
himself, and how this can most wisely be done should be made the
subject of consideration and discussion in all of the locals of the
Universal Negro Improvement Association everywhere,
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CHINA’S FIGHT FOR INDEPENDENCE

1E awakening in China which has so surprised the Christian
powers has at bottom the assertion of Chinese sovereignty—
the reclamation of those fundamental functions of adminis-
tration which for their selfish purposes the Western powers have
secured through treaties, often dictated at the point of the sword.
The establishment of European settlements in Chinese citics, and
the right of these settlements to have their own administration of
the laws, independently of Chinese authority, together with the regu-
lation of commerce and the fixing and collecting of customs taxes,
have gone so far as to wellnigh strangle the life out-of Chinese
sovereignty. The Chinese Nationalists demand a revision of the
treaties with a dozen European powers, and it is explained further
that both the Cantonese and Nationalist factions have not only
agreed upon treaty revision but they seek to secure possession of the
foreign concessions—residences, business houses, banks, clubs, parks.
And it is to protect these interests which Europeans have developed
in Chinese territory at the expense of the Chinese, and often over
their protests, which foreign governments are preparing to resist
by military and naval force. ' '
The haste which-Great Britain made to accept the conditions de-
manded by the Chinese, and which were the subject of negotiations
between the two powers, was regarded.with suspicion by the Chinese
.when Great Britain ordered a vast armed force to Chinese waters’
from all quarters of the globe, and"the Chinese suddenly broke off
‘the negotiations until such time as this concentration of force should
be withdrawn. But the attitude of the treaty powers appears to be
‘to force China to accept their terms by force of arms.

Great Britain is not ready for
such a conflict. She has India, Egypt, and her African possessions
to protect. But such a war is possible. Those who sow to the wind
reap the whirlwind.

LIFE IMPRISONMENT FOR FOURTH OFFENDERS
PAUL, the chief apostle to the Gentiles, says that “the law is

hardly made for a just man.” That is to say, in a com-
munity where all the people act just and wise and truthful
towards each other there is no need of law and law enforcement.
There are to be found, however, very few such communities in the
world. Everywhere there is a law-abiding and a criminal element,
and a very great deal of the time and money of the law-abiding
group is spent in the effort to keep the criminals from destroying
everything that is necessary and of worth, How costly the ma-
chinery of the law is, how vast and costly the judicial and police
system, with that of legislation, of course, included, it does not
require a person of much imagination to figure- out for himself. It
is a terrible tax on the law-abiding people everywhere, a tax which
they pay in the high cost of living; a tax which enters into all that
is necessary to existence: a tax which goes in the last analysis to’
the protection of life and property. Every producing member of
society pays his share of this enormous taxation, made necessary to
save themselves from the acts of the idle and lawless, who live by
their crimes and their wits.

The.flood of lawlessness which has gripped the United States since
the World War, and which was caused by the moral forces of de-
struction let loose by the war, is such as never before confronted
the nation, and is being felt by most of the Christian nations. It
has made a new method of dealing with criminals necessary. As a
matter of course, every sdcist order’shotild contain twithin itself the
right and the authority to protect itself from the acts of its Jawless
members. There should be no limit to the scope of such right and
authority, even to the virtual extermination of the chronic offenders.
That is the theory, which, however, everywhere in Christendom,
reserves to the alleged criminal the right to be heard in his own
defense and be tried by a jury of his peers. :

There has been a great outcry against the Baumes law, passed by
the legislature of New York, one of which makes conviction for a
fourth offense life imprisonment. Many judges think the law too
sweeping and some of them have refused to impose the penalty,
which, however, the higher courts have held to be mandatory upon
all judges, while other judges hold that the severity of the law has
acted as a deterrent upon criminals. Public opinion is divided on
the justness of the law ; but the fact remains that habitual criminals,
such as fourth offenders are considered to be, deserve little con-
sideration and sympathy—no more, in fact, than they extend to their
victims, whom they do not hesitate to murder in carrying out their
thieving purposes.

The law-abiding members of the Universal Negro Improvement
Association believe that they should be protected from the criminal
acts of their neighbors, and that those who defy the law, and show
a disposition to make a business of doing so, should be so dealt
with as to make them harmless, whether by the imposition of life
sentence in prison or death by the executioner. And the mobocratic
Iynchers should be included among the criminals who should receive
the severest.penalties of the law. Unless a person has proper pro-
tection of his life and property and liberty what heart of hope has
he to live, labor and to save? None.

Don't Treat Rabies Lightly

—— e

The New York State Department of
Health has fssyed a warning about
rabies. It is found to be on the in-
crease-in upper New York State. and,
unless serious control measurcs are
taken by Jocal authoritles, it is ox-
pected that there may be some deaths
from the disease.

New York City hag taken nieasures
to control rables. There is a law de-
manding that all dogs be muzzled. If,
by chance, a person is hitten Ly a
dog which has rabies, or 13 suspecied
of having the disease, the ~ity will
give him protective Pasteur treai-
ment.

However, the chief difficuity encoun-
tered in attempting to comtrol the dis-
ease {8 that many people refuse to
recognize the sertousness of it. Some-
times they will not take the Pasteur
treatment even when they have been
bitten. Such a case occurred last
summer when a Young bhoy in New
York City was bitten. His mother
took him to a clinic, where she was
advired to have the chiid glven the
anti-rabic vaccine. But she did not
take the matter seriously enough to
have the treatment given and never
returned to the clinle. A couple of
weeks later the Boy, who twas then
suffering from rables, was taken to a
hospital for treatment, but it was too
late. The diseases had progressed so
far that it was impossible to save his
fe.

If the public will co-operate with

the Health Department there will be
less danger from this disecase. If you
are bitten by a dog—even your own
pet dog—see your physician at once
and have your dog examined and
watched by a responsible person. If
you cannot afford a physician go to
the clinic necarest your home for
advice. .
The Pasteur anti-rabic vaccine hase
been used successfully over and over
again to protect people from the dan-
ger of rabies, but it must be used
early to be effective.

Army Rations Cost But
Twelve Cents Per Soldier

Army meals cost only about 12 cents
each, says one report. Another states
that the United States sallor's fare
costs 33 cents daily, or about 18 cents
a meal. This raises the interesting
question, why does it cost six cents
more per meal to feed our sallors than
it does to feed our soldiers?

Is it to be assumed that the sailor's
appetite s about 60 per cent bigger
than the army man's? That seems in-
credible. Any one who has .ever sat
at an army ness table knows that the
army appetite has few equals, and
surély no superiors. Some abstruge
reason must explain the marked difter-
ence between the cost of the army meal
and the navy meal.

It would seem to give navy recruite
ing officers a marked advantage over
army recruiters. Perhaps, instead of
suggesting “join the navy and see the
world,” it would be more persuasive to
say “join the navy and grow fat.” But
in.the interests of esprit de corps it
would be well to keep enlisted army
men in the dark about the greater cost
of navy chow. Emphasizing the fact
that an army travels on.its stomach,
they might demand an extra six centa’
worth of angel cake or tapioca pudding.

But In either case, of course, the cost
is much smaller than the clvilian's
meal, due not only to wholesale buying,
but to the omission pf labor costs in
the figuring. The six cents difference
may be merely a differonce in factors
of purchasi or b —3t.

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FIVE NEGROES WORKED AS SLAVES
" THEN SOLD FOR TWENTY DOLLARS

Widespread Peonage Conditions Revealed in South as
"Grand Jury Indicts Four White Men

Merely the Beginning of Jury Iﬁvestigation of Slavery in
Louisiana and Mississippi

NEW ORLEANS, TFe¢b, 4,—New
chargés against Mississippi farmers of
violating the Peonage Law were con-
tajnéd in seven trué bills returned
today against Joseph C. Anders and
Lonnie Blumfleld, former owners of a
‘plantation near Liberty, Amite County,
Blumfield has dled since the first com-
plaint was filed. .

The indictment, drawn by Assistant
United States Attorney Talbot,
charges both men with causing the
arrest of a Negro, Mose Willlams,
Septembor 2, 1916. It is charged the
Negro was forced to work to pay a
debt he did not owé. Williams for-
merly worked for Anders and Blum-
field under similar clrcumastances, the
government charges, but escaped into
Louisiana to work on a sugar planta-
tion. Ii is charged the two former em-
players appeared with two deputy
sherifts and he was tol@ he was under
arrest for debt, then was placed under
guard in an automobile and taken to
Mississippi. It is alleged he was kept
in a condition of slavery.

The new charges follJow an expose of
a similar condition in Amite County,
Miss., where two men were allegeds to
have énslaved an entire Negro family,
It is reported the Grand July has only
hegun fits investigation of slavery, or
peonage, in Louisiana and Misslssippl.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Feb, 2—A
tale of ante-betlum slavery, rivalling
the exploits of the “black ivory” hunt-
ers of Africa was revealed here today
following the indictment of two men,
They are accused of stealing a Negro
family of five persons, forcing them
to work without pay under the muzzies
of guns and finally selling them “body
and soul” for $20.

A Federal grand jury today handed
down indictments against Webb Bellue
and John D, Alford, of Amite Countty,
Mississippi, charging violation of the
Peonage act.

The indictment, according to Federal
officials, bares an incident of flagrant
peonage conditions where Negroes are
Fept in slavery without a pretence of
arrangements for the “working out"
penalties imposed under local ordi-
nances.

Agents of the Department of Justice
are said to have provided the United
States Attorney's office with informa-
tion relating to pconage conditions in
St. Helena and Tangipahoa parishes,
in Louisiana, and in Amite County,
Miesiesippi, along the line of the for-
mer “West Florida” boundary.

Many cases of actual enslavement
.are said to have been found where
a vestige of legal procedure has
to cloak the operations of farmers who
have kept Negroes in enforced servi-
tude without paying them for their
services, according to the United
States Attorney's office.

Peace officers and Jocal magistrates
have “frequently farmed out" Negroes,
who lacked the understanding and
means to obtain defenses against the
imposition of local ordinances under
which they have heen arrested for
mythical violations, government agents
sald.

In August last vear, the Indictment

‘nhurses. Bellus and Alford went to the

home ot Crawford Allen, a fifty-yecar-
old Negro, near the Louisiana bound-
ary, in Amite County, Miss,, and, after
searching for a grown daughter of the
Negro, forced him to get out of a sick
hed and prepare to accompany them to
Fluker. As the pair started away they
forced Anna Allen, wife of the Negro,
to come with them at the puint of
guns and also took along Teelie, Lewis
and Myra Allen, children of the couple,
’ll of whom were under twelve vears
of age.
Worked Without Pay

According to government agents,
Bellue and Alford did not permit their
captives to don théir clothing, but took
them away in the night time, half clad
and without food or personal cffects.
Forcing their captives into an auto-
mobile, Bellue and Alford are alleged
to have crossed the State line into

Tangipahoa Parish and driven to &
farm near Fluker, La.

Crawford and his family were
forced to work for weeks without pay,
having lit{le clothing and no means of
eéscaping from their involuntary servi-
tude after the relaxation of an alleged
armed guard placed over them after
their abduction in August. .
The {ndictment charges that the
Crawford family was sold to a farmer
in the Fluker section for $20 and were
tinally released when the knowledge
of their pjight came to the notice of
the Federal authorities.

CORPUS CHRISTI, Teox., Feb. 2.—
Allegations that Negroes, Mexicans
and white Americang were worked in
the cotton (fields of Willacy County
under guard were made here today in
the trial of Sheriff Raymond Teller,
County Attorney Rodger Robinson,
Justice of the Peace Floyd Dodd and
eight others, all of Willacy County, on
charges of p ge and piracy to
commit peonage.

Three Negro youths, Willie Lee, 19:
Arthur Dykéman, 16, and Bruce Mor-
gan, 19, declared they were arrested
on charges of vagrancy and their
fines paild by farmers, after which
they were taken to farms to work out
the fine and kept there under guard.

The Negroes were backed up by a

H. A. Barclay, 16, and Albert Hollings-
worth, 18, who declared they worked
on the C. 8. Stockwell Farm near
Raymondville and saw another gang
of men at work with Jack Chadwick
riding guard on them, armed with a
shotgun.

Chadwick testified he had once been
employed by L. K. Stockwell to guard
prisoners at $4 a day. He said a dep-
uty sheriff's commisgion, a pistol and
a shotgun, ' were given him and he
was instructed that if any of the men
attempted to run away, to “pour some
shot into them.”

Chadwick is a former defendant,
charges against him having been dis-
missed when he appeared in court
Tuesday without an attorney.

H. A. Jones, a neighboring farmer,
testified that he had noticed men be-
Ing worked under guard on the Stock-
well farm.

G. W. McDougal, city marshal of
Raymondvlille, said he had furnished a
truck with which men were trans-
ported from the Stockwell farm to the
county jafl,” - c

Five Convicted by Jury

CORPUS CHRISTIE, Texas, Feb, 5.
—Five ten, including Sherift Ray-
mond Teller, of Willacy eounty, were
found guilty of peonafe by a Jury in
Federal court here tonight.

The others convicted were Justice of
Peace Floyd Dodd, Frank Brandt and
Carl Brandt, former deputy sheriffs,
and L. K. Stockwell, a farmer. Al five
were found guilty on several counts,

The law provides a penalty of five
years on each count.

The peonage charges were basged
chiefly on tgstimony of several young
men that they had been arrested in
Raymondville, Texas, on vagrancy
charges, but that instead of being
tried, were taken to cotton fields and
forced to work for farmers under an
armed guard. Their “fines” were de-
ducted from their pay, along with 75
cents & day for meals, they said.

Attorneys for the Government al-
leged Willacy county had heen madé
“a slave market during the cotton
picking season.” ‘

The defense argued that the county
officers were merely performing a duty
in' arresting transients who might

CRYPT UNDER TUT'S
TOMB REVEALS ART

Pictures of Unsurpassed Value
Found — Statuette Shows
Ruler—Four Little Goddesses
Posed as Protectors

—————

From Philadeiphia Public Ledger
The end of the marvels of King
Tut-ank-hamen’s tomb has not been
reached,
Two months ago thg cable brought
news from Cairo that an unsuspected
crypt had been discovered under the
chamber containing tho sarcophagus
of the Xgyptian monarch,
Now photographs have arrived from
Egypt showing the marvels of antcient
Egyvptian art discovered in the inmost
recesses of the tomb. These photo-
graphs are reproduced in the rotograv-
ure section of today's Public Ledger—
their first publication,
Of poignant jnterest is a statuette
showing the young ruler as he looked
in life. His slender figure, his intelli-
gent countenance, are carved with a
naturalism that marked for a brief
time the art of his perlod—a ngtural-
ism soon abandoned, when the priests
forced return to the more convention-
alized types of sculpture which for so
many centuries dominated Egyptian
art,

The Eyes Were Inlaid
The naturalness of aspect of this
statuette js heightened by the fact that
the eyeg were inlaid with glass calcite
and obgidlan. The staff the figure
carries, the sandalg and the flagelium
all are of bronde, covered with gold.
Preclous jewelry once part of the
personal adornment of the King is a

part of the new finds. This jewelry,
burijeq with thé King for his use in the

after-lite, wus placed in caskets of fine
marquetrie work, in ivory, ebony and
tine woods,

A fan for the King, its plumes siill
intact alter dozrns of centuriess the
King'a palettes and writing materials;
two hunting ehiriots, and a magnifi-
cent bow-case for the future chase,
ornamented with hunting scenes—all
these are aniong these latest treasures
discovered, .

Figures of four little goddesses,
posed as proiectors about a canopic
shrine, are another ditcovery., Within
this shrine, it is supposed, was placed
the king's viscera, removed from his
hody when he was embaimed.

Among other new discoveries are a
guardian figure of Anubis, with pylon
and palankeen; a golden-hicaded Meh-
Urit-Cow; cenotaphs, and Shawabtf
figures—eervants of the dead.

Ship maodels delight collectors of to-
day. 7The king's tomh had its ship
modecels, too—Dbut these were intended
by bhis pious aml devoted retainers to
assure him safe means of transport
in hig journey through the caverns of
the underworld. Thus gquipped, he
would be independent of the celestial
ferryman.

When first discovered, the objects
found were thought in virtually perfect
condition, But it soon was discovered
that it wag necessary at once to ap-

' ply chemicals to prevent deterioration,

since the Inner chamber, fourteen feet
square, wasg damper than the outer
chambers, Thix &pace had becen ex-
cavated under the bhed of the valley,
where the bedrock was less thick than
in other parts of the tomib—hence the
dampness,

Important Changes Suggested—
Priority for Relatives of Nat-
uralized Citizens

—_———

WASHINGTON, Jkeb, 2—Adoption
of the joint resolution recently passed
by the Senate to permit tho admis-
slon as non-quota immigrants of alien
husbands of women who arc American
citizeng, with a number of amend-
ments to further liberalize the Immi-
gration laws, was recommended to the
House by its Immigration Commlittee
today.

Most important among the amend-
ments suggested s one practically
wiping out the preference of farmer
immigrants and according priority, up
to at least 90 percent of the quots
allotted to any country, to relatives of
naturalized  American citizens and
alien residents in the United States
who have declared their intention of
becoming citizens.

Another amendment would raise the
age limit under which dependent chil-
dren of citizens or declarants are ad-
mitted as non-quota immigrants from
18 to 21 years. A third amendment
would allow aliens born in the United
Statcs or {ts territories by marrlage
or volunlary expatriation, to re-enter
the country as non-quota immigrants.

- ON TRAIL OF MINERAL
WEALTH IN AFRICA

Canadian Trade Commissioner
Describes Fascinating Trip
Through Central and East
Africa — Greatest Concentra-
tion of Mineral Wealth in the
World

(From the Johannesburg Star)

SALISBURY, Dec. 8—Mr. . R,
Stevens, Canadian Government Trade
Commissioner in South Africa, has ar-
rived in Salisbury from Beira. I‘or the
past three months Mr, Stevens has
been engaged in an official survey of
Central and Kast Africa, and is now
covering Rhodesia prior to returning
to Capetown. Iiis trip northwards was
made overland as far as the Sudan
through the Belgian Congo, and he has
returned by the East Coast,

In an interview with a representative
of the Rhodesia Hcerald, Mr, Stevens
dispelled the impression that there was
any particular difficulty in traversing
Central Africa. 1t is qulte possible
he states, to make an entire trip to
Calro upon an invarying schedule with-
out the slightest discomfort., The route
from FElisahethville north consists of
alternate train and river-boat passages
until Stanleyville is reached. I'yom this
point @ well-organized safuri conducts
travellers to the head of navigation in
the Sudan,
volved are only slightly greater than
the same trip if undertaken by the
usual East Coast route.

Mr., Stevens described Central and
Gast Africa as fascinating, “North of
the Zambesi,” he said, “the last em-
pire begins. Here are lands which are
extremely rich in natural resources,
whose future must be determined for
them by external powers, Their futures
dre certain, hut the direction of their
development and what is going to come
out of this vast area iy still conjectural,
"here may be half a dozen Katangus
still unstaked, and ten cotton crops
the equal of Uganda's still unplanted.
It is tho knowledge that these things
are in wait which makes the sub-con-
tinent between the Zambesi and the
desert so fascinating.”

Great Mineral Wealth

Replying to further questions, Mr.
Stevgns sald: ‘The present centres of
interest are, of course, the Katanga
district, which promises to he the local
point of all Central African traflle, the
Uganda area where the establishment
of a black Statc upon white African
lines has heen undertaken, and the
Kenya Highlands, where there are
white settlements in a black Stateand
where the formula which i{s to govern
the relationship of the two races will
probably be evofved. In these thiece
areas alone a student of affairs could
find sufficient to engross him for many
moons.”

“Katanga must be seen to he be-
lieved,” continued Mr. Stevens. *Therg

wealth elsewhere in the world. There

NATIVE DOGTORS
IN 30, AFRICA

White Medical Men Oppose Sug-
gestions for Native Medical
Service — Native Doctors
Would Constitute “Menace”
Colonel Sir Edward Thornton’s sug-
gestions for a native medical service
in South Africa, as outlined in a re-
cent fssue of The Johannesburg Star,

‘were described as excellent by Mr, H.

M. Taberer, of the Chamber of Mines,
Johannesburg, and Dr. R. P. Macken-

zie, superintendent of the General
Hospital, but both gentlemen had a
few reservations.

Mr. Taberer’s knowledge of native
affairs is well known and, in addition,
he 1s thoroughly trusted by the natives
themselves. The appointment of a
Government committee to deal! with
medical services was a good thing, he
said,

“But until the native is as qualified
as the Buropean his activities must be
restricted,” he added. *“The black man
will find truer scope in the reserves,
there is no doubt. And here he might
be called upon at times to treat ¥uro-
peans who might not be able to obtain
the services of a white man at the mo-
ment. In the mines natives ren-
dering first ald often treat Europeans,
who find the black man quite skilful.

“Natives could study for medical
work at such places as the native col-
lege, Forthare, at Alice. That is the
way the whole thing should be planned
and built up. In the preliminary
stages it would he a gdod plan for the
natives to go to some of those hig
colleges, and then the practical part
of the work should be carried out at
some of the hospitals in native terri-
tories, such as Umtata, where the ma-
Jority of the patients are natives.

“For that matter, there is a big non-
European hospital in  Johannesburg,
but, as I have said, the natives would
find their truer scope in their own ter-
ritories, where perhaps their activities
ought to be confined.

“The trouble will be to get them to
stay in their own territories. No medi-
cal man wishes to remain In a country
distriet, and the native would be no
etception. Al present our district sur-
geons have a tremendous amount of
work 1o do, and it might he possible
to create such a post as assistant dis-
trict surgeon for the native.”

Mr. Taberer, however, did not regard
the granting of diplomas, the equiva-
Irnt of those available for Europcans,
as & menace to European practitioners,
provided that the natives' qualifica-
tions were equivalent,

“If. as suggested by S8ir Edward
Thornton, examinations are held at
one of the universities, let the suc-
cessful native have his diploma,” he
said. “No doubt that native doctor
will soon want to come to the urban
areas, where some KEuropeans would
employ his services. That might-mean,
to a small degree, competition with the
Eurepean medical men. It is a proh-
lem that faces us in any profession
which the native is allowed to adopt.
But the percentage of natives able to
qualify fully as medical men would be
80 small as ta he almost negligible.”

Medical Attitude

Dr. MacKenzle, on the other hand,
refuges to subsecribe to the policy of
allowing natives to practice, whether
they can become qualified or not. This
is the attitule the medical profcssion
has always held, he says.

To a suggestion that the number
would be so small as to be no serious
menuce, he sald: “That is true at the
present time, but their number would
increase. It is really a question for
the future, but I would not like to see
2 start made on the lines suggested
with regard to granting a diploma.

BILLIONS OF DOLLARS
SAVED T TAXPAYERS
BY THE: BUDGET

From the New York Sun

A Dbillion dollars {s a tidy bit of
money. The Director of the Budget,
General Lord, tried to {llustrate its
size at the business meeting of the
government on Saturday night, when
he said that if a man started with a
billion in 800 B. C.—when Carthage
was young and Rome had not yet
been founded—and spent $1,000 every
day he would still have a balance of
$4,321,000.

President Coolldge, ywhose speech
preceded General Lord's, also spoke
in billlong, but his were billions
saved. At the beginning of the Hard-
ing-Coolidge administration the coun-
try faced a public debt of twenty-four
billlons. The schedule of debt retire-
ment called for. the extinguishment
of two billlons in five years, At
the end of last June the amount retired
had exceeded the schedule by two bil.
lions, On June 30 next the debt
should be below nineteen billions.

The economies practiced under the
budget system have produced these
remarkuable results., Since 1920 the
payroll has been relieved of 70,000
names. In six years the annual cost
of the ¥ederal Government has been
reduced from five and a haif billions
to three and a halt billions—a sav-
ing, as the President pointed out, of
$5,000,000 for every working day,

M. Coolidge took pains to say that

HIT3 COMMUNISM

Clements Kadalie, Stormy Petrel
in South Africa, Dismisses
Officials Suspected as “Reds,”
Is ‘Report

| ————
- The Johannesburg Star, of South
Africa, whose policy, like all white im~
perialist organs, is to exaggerate the
troubles of mass moverments, reports a
break between Clements Kadalle, noted
leader, and certain officlals of the I. C.
U. suspected of Communistic' sympa-
thies, as follows:
~Port Elizabeth, Dec, 20.—There is a
gaping rift in the I. C, U. On Dingaan’s
Day a national conference of this or-
ganization was held in the city, at
which delegates from all parts, in-
cluding Clements Kadalle, were pres-
ent. The proceedings were held be-
hind closed doors, and only now are
some of thc secrets of what seems to
have been a momentous gatperlng for
the body leaking out. .
It is reported that Kadalie “sucked”
four of the chief officials—the general
secretary, the financial secretary, and
the secretarles for the Cape and
Transvaal-—on the ground that they
were active members of the Commu-
nist Party.
It is understood that the four dis-
missed men had been warned on pre-
vious occasions to break their connec-
tion with the Communists, but had re-
fused to do so, maintaining that the
L C. U, itself was of a Communistic
nature,
Kadalie appears to have lost very
little time in shaking the dust of Port
Elizabeth from off his feet after hav-
ing taken this drastic action. On ¥Fri-
day night he boarded the train osten-
sibly for Johanpesburg, but it is un-
derstood that his real r]csllnatlon was
Bloemfontein.
The report in this connection is
that Kadalie gave as his reason for his
departure the fact that his child was
i at Johanneshurg,
The sequel of the action laken at the
conference was seen at Korsten, a
suburb of the city, largely inhabited
by natives. lere three local leaders
of the I. C. U, addressed a big gith-
ering on the "Kopje'—a famous open-
air meeting place of the natives~—
while immediately adjacent three of
the dismissed secretaries held a rival
meeting.
Both meetings appear to have been
characterized by straight speaking,
and it is8 understood that the exchange
of threats between {ndividual members
of the rival gatherings very nearly re-
dulted in violence. The acuteness of
the aplit in the ranks of the I. C. U,
was very apparent.
The three dismissed secretaries, as
well as a Natal representative and
the Transkelan gecretary, left hy train
last evening, being seen off by a num-
ber of their adherents. As the train
steamed out the “Bed Flag” was sung.

TO MAIDEN NAME

——
Fight with Copyright Office Car-
ried Before League
e

GENEVA.—The international right
of » woman to have her maiden name
legally recognized will, as the result
of the jssue raised hefove the United
Stateg Copyright Office, become an in-
ternational question which wilt Dbe
threshed out by the League of Na-
tions.

The fizht of the National Women's
Party with the Copyright Bureau at
Washington is bheing closely followed
by the Tntellectual Co-operation Sec-
tion, the Copyright and Tradc-mark
Section and the officials charged with
codlfication of international law.

The justice of the claim that women
writers shall be allowed to copyright
works under their maiden names, espe-
cially it they have made their reputa-
tisns under those cognomens, is rec-
ognized. The pre-publication value of
a book or play, it is declared, lles
almost entirely in the reputation of a
writer or producer, hence the vital ne-
cessity of permitting registration of
copyrights under those names.

The difflculty of sccuring interna-
tional agrecment as to rights of wom-
en, it is pointed out, lies in the differ-
chces in political and personal freedom
and rights héld by women in various
countries. In Great Britain, the Scan-
dinavian countries and the United
States, for instance, there is equal suf-
frage, while In Switzerland, one of the

DECRIES IDLENESS
OF LEISURED CLASS

Keeping a Home and Rearing
Children Tremendous Busi-
ness Says Chesterton

———e
LONDON.—George Bernard Shaw
had a new role when he acted as chair-
man of a debate on “The Menace of
the Leisure Woman'" recently. The
audience which gathered at Kingsway
Hall to hear the debate—between Gil-
bert K. Chesterton and Lady Rhondda
~~were more tickled with the remarks
of Shaw than in the actual debate.
Formerly, Shaw said, woman had lit-
tie leisure but nowadays that was
changed by the service in flats and
residential hotels, and a woman “can
spend her time drinking cocktalils, go-
ing to night clubs, dancing the Chatles-
ton and doing all the things many
women seem to imagine will fill their
lives gloriously.”

He did not know whether Mr. Ches-
terton was going to defend the night
clubs, but it was his opinton that if
challenged to dance tha Charleston
with Lady Rhondda, Mr. Chesterton
could not do it.

Lady Rhondda, who heads the list
of high-salaried British business wom-~
en, declared that the existence of the
leisured woman constitute a grave
menace to civilization.

“If we continue as we are today,” she
said, “there {8 danger that this evil
may wreck civilization.”

The clothes women wear she de-
scribed as invented only for the leisure
class, and “worn by the rest of us be-
cause the human animal is a herd ani-
mal.”

Mr. Chesterton defended the old tra-
dition that the woman of the home
shouid remain at home and occupy her-
selt with the tremendous business of
bringing up children.

“The home,” he said, “is the only
place left where there is any liberty
and individuality, and any possibility
of human personalitics counting as
such.”

UNIONISM GAINS
RAPIDLY IN CHINA

Introduction of Industrial Era

Brings Big Changes
P

PEKIN~—~China's rapid progress from
the handicraft to the Industrial age is
being accompanied in the great indus-
trial districts of central China by a
sudden trend towurd labor unionism,
which observers find highly important.

Statistics compiled by the Chinese
Government Bureau of Econownie In-
formation showed that labur unions in
the “Wu-Han cities”"—Wuchang, Han-
kow and Hanyang, great centers of the
Yangtze River valley—numbered a
membership of more than 100,000 Just
November, and that. the work of or-
ganization was heing pressed with
great speed since the recent occupa-
tion of these citier by the forces of
“Red Canton.”

Until the present year organization
of the unions was forbidden in most
of the districts, while tha whole ideas
and significance was foreign to the
coolie class from which factory hands
were recruited. Machinery has come
into China so rapldly that it s not
surprising that the people have been
wholly unprepared to consider this
greal change from the period, only a
matter of months ago, when almost
all work was done In the homes.

In 1920 the Hankow coolies who
pulled riskshas went on strike against
the Societe Francaire d'Automobiles
et de Rickshas, which rented vehicles
to the pullers, and nrgument over the
amount of rent to he paid the company
led to organization of the Hankow
Ricksha Men’s Unlon. Twn years later
came the Union of Hankow Cotton
Dealers’ Employvees and the Hankow
Printers’ Union. During 1928 progress

after the southern troops from Canton
had occupied the district in September.

The rickshaw pullers’ union in Han-
kow now number 7,000 members while
there is a long list of other unions in-
cluding employes of cotton mills, to-
bacco companies and printing shops,
domestic servants, wharf coolies, res-
taurant waiters, cask makers, coal car-
riers, hristle makers, barbers, oil mill
workers and a variety of other toilers.

Free schools are to he catablished
for workmen under the varlous unlons,
and other constructive work is planned.

Wife and Child to Stay Two
Years With Scientist—To
Study the Sun

————

WASHINGTON. Feb. 1.--The wife
and  two-year-old daughter of an
American seieutist will be among the
little company going into exile for two
years on the summit of a desert moun-
tain in Southwest Africa to study
the sun,

Modo como las potencias
penetraron en China

S—t—

La presencia de extranjeros en la

China es en realidad un fenémeno
moderno y aunque ha sido tolerada
dicha presencia desde la insurrec-
cion de los boxers (principalmente
por la pretencia de las fuerzas na-
vales concentradas en sus aguas),
ningun extranjero ha llegado a ser
aceptado debidamente por los chi-
nos., ' .
Los que estudian la historia
asiatica del oriente atribuyen el mo-
vimiento actual contra los extran-
jeros, no por las dificultades econé-
micas 6 bien polticas que pueden
sobresalir a causa de la presencia de
los extranjeros en tierras chinas,
sino que es debido mas que nada a
la conviccion llegada por los chinos
en sus cuatro mil afios de vida co-
nocida de que todos los extranjeros
son barbaros y que como tales de-
ben ser inmediatamente expulsados
del pais y no se les debe permitir la
entrada a no ser que vayan a dichas
tierras a rendir tributo a la casa
reinante.

Rusia fué la primera potencia de
caricter moderno que penetrd en
tierras chinas, habiendo comenzado
su semi ocupacién de Manchurria
alla por el aiio 1643 con una partida
de exploradores por el rio Amur.
Rusia tuvo éxito en establecer esta
comunicacion pero fué Inglaterra la
que derroco la posicion reservada
que tenia la China y cuyo movimien-
to no pudo ser llevado a cabor por
los rusos, ‘

La penetracion inglesa comenzé
en el afio 1840 y continué sin inte-
rrupeion en el curso de dos guerras
hasta el afio 1858 en que tuvo lugar
la firma del tratado de Tientsin.
Este tratado obligaba a la China a
abrir las ciudades situadas hacia el
interior en el valle de Yantze lle-
gando hasta Hankow, a los comer-
ciantes britanicos, siendo en este
pacto en el que las potencias extran-
jeras basan hoy dia su derecho para
patrullar con sus escuadras la re-
gion de Yangtze.

Siguieron después otras guerras
y cada una de ellas daba como re-
suitado el abrir mas la reserva chi-
na a las potencias europeas.. Esto
continud asi hasta que la China que-
do completamente subyugada que-
dando ante los ojos del mundo en-
tero como completamente humillada
por el Japon. Los gobiernos euro-
peos llegaron a la conclusion de que
China era un gigante que no podia
luchar y cuando el afio 1895 se aca-
bé la guerra con el Japédn las poten-
cias europeas se apresuraron a re-
partirse e} territorio entre ellas.

Esto motivé ciertas demostracio-
nes anti-extranjeras y el dia en que
los chiiios asesinaron a dos misione-
ros alemanes, las potencias europeas
tuvieron su primera oportunidad
para establecer lo que hoy dia es
conocido por el nombre de esferas
de influen¢ia. Como consecunecia
de estos dos asesinatos, Alemania se
posesioné de Kiao-chow y obligd a
los chinos a concedérsolo por espa-
cio de 99 afios v con ello Alemania
se hizo cargo absoluto de la provin-
cia de Shantung. Esta provincia
fué tomado por los japoneses en el
afio 1915 y la sostuvo hasta el fin de
la guerra cuando el territorio fué
devuelto a los chinos,

Rusia fué detris tomando Port
Arthur, plaza que después perdio en
su guerra con el Japon; Gran Bre-
tafla se posesiono de cuatrocientas
millas cuadradas de tierra y agua
en las cercanias de Hong-Kong
mientras que los frnaceses hacian
poco mds ¢ menos lo misnio en el
territorio que se extiende frente a
Hainan. Casi al mismo tiempo que
se llevaha a cabo esta penetracion
fisica, se realizaba una penetracion
econbmica en la que tomaban parte
banquero de Alemania, Francia. In-
glaterra, Estados Unidos, Bélgica,
ete. cuyos sindicatos se hacian cargo
de ferrocarriles, explotacion de
minas, etc. .

El gobierno norteamericano en-
tré por primera vez en el asytno
a raiz de su guerra con Espaila, por
resultados de la cual obtyvo las
Islas Filipinas y ello hizo que los
Estados Unidos tomaran una parte
activa en los asuyntos asiaticos.
Rusia y Alémania se pusieron a la
cabeza abriendo sus territorios al
comercio extranjero en e lafio 1899
y esto fué lo que hizo que el Secre-
tario de Estado Hay lanzara la ini-
ciativa de seguir la norma a puertas
abiertas, El secretario pidio que las
potencias relacionadas con el asunto
garantizasén la conservacion de la
integridad de la China asi como
asegurar los mismos derechos para
todos los extranjeros alli residentes.
Iuglaterra aceptd la proposicion
sin reserva glgyha pero las demas
potencigs contestaron con més cui-
dado’ pero de todss manergs, sus
contestaciones fueron del agrado de
Hay. Asi fyé cémo, segin dicen
los estudiantés de asuntos interna-
cionales, los Estados Unidos .pusie-
ron un fin a mas extensiones de Ias
esferas de influencia.

Pero los chino opinan que los ex-
tfynjeros han ido demasiado lejos y
se organizaron sociedades secretas
cuyo fin es ¢l dé echyr del pais a los
extranjeros que no son del ‘agrado

de los facionalistas chinos. .

La creacidn de una nueva oficina
para administrar los gobiernos te-
rritoriales de Filipinas, Puerto Rico,
Islas Virgenes, Guam y Samoa, se
propone en un proyecto de ley pre-
parado por el presidente Willis del
comité territorial de! senado, como
resultante de la investigacion de C.
Thompson en las Filipinas.

Puerto Rico y las Filipinas estan
ahora bajo la administracion del de-
partamento de Guerra y los otros
tres territorios bajo la del departa-
mento de la marina. El proyecto de
Willis dejaria a Hawaii y Alaska en
su actual status, bajo el departa-
mento del Interior.

La oficina insular seria presidida
por un director, el cual no depende-
ria de los actuales departamentos
cjecutivos ¢ informaria directamen-
te al presidente.

En su mensaje anual al congreso
el 1altimo otoiio el presidente Coo-
lidge dijo que se aproximaba el mo-
mento en que las Filipinas tendrian
que pasar del control militar al
contror civil,

Segiin el informe de Thompson,
dijo el senador Willis en declara-
cion: El gobernador de las Filipi-
nas sostenia que bajo el actual sis-
tema puede ayudar a los consultores
norteamericanos unicamente del de-
partamento de Guerra, bajo cuya
supervision las islas han sido gober-
nadas desde la ocupacion norteame-
ricana y que estos consultores son
necesariamente oficiales del ejército.

El coronel Thompson dijo que no
encontré pruebas de antinortemeri-
canismo que necesitara el contror
militar en las Filipinas y de su ex-
periencia como presidente del comi-
té de territorios y posesiones insu-
lares, tengo todas las razones para
creer que no hay peligro de sedicion
O insurreccion entre las posesiones
de Ultramar.

La presentacion de este proyecto
no es en manera alguna reflexion
sobre ef general Wood. Los varios
gobernadores de las posesiones
insulares informarian al director de
asuntos insulares. El proyecto no
estorbara a los gobernadores de las
varias posesiones insulares, los que
continuaran siendo nombrados por
el presidente.

On the beach, near
the roar and rattle of discharging and
loading river launclics, she would be
found, queenly and self-contained.
amid all the clamor. Then at fail of
night she would as silently disappear,

Where? Nobody seemed to know.
The evening breeze was her escort
home: and only the sun saw her re-
appearance in the streets. Ever she
Was as neat as a new pin—a gaudy
Madras kevchief over her kinky curls,
bangles on her wrists, and a bright
“lapa"” of Manchester cotton about her
walist,

Today she is dingicr and inclined to
be querulous. To and fro she goes—
trom factory te factory, from store to
store. “I want my rent!” The voice
is sometimes harsh and impatient.

A few minutes of banter and a nickey
coin may be produced by the playful
white man. Scornfully it is rejected.

Thirty years ago this was a tiny tropi-
cal village, with a market at only four
days' interval, If one wished to huy
a fow| or a few eggs and vegetables,
one has to wait for the fourth dav
before the wish could coalesce into
reality. Changes came with the ad-
vent of the British Government—im-
provements, developed commerce, fierce
competition—and then the war, The
war placed the keystotne in the Arch
of Nigeria's Progress. Motor transport
had arrived to stay, and another breed
of whites, alert, brisk, youthful, tenk
the place of the earlier type of drink-
sodden “Old Coaster.”
