Ike Ferguson, the farmer, after a

0il Company acensed Ferguson of threat-

ening him aiter he refused to give him money..

Officers went to the home of
Ferguson to get him after the
white laborer, named Lambert,
called them and told them he at-
tempted to hold him up. The of-
ficers found that Ferguson had
barricaded himself in his cabin.
He refused to come out and sur-
render, and told them they would
never take him alive, They ex-
changed shots/

The sheriffs, Ducks and Nel-
son, left deputies to guard the
house and went to town to ob-
tain reinforcements. Whites came

* armed with all sorts of guns.

After the reinforcements ar-
rived the officers advanced on the
house. As they got close to the
building Ferguson called out that
he was “coming out and wanted
to surrender.” He was told to
come out, but when he opened
the door and walked out the
shooting began.

Ferggsongfell wounded. He
drew a gun and attempted to fire
at the persons who shot him, but
he was literally torn to pieces by
a hail of bulles from the guns of
the whites.

Ferguson had no relatives
and had been long regarded
as weak-minded. Lambert
said that he had never had
any dealings with Ferguson,
but that the colored farmer
demanded money from him.

The officers and posse were
exonerated in killing Fergu-
son.

REIGN OF TERRDR
ON IN ALABANAA

Farmer’s Barn Burnt When He
Rebukes Negro Floggers—
Deaths from Masked Violence

LUVERNE, Ala, Oct. 1.—A ‘reign
of terror” in Crenshaw County, resuit-
ing from masked violence which has
“resulted in several deaths! is under
investigation by Attorney General
Charles McCall,

In a statement here Mr. McCall sald
that conditions in Crenshaw County
were the “worst yet brought to his at-
tention” and revealed that twenty or
more masked floggings recently un-
covered by authorities were heing in-
vestigated “with all indications that
90 per cent. of the guilty persons will
he hrought to justice.

The firebrand, he added, has alter-
natinl  with the lash In  Crenshaw
County as an instrument of intimtda«
tion In the hands of masked men. So-
licitor Walker cited one Instance
where & farmer's barn had heen burned
because he rebuked a party of men
who flogged a Negro farmhand.

“More than 150 persons are in-
volved in the whippings, with the mask
and hood involved in 90 percent of the
cases,” Mr. McCall sald. “I want to
assure the public that these guilty
partiea will not get away with it. 1
am soing to get them. With good
‘-1 5. i2e and gond trial juries, 1
a1 et ident T can get indictments in

Vone nt aof the cases.’®

Tihe A\l iney General revealed that
. ' ainety-three flogging cases in
i ;i pdite ol Alabama under investiga-
tion. Names of suspects and victims
will not be announced until the Cren-
shaw County Investigation is com-
pleted, he said.

“I am not a fanatic on the question,”
Mr. McCall said, “and I do not seck to
exaggerate the sltuation, but it was
virtually a reign of terror.

“I find that immediately after these
crimes are committed those respon-
sible get together and frame up false-
hoods and false alibis”

Several floggers have bheen ldentified
and their cases will be presented as
soon as & Grand Jury can be convened.

Many victims have been intimidated
into refusing to testify as to their in-
juries, Mr, McCall declared.

Civil Liberties Union :
Reports Disturbing Events

by the American Civil  Liberties
Union.

The report also deals with the re-
cent outbreak of brutal attacks by
Ku Klux Klan mobs on defenseless
men, women and children in Ceorgia,
Texas, Mississippi and Alabiama,

The conviction of the four Workers'
Puarty members in Pennsylvania solely
on the grounds of their political opin-
jons or membership in the orpanizia-
tion is cited to show that this is prac-
tically the only State in the union in
which this type of pevsecution con-
tinues,

Tangier Squabble

British Foreign. Minister and
Spanish Dictator Confer,
and Europe Gets Another
Sensation

Austen Chamberlain Says Brit-
ish Interests at Gibraltar
Cannot Allow Single Power
Control

AMADRID, Oct. }.—The important
interview between the Spanish Dic-
tator, Primo de Rivera, and the Brit-
ish Foreign Secretary, Sir Austen
Chamberlain, the announcement of
which caused a sensation in the Euro-
pean press, took place yesterday eve-
ning abeard Sir Warden Chileott’s
yacht, the Dolphin, as the ship lay at
anchor at Alcundia, a little port on
the Island of Majorca. Significance
was attached to the meecting between
the two statesmen because of the deli-
cate situation existing between France
and Spain over the disposition of Tan-
gler.

After n, long conversation the Span-
ish Dictator remained aboard for din-
ner. Later in the night the following
official account was issued through
the President of the Spanish National
Council:

“The Interviesw between the British
Minister and the chief of the Spanish
Government was chiefly the result of
mutual desires for acquaintance, and
expressed the desire of Primo de Riv-
era to greet Sir Austen on Spanish
shores. Undoubtedly there was a niu-
tual exchange of opinions regarding
political conditions in the interest of
hoth countries, but no definite deci-
sion of any nature was made or pro-
jected,”

According to the officlal
Lady Chamberlain was present
throughout the interview. The Dic-
tator expressed appreclation for the
kindness with which he was received
and for the complimentary things
which he heard from the lips of the
British Foreign Minister.

At 1 o’clock this morning Primno de
Rivera embarked on the steamship Rey
Jaime II, which he commandeered
hastily at Barcelona. The Dictator
returned to Barcelona and is expected
in Madrid late tonight.

In well-informed diplomatic quar-
ters the results of the interview are
not described as successful. Despite
the official communique, the chict pur-
pose of the encounter is said to have
been the wish of Primo de Rivera to
urge the British Minister to consent
to a revision of the status of Tangler,
giving practical control to Spain,
Such vevision has already been denied
by France, which brought the Franco-
Spanish negotlations to an impasse.

According to reliable sources, Sir
Austen diplomatically explained Brit-
ain's view that her Interest at Gib-
raltar cannot allow of any change
which would give a preponderance of
control to a single power at Tangler.
Such an attitude on the part of Brit-
aln, it is declared, may induce Spain
to modify her demands when the
Franco-Spanish negotlations are re-
sumed this month,

Coolidge Decides to Attend Pan-
American Union Meeting in
Havana as Friendly Gesture
to Latins—Hostile Feeling to
Be Counteracted

—————e
WASHINGTON, Oct. 1.— President
Coolidge will go to Havana to be pres-
ont at the sixth International Confer-
ence of American States, which begins
ity sessions January 16,

The President's decision, subject to
change only in the event some now un-
foreseen development prevents, has he-
come known to several of his intimate
associntes and is prompted by a desire
to tuke this opportunity to give formal
assurances to the South and Central
Americun  Covernments  that  the
United States has no imperlalistic de-
signs or any other purposes inimjcal
to the freedom and independence of
the neighbor nations.

The visit, incidentally marking the
second time that a President of the
United States has left American goil
upon a definite diplomatic mission, will
he in the nature of a friendly gesture
to the Southern Republics, intended
as a reassurance of the good faith and
disinterested policy of the Govern-
mens.

President Gerardo Machado of -Cuba
came tn Washington last April to ex-
tend the formal invitation to Mr. Cool-
idze and to Secrctavy of State Kellogg
to he present at the epening of the
tlavana moeting of the Pan-American
Union. Since then My, Coolidge sev-
oral times has indicated his desire to

Mexican and Nicaraguan policles,
Ambassadors to Attend

1t the present tentative plans are
adhiered to, Secretary Kellogg will ac-
company Mr. Coolidge and most, {f not
all, of the American Ambassadors to
the Southern Republics will be as-
sembled at Havana simultaneously, to
emphasize in further degree that the
policy which Ar. Coolidge probably wiil
outline In an address 1s not merely
perfunctory oratory.

This convening of the American Re-
publics will bring together diplomatic
delegations capable of exerting great
influence with thelr respective Govern-
nents, so the occasion offers an unex-
ceptionable opportunity for Mr. Cool-
idge to counteract the hoatile trend of
sehtiment arotfised by the Mexican and
Niearaguan adventures,

That. foreign Governments con-
tributed in no small measure to keop-
ing this hostile feeling alive has heen
repeatedly reported to the State De-
partment, and one member of the
Cabinet privately has told his col-
lengues and the President that the
Administration pollcy of last winter
alveady had been reflected in a decline
in trade.

According to statistics of the De-
partment of Commerce, total trade of
the United States with the twenty
republics of Latin America for the
fiscal year ending last June showed &
decline in both imports and exporls
over the preceding year. The drop all
told amounted to about $26,000,000.

President Coolidge never has been
outside the country. He was first
favorably disposed toward the visit to
Havana by & specch President
Machado had prepared and which was
read here last December by the Cuban
Ambassador when his chief, because of
illness, could not come. In this speech
the Cuhan President said the only fm-
perialism exercised by the United
States toward Latin America was in
behaif of right and justice. Mr. Cool-
idge was strongly impressed by this
speech and spoke to the Cuban Am-
hassador in praise of it.

The only indication so far at the
White House of the President's pur-
pose.to go has been an inquiry or twe
as to how many newspaper men would
accompany the President it the trip
eventuated, and some signs that con-
sideration was being glven whether to
take a cruiser or to make the first lap
by rail to Key West.

Wilson Trip & Precedent

The 'unly precedent for a trip of this
importance is Woodrow Wilson's at-
tendance at the Paris Peace Confer-
ence after the war. Although that
stirred up a furor on Capitol Hill,
there s no reason to believe Mr. Cool-
idge would incur criticism for follow-
ing that precedent, which none of the
critiea ever succeeded proving con-
trary to the letter or spirit of any
known laws. .

Mr. Taft and Mr. Harding were over
the national boundaries for a brief
time while they were In office, but
aside from the peace mission to Paris
no extended .visits to forelgn shores
have been made by Presidents.

As the plan now stands, Mr. Cool-
fdge would not remain in Cuba for
more than a few days at most, long
enough to address the conference and
receive the homage and honors that
the fisland republic naturally would
heap upon the Chief Executive of the
Nation that gave Cuba her inde-
pendence. , '

Free Speech Denied by

Charged with obstructing a public
way, Stephen J. Surridge, prominent
Socialist of Lynn, Mass,, was arrested
in that city on September 23 when he
attempted to address a crowd, He
was held under $100 bail.

Mr. Surridge is the first person to he
arrested under a vecent order issued
by Mayor Bauer prohibiting street
speaking.

After the mayor issued his order,
however, the city council pussed an
ordinance allowing a person to speak
on the streets provided he first ob-
tained a permit. It was provided that
whoever desires to speak must give
his name, the place and time of the
address. Mayor Bauer vetoed the or-
dinance, but the council passed it over
his veto.

Mr. Surridge applied for a permit
under the lissex Socialist Labor vty
and it wuas issued. Mayor Rauer,
however, maintained that the ordi-
nance passed by the clty council was
illegal und ordered the police depart-
ment to arrest anybody who attempted
to make a speech,

Mr, Surridge, speaking from a small
box, declared that there was a rule of
“monarchy” in Lynn and that the right
of free speech had been denied. He
was heing applauded by tho crowd
when police detectives and a squad of
patrolmen arrested him.

The American Civll Liberiies Union
is investigating the case with a view
toward assisting in the defense of Mr.
Surridge.

Abyssinia Kingdom
Asks Pres. Coolidge for
Diplomatic Representative

—— s

WASHINGTON.—The United States
will have a diplomatic representative in
Abyssinia, it was stated at the State
Depurtment, following the call of Or, C.
Martin, personal representative of Ras
Patari, Prince Regent of Abyssinia, at
the White House.

Since 1913 American affairs in Abys-
sinia have been in the hands of the
British Minister, “although previously
the United States was represented in
the capitol hy a consular commissioner.
Dr. Martin presented to President
Coolidge a gold shield, such as are
worn by Abyssinian warriors, Al-
though the President was unable to
accept the gift personally he expressed
his appreciation, and the shield will he
kept with other decorations and gifts
made by forelgn governments to United
States officlals in the archives of the
State Department,

A plea was made by Dr. Martin for
the help and co-operation of the United
States.

Last year the State Department asked
for an appropriation to reestablish a
legation at Addis Abeba,, but the re-
quest “was not approwed by the House
Committee on Foreign Relations. This
year, it the appropriation {is not
granted, the State Department will
send one of {ts representatives ar
charge d'affaire, an act which does
not require a special appropriation from
Congress.

Carfield Willlums, 2010 Montgall avenue, narrowly escaped death
Monday night about eight o'clock when her rear porch and pantry was blown
away by a bomb placed py unknown parties,
Only a hesitation of approximately thirty seconds saved Mrs, ‘Willlame
from receiving the full force of the explosion,

Two bombs were exploded in the
same hlock on Montgall avenue within
three minutes of each other. The first
explosion came at 1926 Montgall, in the
rear of an apartment building owned
hy Mr. and Mrs, George Rushing.,

The \_\'mlams family, at 2010 Mont-
gall, hc,"d'ring the first explosion, rushed
1o their front porch to see what was
the trouble, Mrs, Williams, however,
went to her back door and failing to
sce anything from a casual glance,
turned and went to the front with the
rest of her family. As she rcached
the front door, the bumb went off under
the very spot on which she had been
standing only thirty seconds before.

The back porch, kitchen window,
rear bedroom windows awd pantry,
which is just off the back porch, were
all badly damaged. A gaping hole was
torn through the pantry wall and Mrs.
Williams' dishes and cooking utensils
were shattered. A skillet had a lole
blown through it the size of a lomato.
A cake pan had its entire bottom
hlown out and aluminum sauce puans
were twisted ag though they had been
made of paper.

Baby Endangered

The bahy boy, Leonard Ray, aged I
monthsg, of Mrs. Elizabeth Watkins,
daughter of Mrs. Wiltiams, was en-
dangered by the explosion and just
missed a shower of window glass.

Mrs. Watkins had been sitting with
the rest of the family in the living
room and was about to go to the rear
bedroom to place her baby in bed when
the explosion at 1926 Montgall was
heard. Had she retired five minutes
earlier the youngster would have had
a glass shower at least,

At 1926 Montgall the bomb plaged
there under the back porch did §
proximately $200 damage, according to
George Rushing, owner, Two base-
ment doors were blown out, a number
of windows shattered hoth in the Rush-
ing apartment and in others in the
same building, and the rear poreh,
ateps and lattice work were all dam-
aged,

Mr. Rushing said all the damage
was covered by bomb explosion in-
surance.

At the time of the explosion, Mrs.
Rushing was home alone. Mr. Rush-
ing had not come from his work at
the Catholic Community Clubh, Armour
Boulevard and Forest avenue, Where
he is engineer. The Rushings pur-
chased the apartment building, 1926-30
Montgall, recently, and moved in about
September 8. They have lived in Kan-

gas City fifteen years and lived for-

merly at 2418 Campbell, Mr, Rushing
said he was going to stay on theé prop-
erty.

“I'm not going to make any trouble,”
he said, “thig is my property, I bought
it and I oxpect to stay here. I have
usked the police for protection and
they have assured me they are doing
all they can. 1'm not afraid of any-
one.”

The Rushing property 1s the last
piece in that particular block, going

south, which is oewned by colored
peopla, until the Wililams house is
veached at 2010,  AJl houses in be-

tween ave occupled by white people.
Williams Will Move

The Williams family will move, ae~
cording to Mrs, Williams,

“We are not going hecause we are
afraid,” she said, *“but because we
bought the house with the intention
of having roomers help us out. Now,
of course, we cannet get any roomers.
No one wants to live where a bomb
might blow them into eternity any
night.”

The Williams family had been living
in the house just seven days when
the homb exploded. Neither they nor
the Rushings have received any warn-
ings or heard any hostile remarks from
whites in the neighborhood. The
white family at 2006 is said to be bit-
torly opposed to Negroes being in the
neighborhood as well as a man named
Saunders who lives at 2001 Montgall.

Sheriff Who Held Off
Lynchers Gets Medal

TAMPA, Fla, Oct. 3.—Enraged mobs
secking to lynch B. F. Levins, who had
admitted killing the family of Herman
Meyrill while they slept, were turned
back from the Hillshorough County
Jail for two days last May, largely
through the efforts of Sheriff L. M.
Hiers,

Today the Sheriff reaped a partial
reward, the presentation of a apecial
medal designed by the Southern Come
mission on inter-raclal co-operation
for officers who protect prisoners from
threatening mobs,

Tampa made the presentation an
eluborate  ceremony., Mayor Wall
pinned the medal on the Sheriff's
breast while a conslderable c¢rowd
checred for the man who frustrated
their fellow citizens four montha age.
The medal depicts an heroiec figure
with drawn sword bhefore a clasaie
temple of justice, surrounded by the
inscription, “In Defense of Law and
Civitization.”

Obedient to Parents’ Prodding Hasten to Vote Appropriation
to Estabfish Separate School—Forty-seven Nationalities in

Are Barred

GARY, Ind, Sept. 28.—Three machine gun squads are patrolling the ity to
prevent an outbreak of Negroes and whit;as over the strike of 1,400 Exmerson
High School students, who walked out on Monday because twenty-four Negro
students appeared at the school for enrollment.

City and school officials having failed to induce the strikers to return
to thelr classes, the problem was put in the hands of seven members of the

students’ council today. Feeling has run strong in Gary and the police have

redoubled their precautions against a possible outbreak, especlally in the

Negro district.

The striking students held a riotous
qlneeth:g in the school auditorium this
morning and voted to remain out in-
definitely. Backed by their parents,
they insisted that their demands be
fulfilled, although Willlam A. Wirt,
Superintendent of Schools, told them
it was legally impossible to transfer
the Negro students.

Fruitless Conferences

GARY, Ind., Sept. 28.—The striking
high school pupils swelled to 1,000 to-
day. Conferences between Mayor Will-
jams and parents failed to bring peace,
The same result was reached in the
conference between the Mayor and
Superintendent Willlam A, Wirt.

In avote to determine their attitude
for the day the strikers reiterated their
demands that Negro pupils be removed
from the school and, in addition, in-
sisted that all strikers be allowed to
return to school without penalty for
their absence.

When Principal A. E. Spaulding of
the Emerson High, in reply, said he
had not changed his attitude, that
strikers may return to school at any
time, but must make up their work,
and that Negro pupils would be re-
tained, the rebellious pupils walked out
again for the day.

The strikers demanded the eighteen
freshmen, together with six other
Negro pupils in the upper classes, be
transferred to the Froebel High School,
The latter institution now has an en-
rollment of nearly 800 Negro pupils and
about the same number of others. The
Emerson School has been restricted
to whites until thig term.

While parades through the down-
town streets, mass meetings and hun-
dreds of signs have called attention tg
the strike; there has been no rowdylsm®
and no attacks have been made on the
Negro puplils,

Gary has a Negro population of 15,-

v
000, Superintendent Wirt explained, and
a total of 3,000 Negro pupils in its
schools. Of this number all but thirty-
six are segregated.

Money for Separate School

GARY, Ind., Sept. 2%.-An unsuc-
cessful attempt was made in the City
Council of Gary tonight to appease
1,500 student strikers by voting a $15,-
000 appropriation with which to build
a temporary schoolhouse for the 24
Negro students whose presence in the
exclugive Emerson High School caused
the strike last Monday.

The appropriation was defeated by
the votes of three Negro aldermen,
who voiced for the first time the atti-
tude of the city's 15,000 Negroes on the
school situation. Spurred on by the
presence of & number of thelr race In
the galteries, the three aldermen
clashed frequently with the nine other
aldermen. It is public knowledge in
Gary that most of the white aldermen
are connected with the Ku Klux Klan.

The measure a8 an emergency re-
quired 10 votes out of a possible 15.
As three aldermen were absent, the
Negro trio stopped passage of the ap-
propriation by making the vote nine
n the affirmative and three negative.

The students’ representatives had
agreed that if no other way of tem-
porarily handling the situation could
be found, the Negro students will be
accepted in classes until the tem-
porary building to be erected for them
is finished.

It was expected and understood,
however, that this would be done in
10 days or two weeks,

The school board members and rep-
resentatives of the students got to-
gether at 6 o'clock tonight, after a day
of mass meetings in which hisses and
catcalls greeted Willlam A. Wirt, su-
perintendent of schools, when he
warned the Emerson students that
they would be expelled .unless they

ended thelf strike,
The day's meetings had only devel-

oped more deflance on the part of the
students, and the Emerson school was

practically deserted during the day.

Win Ouster Battle

GARY, Ind., Sept, 20.—The strike of
several hundred Emerson High School
students, galled because of a score of
Negro pupils were enrolled In the
school, appeared settled tonight after
the Gary City Council passed to final
reading- an ordinance to provide for a
separate school for the Negroes.

Following the action of the council,
the striking students said they would
return to their classes tomorrow.

The settlement was hailed as a vie-
tory by the strikers, who had de-
manded the segregation of the Negroes
before returning to school,

The council ordinance will provide
for an appropriation of $15,000 to erect
at once a temporary school.

The ordinance will be up for the
third and final reading next Monday.
It {8 virtually assured of passing.

It was necessary to strike out the
emergency rule calling for a two-thirds
vote before the ordinance passed the
first and second reading, otherwise the
three Negro Councilmen could have
forestalled the action.

The students’ strike had been in
effect since Monday, when they walked
out after rebelling against the presence
of the Negroes. The high school, one
of the largest in the State, in previous
years had had only two or three
Negroes enrolled, but a redistricting
this year sent a score more to Its
classes.

HARDER TIMES O
THE GOLD GOAST

Raw Materials Produced in
Plenty, but Alien Oppressors
Are Making Money by the
Sweat of the African’s Brow

The Gold Coast is doing a far
larger trade today than ever in its
history ; it is producing more raw
materials; but its inhabitants are
feeling the pinch of poverty and
economic stress more acutely than
ever, This is the paradoxical situ-
ation which prompts the Gold
Coast Times to make the following
interesting comments in a recent
issue of that progressive journal:

The fact which we require our people
‘to face unflinchingly is that this coun-
try is not being developed to any ap-
preciable extent in the interest of the
native inhabitants as can easily be
shown by an analysis of the position.
We have now more transport facilities
than was tpe case & decade ago and
we can move about with ease. Motor
transport and the railways have prac-
tically eliminated the system of head-
carriage which was the only means of
conveyance a few years ago, and there
is a deep-sca harbor in building. But
what ig the sum total of all these de-
velopments? Has our economic con-
dition improved upon what it was he-
fore the provision of these transport
facilities? Are the people of this
country individually better off than
they were before? Have they added
to the number of their wealthy men
who used to be the pillars of native
soclety? Those are the standards by
which we can judge whether we are
advancing or retrogressing; and if we
apply these standards in the pursult
of this inquiry we shall find the re-
sults very unsatisfying. There is no
comparing the position today with the
condition of the pcople a decade or
two ago, and if wo are producing more
of the raw materials and doing a far
larger trade than before without hav-
ing improved upon our former «cco-
womic condition, and there is a general
outery as to the “hardncss of the
times,” then that is a clear Indication
that there is something seriousty wrong
in the commercial system obtaining in
this country and that other people
are making money by the sweat of
our brow.

1t may be said that if our people are
producing so largely and doing a mag-
nificent trade and yet have mnade no
advance in their economic condition it
is due to their spendthrift habit. That
is a fact that cannot be easily refuted,
though it i3 only one aspect of the
matter. There is no doubt that there
has been a remarkable change in the
outlook of our people during the last
thirty years. The practice of thrift
used to be a remarkable trait in the
character of our people; and years ago
spendthrifts, or those who were sold
out of the family to avoid runining their
relations or bringing discredit on them,
and also as an example to other mem-
bers of the community; and the debts
for which people were forced to sever
thelr connection with their family
would he regarded today as absurdly
small to deserve such a form of punish-
ment, but it shows the repugnance with
which our grandfathers regarded un-
thriftiness among thair kinsinlk. But
the change in the nutlook of aur people
began in the Clristian community
whose membhers sect 1the pace in ex-
travagant living, and have spread the
~vil in the country. Whaerever Christi-
anity is implanted today in the coun-
try, extravagance and vice follow in its
wake. The while missionary opens a
chapel and school in a village town
and soon his white brother, the trader,
comes along and establishes a millinery
and gin shop In another part of the
village and the transformation in the
lives of the people heging, We are not
inveighing against Christlanity as a re-
ligion; we are merely drawing atten-
tion to the facts of local experience.

300 Miles Under 6 Hours
Is British Train Record

LONDON, Oct. 3.—Another world
speed record was made here today by
the raflway train Royal Scot, which
steamed from Carlisle to London, a
distance of 300 miles, in § hours and
45 minutes,

As soon as the train arrived in the
Euston station the engine crew, driver,
pllot and fireman, without changing
their grimy clothing or even bother-
ing to wash up, rushed to take their
seats beside the titled officlals of the
London-Scottish-Midland Rallway for
a banquet.

Fireman Chambers, who handled five
tons of coal during the run, had never
been in London hefore. Responding to
a toast, he said he felt llke singing the
hymn “Now the Laborer’s Task Is
O'er.” '

They
come from the province of Chekiang,
attracted by the tales brought back

INTD AMERICA I
K AN BUSINES

but When Trouble Looms for
Smuggling Ships Human Car-
goes Are Dumped Into Sea

WASHINGTON, Sept. 30.—~Drawn by
the lure of prosperity, unnumbered
italians, Greeks, Chinese—members of
all the races that find it difficult to
enter the United States legally—have
gset out for America via the smuggler's
route, Some of them get here; some
vanish forever,

Rumors as to the fate of these last
have been many and lurid. Now the
Havana police have a tip on which a
new campaign against the smugglers
is to be based. It indicates that these
rumors have been true—that the allen
seekers after fortune are neatly sacked
like so much meal! and dumped over-
hoard.

Not since the old slave-running days
have human cargoes been so profitable
and so casily disposced of in a pinch.
The Coast Guard has documentary evi-
dence that the smuggling of aliens is
a luerative side line for the rum run-
ner and the narcolics smuggler.

Furthermore there Is no loss to the
crew when the lawless ship is closely
pursued and cargo must he jettisoncd.
Booze and drugs represent an invest-
ment, but the allen has paid his few
hundred dollars for the hazardous pas-
sage from, perhaps, Cuba and over-
board he goes.

He submits to being put in the bag
when he is told that he can thus evade
any poasible search. Once tied, he can
make mno resistance if the ship runs
into an embarrassing position, although
there is a story of a Chinese band that
murdered the crew that planuned to
murder them and made off with the
ship.

Naturally the extent of the practice
of murdering aliens cannot he esti-
mated, but Assistant Secretary of Lahor
Husband admitted today that he has
“had lots of stories that aliens have
heen dumped into the sea to die or
have heen killed first and then thrown
overboard.” RBut there has never heen
any positive evidenece, althaugh much
is hoped for from the new Cuban tip
since thut island is a center for the
smuggling of aliens.

Flood Relief in Mississippi

WASHINGTON, Sept. 29.—An in-
teresting report from Seccretary Hoover
concerning expenditures and grants by
the Red Cross, up to September 6, in
the State of Mississippi, showed a
total appropriation of $5.713,000 for
that state. Counties found to renuire
no further assistance are Claiborne,
Hinds, Holmes, Lauderdale, Leflore,
Pike and Tunica, with a combined Ne-
gro population of 151,400, as compared
with 83,500 whites.

Nearly 105,000, or ahout 72 percent,
of the Negroes live on farms, as com-
pared with 27,100, or 32 percent, of the
whiteg, Of tha 244685 Negro farm
operators  in  these seven  counties,
21,928, or nearly 90 percent, are ten-
ants, mostly eroppers,

In Washington County. the worst
sufferer, an additional sum of §$133,000
was awarded with which to carry on
untit  further need arises. In  this
county, with a total population of 51,-
092, Negrocs number 11,6408, or ap-
proximately 82 percent, Of the 8714
farms in the county, 8,156 are, or were,
operated by colored farmers, 7.6, or
nearly 98 percent, of whom were ten-
ants, principally croppers.

These people needed heip, and will
ever he grateful to Secretary Hoover
and the Red Cross for their benevo-
lent action in the midst of their dire
extremity and distress—C. P. R.

‘THE CALL OF AFRICA IS THE CALL OF THE RACE’

ACE consciousness, knowledge of the inherent powers the
race possesses as an inhcritance, seem to be dead in many
tribes and races now living on the face of the carth. Thev

do not understand themselves, therefore they do not understand
others. They live a purely animal cxistence, often of the savage
Kind, and regard with childish interest or savage ferocity any stranger
who may come in contact with them. They live a very restricted
life, and have few wants they cannot supply without any great
mental or physical strivings. We say that they are arrested in their
development, but we are ignorant as they are of their past, which
may have been as glorious and spectacular as that of Rabylon or
Greece or Rome. We do not know. The records of what they
thought and said and did was never written, or if ever written un-
accountably destroyed.

Professor Kelly Miller of Howard University appears to have
come into the full truth of the Negro's relations to the rest of man-
kind and what the Negro really means to himself and should mean
to others. Few American Negroes think as Professor Miller does,
along lines of the United international Negro who cannot live to
himself separately and in ignorance of his inherent values, which
make others rich while leaving him poor indeed—along the lines
blazed first for the Negro people by Marcus Garvey and broadcasted
in the organization of the Universal Negro Improvement Associa-
tion. Other Negroes sce as Professor Miller does, and as Marcus
Garvey has tanght us to sec, but they have not the courage to think
aloud the way they sce. Seli-interest on the one hand and biased
intelligence on the other make cowards of them, and they are silent.

Professor Miller has reached the following conclusion:

“after all has been said and done the Negro peoples, everywhere, feel
- deop down in thoir heart of hearts that Africa is their racial home. Some
may try to support this fecling; some may deny its existence. But a
closer searching of the recesses of one's own soul would disclase it hidden

in the deep recesacs.

“There are few if any doep thinkers, of any race, who believe that
the scattered fragments of the Neogro race will find permanant satisfac-
tion and full oquality in the lands of thair sojourn upon the face of the
earth.

“Tho far call of Africa is the call of the race. The deep crioth unto
the deep. It may not always bo a clear clarion call, but nevertheless, it
sounds and resounds, “far, far away, like bells at avening pealing.”

“The far call of Africa is the call of the race.” ‘Vhat is a great
truth. Ring the changes on it throughout the earth so that none
may be ignorant of it,

BRITISH FARMS AND MANUFA?JTURES IN SLUMP

HE World War and the recognition oi the interdependence
and self-government of the British Commenwealth of
Nations, with dominion status and powers, have brought

British farm and manufacturing interests to a sort of paralysis, ac-
gording to Constantine Brown writing from London to the New
York Sun, When the British raised their own foodstuffs as a small
istand population and their sailors scoured the seas bringing home
wealth, “trade and agriculture made England a powerful country.”
When manufactures were advanced at the expense of agricultural
Interests the latter steadily declined, making the country more and
more dcpendent upon importation of foodstuffs aud reliance upon
manufactures. Now these latter are at a standstill, because the
“English manufacturers are conservative and are hard to move to
produce goods according to the tastes of the consumer,” says Mr.
Brown.

That is to say, British traders are so conservative as not to give
emstomers the sort of products they want and are unable, therefore,
to meet the competition of American and European traders who
are willing and rush to give them what they want and will pay for.
With the loss of the export trade and the abandonment long ago of
the agricultural interests of the country, with the dominions claim-
ing the right to manufacture their own raw materials, instead of
selling them in England in exchange for manufactured products,
Great Britain is facing a problem such as she has never before been
called upon to face. The great nation which has dominated the
world, more or less, since the destruction of the Spanish Armada,
appears to be dying on its feet.

SLAVERY IN AFRICA JUSTIFIED BY SUPREME
COURT

T seems incredible to read in cold type that siavery still exists in
Sierra Leone, a British African colony, and that the Supreme
Court of the colony has justified the system by holding that

slave owners in the Protectorate have a right to capture runaway
slaves, It will be recalled that the slave system in the United States
came to a parting of the ways by the efforts of the government to
enforce the Fugitive Slave law.
At a time when Great Britain was leading the world in a crusade
“to destroy the slave trade, Chief Justice Lord Mansfield wrote him-
eelf into the Hall of Fame by delivering the opinion that “No man
an, breathe the free air of England and remain a slave” That
@pig_ion broke the long strong arm of the slave power in Great
Britain, and put the fugitive slave hounds out of business in Great
Fitain and its possessions. It did more; it gave added strength to
¢ _antl‘-slavery movement in the United States. It also enabled
jef Justice Roger B, Taney of the United States Supreme Court
iAbrite himself into the Hall of Infamy by the opinion that “It is
. bg good law and opinion that a black man has no rights that
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divided the two. ; .

We reproduced in The Negro World of October 1 a London dis-
patch in which the facts in the situation in Sierra Leone are graph-
ically set forth, and we are sure our readers found the facts as pre-
sented stzrtling and repulsive enough. The departure from the hu-
manitarian opinion delivered by Chief Justice Mansficld is so radical
as to accentuate more than anything else could do the development
of the British policy in dealing with colonists and natives of getting
all that is possible out of the natives, of land and labor, without
adequate indemnification, for the colonists at the expense of the
natives. ‘“The master hath need of it,” is considered by British
colonists everywhere now as sufficient excuse to «despoil the na-
tives of their lands and substance and labors.

Of course, the opinion of the African judge has stirred up a great
stink in England ; but the fact that appeals of natives of recent years
against reactionary policies of the colonists have been given a deaf
ear by the British home authorities is not to be overlooked or
ignored, and the dominion status of most of the British colonists
since the World War, places the natives more and more at the
mercy oi the selfish colonists, with less of protection from the home
authorities. This condition of affairs is bound to develop the dis-
position of the natives to antagonize the reactionary policies of the
colonists and to fight it out in the several dominions for justice and
fair play. The natives are showing a pronounced disposition in
South and West Africa to antagonize the oppressive policies of the
colonists, and matters promise to grow worse before they begin to
grow better,

Negroes cvervwhere are beginning to realize that the only way
to get what belongs to them of social, civil and economic values is
to fight for them, as others fight. The despoilers loosen their grip
only when forced to do so. The Universal Negro Improvement
Association has taught the Negro people that much, and some more.

HAITIAN JOURNALISTS HAVE PLENTY OF
TROUBLES

IVEN a free press it is not postible to have a slave peopie.
It is as true as the saying, “Error cannot long prevail where
truth is free to combat it.”

President Borno of Haiti appears to understand very thoroughly
that the easicst and safest way for him to get along with the Haitian
journalists is to keep all or a large part of them in prison most of
the time. I'he reason he has trouble getting along with the Haitian
juurnalists is that they do not consider him a citizen of Haiti and,
thereiore, cligible to be president, and that he was never elected in
the legal way by the voters of Haiti, They claim that his creator
and protector is the American high commissioner, General fohn H.
Russell, irom whose acts there is no appeal. Regarding President
Borno from his viewpoint it is quite natural that he should consider
the Haitian journalists as encmies who should spend most of their
time in jail, where they can neither be seen nor heard.

A recent cablegram reads as follows:

“PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti, Sept. 27 (A. P.)—Three Haitian journal.
ists arrested on Septembeor 19 for the publication of a sensational article
charging that the United States was negotiating secretly with the Haitian
government for the establishment of a powerful naval and military base,
were released today. The order for their release came after the charges
had bean met by complete denials in the United States and Haiti and after
the journalists, it is stated, had admitted that the charges were false.”
The United States has been striving to secure “‘a powerful naval

and military base” in Santo Domingo or Haiti ever since the admin-
istration of President Grant, and the effort has been blazoned in the
American newspapets as often as it has become a matter of news
and opinion, but American journalists have not been arrested for

publishing and discussing these rumors in the routine of the day.
The American government controls Haiti in the same way and a
little more dictatorially than it does the Philippine Islands, and
free discussion of the acts of the administration of affairs as dictated
by the government of the United States is not tolerated in ecither

Haiti or the Philippine lslands.

And the United States shows no

more disposition to restore their independence to the Haitian people
than to the people of the Philippine Islands. Strategic and commer-
cial interests stand in the way of the independence of hoth countries.

We are sorry for the journalists

and the people of Haiti. They

have a dictatorship and not a republic of their own to deal with and
they must shape their course accordingly or pay for not doing so.

Good complexions are the result of
more than an occasfonal visit to the
beauty parlor, and frequent applica-
tions of rouge and powder. The con-
dition of the skin 18 often an Indica-
tion of the state of one's general
health, and good complexions must be
obtained by keeping one’s general re-
sistance high,

First, you must be sure to get regu-
lar sleep. Proper amounts of rest and
sleep are essential to good health and
good complexions. You must take
regular exerclse out of doors. Exer-
cise helps the body to carry on its nor-
mal * functions, and thus indirectly
helpa to keep the complexion clear.

Watch your diet. Do not eat ex-
cessively of rich foods, such as fried
stuff, pastry, fancy cake, candy and
other sweets.

IBOLISH SETS

Chinese Christians Organize New
Church to Be Controlled by
the Chinese—Denominational
Status, All Along Mystifying,
Is Dissolved

' SHANGHAI, Oct. 2.—The first step
in a movement seeking to abolish all
denominational lines in Protestant for-
eign mission work in China was taken
here today when a conference of 94
Chinese delegutes representing 16 de-
nominations voted to dissolve the old
status and organized the Church of
Christ in China,

Their decision writes finis to the
work of the Preshyterian, Congrega-
tional and so. ¢ lesser denominational
institutions a: such in the areus af-
fected, all losing their identity in the
new non-denominaiional organization.

It is understood that this move has
the support of the home offices of these
China mirsions in America and Great
Britain.  The Rev. E. C. Lobeustein,
Preshyterian leader, has just returned
firom the United States asscrting that
his organizaiion is virtually sponsor-
ing such a siep.

The aciion crystallizes efforts to
establish a wholly Chinese Christian
church with affilintions abroad, but not
ta he controlled im future by any but
Chhiese. However, it is understood
that il will continue to receive foreign
support financially as well as continu-
ance of foreign advisers,

Methodists and Baptists attending
the conference as observers were not
ready to merge into the new associa-
tion.

The conference involves more than
1,000 churches in sixteen provinces,
representing about one-third of the
Chinese Protestants. Twelve hundred
foreign missionaries are affected. They
will become advisers, but this is ex-
pected to mean little drastic change
Immediately except in titles.

A Chinese moderator, the Rev.
Chang Cheng-yi, was elected, The
conference issued a summary this eve-
ning stating:

“The church still needs foreign aid.
But members should undertake fitting
responsibilities, dismiss denomination-
alism and credal strife and set neo
limits to the activity of the spirit of
God in the wide sphere of human
activily. Not that the church should
enter politics, but Individuals must
face responsibilities. Foreigners are
urged to be patient and continue their
work with greater energy.”

That another worid war is in the making is certain, and the knowledge that
it will be 2 war in which chemistry and aeroplanes will play the leading roles,
is causing humanitarians to wonder if something cannot be done now to outlaw
war, and thereby prevent what is sure to be a slaughter of the innocents—
whole citles will be destroyed and their inhabitants ushered into eternity with-
out either armies firing a single shot—aeroplanes carrying deadly gas will do
the work, and the country with the best scientists and the best planes will
win the war. One week of the next alr war will cause more casualties and
destruction than the four years of the last world war. This is by no means
a far-fetched statement, for the nations of the world are secretly perfecting
themselves in the air. Only this week the report comies from Russia that the
Soviet government is determined to have 3,000 war planes in eight months.
Avlation is compulsory in the schools, and if by any chance militaristic Ger-
many should join with Russia and answer John Bull's threats with an ultima-
tum, apother world conflagration would be started that would leave half of
the world desolate. Methinks they are not prepared as yet, but the longer
the preparation the more hateful they will become toward each other and the
more deadly will be the weapons of destruction used. Time will tend to
embitter them rather than to soften them.

The troubles of England and France will increase as their colonies and
p i (D b more self-assertive. Russia, Germany, Turkey and
other countries will sympathize with the latter, since by so doing they will
weaken the imperialists, and create for themselves friends from the oppressed
groups. In the meantime the game is being played until one day the bubble
will burst and the long expected will happen. The talk of oullawing war is
just talk, and nothing move, because those who do this kind of talking are
not responsible for making wars, and those who muke wars do so, not only
for the sake of giving another nation a good licking, but for the plunder they
ean get from a defeated rival, War, then, is brought about because of a desire
to gel sumething, or in order to hold on to something you ‘already took., Now
knowing the temperament of the strong nations of this materialistic age, isn't
it stark hypocrisy to believe that they could get together and decide to give
up ail the loot they have tuken, and promise not to try to take any more, that
henceforth they will respect nutural boundaries, and in a humanitarian way
help to better the conditions of pbackward peoples; to respect the rights of
weak nations, and that whoso breaks any of these promises will be punished
and ostracised by the other honorable law-abiding nations? They won't do
it, but this is honestly the only way of outlawing war.

H. G. Wells offers the following suggestion to avert war, but he admits
that the warmongers won't stand for it. He states: '

“The most offective resistance to the approach of ancther great war
lies in the expressed determination mow of as many people as possible
that they will have nothing to do with it, that they will not fight in it,
work for it nor pay taxes when it comes—whatever sort of war it is.

“Pacifism is very ineffective and has an unpleasant flavor if it is
adopted after war has arrived; the time for active pacifism is while peaca
still rules. People who have made no offort to avert war cannot very well
resist and grumble when through their tacit invitation war takes hold
of them, The last war was a war to end war, and the politicians and
atatesmen have not made good.. 8o now is the time for a great parifist
offort. Now is the time for people who want to dolay and avert a catas-
trophe, beforo the more deliborate organization of a world peace can be
achieved, to make it clear that the war makers will havo to reckon with

working when one has earned ‘one's
rest. .

And that is one of the reasons why
holiday crowds are always so inquisi-
tive; they are enjoying themselves by
the deliclous sense of contrast.

‘Education of l\’legroes
A Rural Problem

WASHINGTON, Sept. 29.—0Of the
24,079 Negro schools in the 14th South.
ern States, during the school year
1925-1926, 22,494 (93.4 per cent.) were
rural, and 1,585 (6.6 per cent.) were
urban schools, according to a study of
Negro schools in the South by 8. L.
Smith, published in the Southern
‘Workman, One-teacher schools, num-
bhering 15,383, composed 63.8 per ccnt.
of the total number of Negro schools;
4,025 schools (18.8 per cent)) were of
the two-teacher type, 1,702 (7.1 per
cent) three-teacher type, and 2.494
schools (10.3 per cent.) employed four
or more tcachers. The average length
of the school year in the 22,494 rural
schools was about 6 months, The
range was from 8.7 months in Mary-
land to 4.7 months in Alabama.

Of the 2963 Negro children of
schoo! age living in the South, 689
per cent. in rural sections and 75.6
per cent. in cities were enrolled in
school.  Of the 801 Negro high schools
in the 14 states, 209 are four-year sc-
credited high schools. Total enroll-
ment in the 801 high schools was 68,-
606, and the number of four-year
graduates was 6,435.—C. P. B.
