Part of “Spend Money
Where You Obtain Em-
ployment Agitation

WASHINGTON, D, C.—While the
Black Shirts have been denied the
right to organize and take traditional
jobs as elevator operators, waiters,
bellmen and porters from colored
men and women wherever employed,
Representative Oscar DePriest, of the
first Illinois district, has not hesi-
tated to iake the lead in 2 movement
of opposite nature destined to have
nation-wide propartions.

The florid colored Congressman is
wearing today a tie, which aside from
its deep purple, significant of the or-
ganization to which he belongs, bears
on its label the legend “HONOR TIE
—FOR ECONOMIC FREEDOM.” He
was the first to wear the tie, and has
called on members of the race every-
where to wear the emblem at Christ-
mas, and to present it to others who
believe in economic independence of
the Negro.

The idea grew out of a visit to a
white department store in Washing-
ton where certain merchants have
dared to employ forty colered women,
and are now passing tarough the at-
trition period of establishment of a
busingss where thousands of colored
omen. may be e ployed when the

chants is clearly understood.

Mr. DePriest's interest in conduct
of the store, one of the largest in
Washington, especially with reference
to the truining afforded colored wo-
men for positions in the business
world. led to the naming, through
Miss Nannie H. Burroughs. J. Finley
Wilson and members of the National
Associaticn for Advancement of Col-
ored People, of mere than 3,000 mem-
bers of an economic commission for
purposes of development of the mer-
chandising plan.

The Congressman was a speaker
at a mass meeling Tuesday night
held at the Garnet Patterson school,
where the grand exalted ruler of Elks
presided, and the audience pledged to
put over the “honor goods” program
—"to spend our money where we may
obtain employment.”

He is interested in appointment of
other members of the commission and
will consider the names of all who
communicate witb nim at the House
of Represcntatives by mail. Mr. De-
Priest expressed himself last week ag
of the opnion that colored men who
are courzgeous enough to secure an
honor tie will also have the courage
to weir an honor shirt manufac-
tured by colored women. and will
present their childien with “honor
dolls” from the New York factory
where several hundred colored women
are employed in their manufacture.

“Now, if éver,” he said, *is the time
for colered ‘men and women to get
into the business f{ield. When pros-
perity returns, merchants will have

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Nations Rushing to
Africa for Oil Wells

PARIS.—French, Beigian, Brit-
igh, Itulian and American oil pros-
pectors are in a costly “oil rush”
with all Africa as a field of action,
in an cffort to stake out claims in
the last remaining untapped fields
and hold them in reserve for the
day wheén the old wells run dry.

Italian test welis in Libya and
along the Red Sea have produced
nothing thus far but dust. French
drillers believe they are not far
away from a paying pool in Moroc-
co and Beigian engineers have
drilling plapts scattered through-
out the Congo.

Amcrican engineers are believed
to be the most advanced in seek-
ing the oil treasure pools of Africa,
having exclusive rights to drilling
test wells on 40,000,000 acres along
the west coast. For eight yecars
they have heen working quietly.

While in Paris recently, Harry
C. Sinclair reveaied that his engi-
neers have been drilling in Por-
tugues> West- Africa, but he re-
fused to predict the outcome,

The Americans are working
along 400 mi'es of African coast.
If oil is found there they will have
the advantage of easy shipping.

The British bores are scattered
over Egypt and in Kenya and
Rhodesia.

Number Lottery
To End at Last

Clearing House Is Consi-
dering Stopping Publi-
cation of Figures

Betting on “the numbcxs. a form
of lottery based on the figures for
daily clearings as published by the
New York Clearing House Associa-
tion, will hecome a closed avenue to
fortune if the Clearing House carries
out the plan to abanden the publi-
cation of ihe figures which it now
has under consideration.

Detinite action had not been taken
up to last night, but olficials of the
Clearing House said that it was like-
ly that after Jan. 1 the daily figures
would no longer be challked up on 'the
little blackboard in the lobby of 77
Cedar Street, where the Clearing
House is located.

Officials of the Clearing House
have been considering suspending
publication of the figures hecause of
the annoyance which the Ictteries
have caused. In recent years these
lotteries have spread all over the
¢ountry and have found a particu-
iarly enthysiastic clientele in Iarlem.
Numerous™ittempts have been made
by those interested in the lotteries
to have the figures changed or to
obtain publication of the wrong figs
ures, and lately officials of the in-
stitution have even heen asked to
place bets by persons who innocently
supposed the Clearing House itself
ran the lotteries.

The controversy over whether Ne-
groes are (o lead their own campaign
for advaacement as a race, or select
outstanding white men as leaders has
broken out afresh, and has involved
the National Association for the Ad-
vancepent of Colored People, it was
learned yesterday.

The division among the Negro
leaders developed over the choice of
a successor to the iate Moortield
Storey, vresident of the association.
Many Nozgroes, it was ascertained,
desired the election of James Weldon
Johnson, an outstanding member of
their race, who nad scrved-as secre-
tary of the association since 1920.

Major Joel E. Spingarn, white, was
finally elected at a meeting of the
board of. .,u'et‘tore ard it w.
Yes erdq_; that H1r."Sohnson hes: tem:
porarily or permanenily ceased to
take an active parl as one of the
leaders o! the association.

Johnson'’s retirement was explained
at the association as temporary. He
has taken a yeat's leave of absence
to devote himself to literary and
other activities, Ronert W. Bagnall,
director of bhranches, said.

Negro Patriot, Whose C ountry’s Prejudice o

Robbed Him of His Hard Earned Glory, Dies

MACON, Ga. Dec. 18.—The bu-
rial of Sandy Lockhart at Stewart
Chapel A. M. E. church Sunday
marked the end of the drama of 2
colored patriot who was not wanted
by his own country. Lockhart was
for years captains of a colored na-
tional guard company which main-
tained such efficiency that an act of
the Jegislature was-necessary for its
abolition to satisfy prejudiced south-
erners,

Lockhart, a plasterer by trade, died
Wednesday, Dec. 10, at the home of
his daughter in Chicago. He wu
about ‘77 years old.

The colored company existed 1or
perhaps 30 years. It was recalled and
was the survivor of two colored mili-
tary companies here called the Bibb
County Blues, and was a combination
of the original Blues with the Lin-
coln Guards.

The idea of having a fine colored
military unit right in the hesart’ of
the South went against the' grafn of
old time southérnmers and they sot
They set
forth that nationa! guard units were
mainly of value for riot .work, and
as officials had no faith in the work
of colored companies under such
emergencies, and demanded its abol-
fahment. Every effort was made to
have the company mustered out for

inefliciency.' But its record defied this.
It was-the only company which main.
tained a record of 100 per cent. at-
tendance fur a period of scvera.
years. When one man was ahsent o
one occasion, Capt. Lockhart explain.
ed that the missing guardsmen h-

been refused hond and was being held
in jail in spite of all his efforts to se-
cure a release,

Lockhzrt  volunteered when the
Spanish-American war was declared
fn '98, but prejudice again rebuffed
him and he was not accepted. About
two years after the war, his.company
was finally forciahly disbanded by an
act passed fn the legislature. Sorely
hurt, Capt. Lockhart left hiz beloved
South for the North, where he re-
mained.

A simple definition of the term
is this: During
imes of extreme depression such aa

we are undergoing now money be-
comes scarce, very little buying is
done, uncmployment becomes great,

bread lines long and many people be-
come ill. Gradually goods become
cheaper, more buying is done, and
conditions in general begin to take
on a more optimistic aspect. Later
activity hecomes 5o foverish, so uver-
confident that business overshoots
the mark, losses occur and perhaps
crises; contraction is necessary and
depression is with us again. Hence,
we might say that the business cycle
is a rhythmic and regular swing of
industry that has occurred from time
immemorial,

Closely related to the business cycle
is the problem of unemployment,
After a period of exceedingly good
business factories find their orders
falling off and merchants cannot sell
their goods because there are so fow
or no buyers, Hence, when these' dif-
ferent places close down, many needy
people are thrown out of work. Lack
of work and subsequently lack of
money prevents them from purchas-
ing' even the barest of necessities.
Matters become so bad that every-
one is affected. Then serchants be-
gin unloading their overladen shelves
at greatly reduced prices and the up-
ward movement hegins,

Knowing the wealth of the United
States, these cycles are evidences
that there is something radically
wrong with our system. In our minds
“prosperity” ang “depression” seem
to follow une behind the cther imme-
diately, If the great captains of in-
dustry cannot or will not repulate
maltlers, what of ys? Where Zio we
fit in, in the scheme of things? What
hope is there for our humble, power-
less race? Must we always be bui-
feted back and forth around the
wheel ?

.What lesson will we get from our
present status? We rajse more cot-
ton than any couniry in the world
and that product ‘is largely produced
by the labor of our people. But wa
lose control of this staple as soon agz
it is picked.

Shail we continue to live in thig
the richest couniry in the world undy
continue to he the “lowest man
down?”

The writer of this little piece, hap-
pens to be a black man-—and very
black at that. He does not fee! him-
self inferior because he is of that
complexion. He feels how he would
feel if he were white, red or any other
complexion. He feels that his com-
plexion is the best complexion; that
his wooly hair is the best hair, and
that his dark skin suits him best. He
knows that behind every dark cloud
there is a shining light. All he has
to do is to comb his hair well and
bathe well and often—six times daily
if he likes—-and everybody should do
the same, irrespective of color. His
wooly hair, his dark skin, his Hat
nose, they are all his; they are the
best; he likes them in preference to
any other; nobody can take them
from him; he does what he likes
with them; they are gifts from God.
If he or any other man does not thinj;
50, then the Almighty has made a
great mistake to make a man with
wooly hair and flat nose.

So the black man’s life, previous to
1834, was a stage-play, and his part
a sad one. He began life in this
western hemisphere as a slave. When
slavery was abolished he only ac-
quired a partial freedom, in that he
was free but without a cent, His
master did not say to him “You have
served me well and long, and now
that you are free (7) so that you may
not have to eat serpents for fish and
stones for bread, take this penny,
this hovel and this foct of land. But
because of his unfeeling nature, the
black man had to live on hand to
mouth and could not even keep the
very wolves from hig door.

‘Lhe black man’s father when dying
had nothing to leave for him hut a
tear and “God bless you,” while the
master's gon got very large sums ot
money at the slaves expense. The
hlack man must think of all this, be-
cause, it reflects so horribly on the
history of his past in this western
world. N

He is also thinking of the various
ways in wiich he can try to uplift
hig race, and in which he can secure
for his children cverlasting fame and
honor. The black man is no fool to-
day. He is capable of meking himselt
proficient in the arts and sciences. He
is capable of filing any vacancy
which any other man of any other
color can fill. He has the spirit of ri-
valry and competition, and the result
is that today he is a merchant, a
Joctor, a lawyer an engineer. 'Yet
wilh all his capabilities he still feels
himsell playing on the seashere and
pleking up here and there a curious
¢hell or a fine pehble while the whole
ocean of truths lies Lefore him un-
discovered. These and many more,
are the reasons why I am proud to be
a black man.

I Case of Britain

Take for instance the case of Great
Britain. That country is greatly hit
by the revolution in India and the up-
neaval in China. But as long as she
is sluggering under the political and
cconomic hlows trom her Oriental
“dependencies” in the business the
United States and Germany cannot
help but feel the pinch. The latter
have enough capital invested in Brite
isht industries and enterprises which
may be threatened by the upheavel
either in India, Chinw, Egypt or East,
West or South Africa.

It is, therefore, interesting to watch
ltow the Indian, Egyptian and Afri-
can situations are going to be solved
aid what the cutcome of the Chinese
Nationalism is going to be. Those so-
tutions will uilimately have an effect
on the destiny of the Negro, not only
in Africa but even in the United
States. .

What #1as West Africa Done for Mankind?
Grantic Description by Oue Who knows

To answer a query of this kind, the
writer should be able to lovk back
over at least a quarter of a century
of tropical progress and development.
Just o5 there are permanent sub-
jects ot conversation——the weather,
women, food, clothes, books, horses—
and yet an cver-new stream of {1
subjects, as Humanity widens its vi-

siLn, £o are the West African Colonies:

of today vastly more multifarious in
interest than tney were at the open-
ing ol the prezent century. In a sur-
vey oi the tropics it is necessary to
have met at first hand some at least
of the numerous personalities whose

names are identified with the Coast—;

men like Sir Alfred Jones, Sir Waiter
Iigerton, 8ir Percy Guirard (of Rail-
way fame), and Sir Frederick Lu-
gard. Leaving the ranks of the titled
and great, one ought, also, to have
rubbed shoulders with the genuine
old Palm Oil Ruffian and Beach-
combper of fiction—the type of hero
made familiar to,_city-dwellers in the
pages of Edgar Wallace and Cutliffe
Hyvne.

Sor West Atfriei'’s inierest is tre-
mendously wide, Its population may
no longer be divided into those who
know the White Man, and those who
have never seen a white face. The
moderu visitor to tropical shores is
amazed to find that—subtracting sun-
shine, warmth, corrugated iron roofs,
flamboyant foliage, sand and rain,
West African towns almost resemble
those of Eurcpe. Good roads are
everywhere, and fine, strong houses.
1 first saw the Coast in 1901. If I
could adequately depict the primitive
conditions of those days, and show
by contrast the scientific improve-
ments of the present year, especially
in newly-made towns like Port Har-
court, Enuga and Aba (names that
did not then appear on the map!) 1
would need the pen of the author who
encouraged my first tropical Odessey.
It was Rudyard Kipling who fired
that ambition of being “a Coaster”
in my youthful breast—Kipling, who
is the finest living example of the
literary mentor, who will pardon
everything to ambition and enthusi-
asni. 1 appear to have achieved the
instant declsion of making the West
African Littoral my home. And
never once have I regretted the
choice! .

The maiden voyage of the first
Burutu (so disastrously lost through
an accident in the mouth of the Mer-
sey, just at the end of the War) syn-
chronized with my own maiden trip.,
Not easily shall I forget, on the
twelfth day on board, my impressions
of those austerely fair heights of
Freetown, Sferra Leone, seen through
the purple mists of a summer dawn,

Freetown proved tp me very quick-
ly what West Africa has done, is do-
ing, and yet will do for Mankind. |
saw Commerce in the making, and !
saw Humanity being moulded by vol-
untary labor-—a fine race of clear-
eyed and self-confident Africans,
pround to call themselves British
subjects, eagerly learning all that
Civilizatlon in the North and the
West could afford them. Though the
inhabitants of the beach spoke a
tongue that sounded as uncouth ‘in
my ears as that of any rustic of an
English village, I realized that these

-

heralded no Conflict of the Colours,
[as in the Southern Slates of the U.
'S, A Cood-humor prevailed.  Here
‘wcre earnest and sun-bronzed Kuro-
peans, working cheerfully side by side
with the Black Man; and everybody

Each succeeding season, |
saw that Elder Dempsters were 1n-
creasing their fleet, until the whole
awoie into an activity that was
i as stimulaling as it was surprising !
In Liberiz, I spent the first three
years of my early manhood; thmx!

With that town. thea =«
quaint iittle village, ownirg a mar-
ket that functionzd only at four-dey
intervals, but now a center of very
considerable importance, I have been
identified ever since,, From hence,
ihrough Burutu and Warri we daily
send out our edible oils and fats; and
we, all ‘feel that we are doing our
lit{Ic Lit toward Empire expansion
and stabilization,

To relate what West Africu has
done for Mankind might seem like
the mere recitation of a Broker's
Produce List. Tt is a world-known
fact that the Gold Coast gives us
the bulk of our cocoa; that the Ivory
and Gold Coast together contribute
the greater part of our mahogany;
that rubber is hot an insignficant
part of West Africa’s gift to modern
industry; and that our Ground Nut
crops form the basis of the mar-
garine consumed in such immense
quantities by humanity. Then there
is Piassava, for which Liberia has
always bheen famous; moreover that
little Republic's yearly crop of Cof-
fee is esteemed at a high value by all
lovers of the beverage. Then from
Northern Nigeria come cotton, hides
and shea-butter; while the mud-goil
of the river banks afford us camwood
and ebony.

To leave an aspects of life which
seems like mere capitalism, I would
also urge that West Africa's great-
est gift to Humanity i3 the increase
of good-will between Black and
White, and-—in ‘conquering the orig-
inally hostile climate—a wider and
stronger grip upon the human qual-
ities of tolerance, endurance and for-
titude by both visiting White and
resident Black.

Rube Foster, Sensati;;al
Race Baseball Pitcher,

KANKAKEE, Il.—Andrew “Rube"”

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India’s Women
Plead for Unity

Demand Hindu - Moslem
Differences be Settled
Among Themselves

LONDON~-Today's speeches were
gignificant, revealing a conciliatory
spirit among many Hindus and among
the representatives of smaller inter-
ests, But more significant than the
speeches was the silence of the Mos-
lems, except for the beautiful Begum
Shak Nawaz, who electrified the sub-
committee on minorities by her ap-

~- peal for peaece. She had tuken her
cue from Premier MacDonald, who
in a brief introductory speech said
“settlement of the minorities ques-
tion was essential to the political
progress of India.”

“Gentlemen,” she began, ‘‘you have
come 7,000 miles from your home,
making tremendous sacrifices for the
sake of your country. Your object is
to be masters in your own home. Now
that the time for the realization of
that hope has come is it wise that you
remain divided in your own ranks?

“I beg of you again just to think
that the success of all your mission
Nes in Hindu-Moslem unity. United
we stand, divided we fall. You are
brothers in flesh and blood, born of
one goil, living side hy side, working
and enjoying life together. When the
time comes for you to fight for your
motherland you hesitate, you remain
divided.

“To my Hindu brethren I have only
one word today. Be generous to your
Moslem brothers. Trust the Moslems
as your brethren and countrymen,
and you will not find them wanting in
confidence and love in return. The
inajority can well afford to be gen-
erous.

“To my Moslern brethren I make
an earnest appeal not to be too ex-
acting. One here or two there does

- not matter especially when it hap-
pens to be a question of the freedom
of your motherland. If your Hindu
brethren are not generous it is for
you to show the Moslems know how
to be generous. ’

“I make an earnest appeal to you,
gentlemen, on behalf of the women
of India, to settle all your ditfer-
ences now. As sisters we expect ot
you, as daughters we beg of you, as

mothers we demand of you, to come
to a settlement.”
This plea was repeated hy Mrs,

Subbarayan, a Hindu delegate, who

said:
! “Whatever our creced, we all are
Indians, and if we arc united we

have a wonderful future bhefore us.
it is to our common citizenship in
the future that we must turn all our
hearts. 1f safeguards are necessary
now, if only to allay the fears of the
rainorities, they should he such as
will help and not hinder the develop-
raznt of common Indian citizenship.
To every project sugested let us
apply the principle, ‘Is it going to
make or mar progress toward Indian
nationhood ?* "

Appeals for scttlement also were
made by spokesmen for the labor
unions, the Sikhs, Christians and un-
touchables.

Unrest Is Revived in . North

NEW DELHI--A sharp revival of
unrest in several districts of North-
ern India is causing anxiety- in the
headquarters of the government here.
Leaders of Mahatma Ghandi’s Con-
gresg party who are in jail are more
aggressive than in any recent period.

Prisoners are giving trouble which
is difficult to suppress hecause the
jails are overcrowded. In the Delhi
jail many women political offenders
and others are on a hunger strike.
More than 30,000 political offenders
are in jail, according to official re-
ports, but the Gandhisis contend the
number 5 considerakly greater,

Congress party leaders declare the
increased agitation in the northern
States i3 due to the refusal of the
British Government to make a defi-
nite stateraent on the subject of do-
minion status. They are weary of
moderation, they declare, helieving it
results in “further deception by the
MacDonald Government and the Gov-
ernment of India.

#Either they state in a manifesto
that India is to have dominion status
or not.” says a Congress party state-
ment. “If it is, well and good; it
not, we shall take measures to ohtain
it. We are quite aware that British
troops can masacre us like dogs in
the streets ,but in the end a com-
bined obstruction to every detail of
government will bring British arro-
gance to its knees.”

which consists of & class not legally
possessed of material wealth, but
which lives by ita wits, Dr. Hill says:

“Their very nature is fraudulent,
and they are essentially criminal,
whether or not they are ever over-
taken and punished by the laws of
the land.

“They bLave so increased in num-
bers and have become so powerful
that the stability of our established
systems of enforcers of the law, to-
gether with our life 15 seriously threat.
ened. Thieves, robbers, racketeers,
confidence men, and all manner of
crooks, have reduced their efforts to
not only local, hut to nationally or-
ganized systems, before which our
honest entire worthy citizenship,
stand in awe, fearfu! of the ultimate
outcome."”

Then reverting to the Negro pop-
ulation of the country as it is re-
lated to the national economics, Dr.
Hill observes that “‘as a class in pro-
portion to the whole it ranks lowest
in the nature of crime above re-
ferred to, and it ranks highest in
group productivity.

Despite determined, definite and
persistent efforts to win disciples to
communista and Bolshevism within
the Negro wing of American life, few
Negroes have capitulated and sworn
allegiance to the principles of the
“reds."”

But the dangers of “red" influence
among Negroes are remote. Few
Negro Editors, few of the accepted
Negro leaders and practically none
of the clergy give the “reds" an en-
couraging nod.

Sees Political Gain

Relative to the emergence of the
Negro from the wings of a politicdl
nonentity, nationally speaking, to a
position ou the national stage, well
up near the footlights, Dr. Hill ob-
scrves that “in 1923 the Negro vote
in such States (referring to the
‘doubtful’ States) might have elect-
ed Alfred E, Smith to the Presidency,
and thereby have established itself
as a factor to be recngnized and reck-
oned with in American politics,

“But, as it happened, the Negro
vote was divided, and the colored
people of the country stand, political-
ly, just a3 they stood before the elec-
tion, have added nrothing. to their
prestige, and gained nothing in their
strnggle for legitimate recognition
in national affairs.”

Dr. Hill falls into the common er-
ror of aszociating recent civic upris-
ings throughout tha country among
the hlack voters ag the base for the
formation of a national Negro bloc.
The Negro is an American in his
hahits of thought and life. More
and morc he grows to understand
the ideals and the implications of
idealism which make America and
her institutions possible, the more
he values his opportunity to share
equal citizenship in a Government
dedicated to the principle of citizen-
ship.

Negro politica) leadership has failed
largely because of its poverty and ig-
norance of many of those who essay
to lead politically. "But it is evident
that the condition is rapidly chang-
ing, and this desirable change has
occurred with such naturainess of de-
velopment that many lose sight of
its real significance. The younger
Negro is far enough removed from
the effects of chattel slavery to ex-
ercise sane political independence,
The signs multiply that the Negro is
becoming thoroughly disillusioned,
and eventually will not accept the
label of any political party,

fore the Commonweaith does this
Negro boy to death, would it not be
just to have the Governor of the
Commonwealth, in view of all cir-
cumstances, that the fact that there
were no eye-witnesses, that the boy
did not try to escape, that he denied
it all, that the woman is not well and
may he mistaken or maybe a bit ill,
would it not be fitting and just that
the great Commonwealth appoint
three mental experts, say from Cin.
cinnati or Louisville to examine into
the matter and report to the Gov-
ernor? . The woman who accused the
Negro lad can have no objection to
this. We have a boy's life and the
honor of the citizenship and the great
Commonwealth at stake.

Maybe the woman is found to be
mentally distressed —— and if not,
there can be no harm when we take a
life and plan it on the basis of a
statement of an excited person, we
should at best be certain. The Com-
monwealth of Kentucky in its maj-
esty owes this much to a helpless,
young Negro hobo. You, as Gov-
ernor, will feel you have done your
duty, "an impartial inquiry in the
name of your people before the State
does the boy to death.

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Meat-Eating

Plants Catch
' Insects for Their Living

The brilllantly colored Darlingto-
nia of California bogs has been pot-
ted and brought to town to impress
New Yorks with the novelty of a car-
niverous plant. Those who buy it are

advised to feed it raw beef twice a
week, and those who watch it gobble
up the meat wonder at its capacity.
In its wild state the Darlingtonia’s
food is supplied by nature. Instead
of allowing itself to be consumed by
insects, as often happens to plants,
it devours the insects attracted by its
honey glands. This is not an isolated
phenomenon. A whole group of
plants displays the samec taste.
The Darlingtonia belongs to the
pitcher plant family, which ranges
from a simple form found in north-
ern bogs to highly complicated tropi-
cal varieties. All of them are pro-
vided with a trap resembling a
pitcher, partially filled with water,
in which insects that fall into the
plant are drowned. Their escape is
cut off by stiff hairs pointing down-
ward and lining the mouth of the
pitcher. The Darlingtonia is espe-
cially distinguished by an appendage

on the lip of the pitcher resembling
the forked tail of a fish.

The butterworts are the simplest
in operation .and perhaps the com-
monest of the meat eaters. The sur-
face of their flat leaves is covered
with a sticky secretion, in which
small insects, alighting, are caught;
then the edges of the leaf roll inward
slightly and pour out a digestive
fluid that copsumes the small body.
An elaboration of this device is found
in the widely distributed sundews, so-
called because of the sescretion of a
sticky substance that glistens on the
leaf like dew. )

Floating 'in quiet pools bladder-
worts are found with parts of their
leaves formed into traps which in-
sects enter through a valve that
opens inward. There the animal re-
mains until it dies; and digestion
follows. Then there is the remark-
able Venus fly-trap, found na-
tive only in a narrow, swampy strip
a few miles wide and forty miles
long near Wilmington, N. C. The
bottom part of the leaf looks like an

ordinary leaf, but the upper portion
looks and acts like a steel trap,

terials of Africa to keep its factories
and shops going, demands that the
white man be allowed to rule the na-
tives as he sees fit.

The cuntrast between the manner
in which England and France treat
their African subjects is almost un-
believable. A French African is a
Frenchman first to all Frenchmen. If
he is under the tri-color of France he
is entitled to every consideration
given any other Frenchman. His color
has absolutely no effect on his stand-
ing in any community of France, He
attends French schools and universi-
ties, lives in hotels Lefitting his abil-
ity to pay the bilfs and his station in
life; receives the courtesy in Paris
to which his rank in his native Africa
entitles him and does everything else
a Frenchman does without running
through a gauntlet of color lines.

A British subject from Africa or
India- caunot trave! first class on
British ships unless he is of the roy-
alty, and then he is given special ac-
commogdations as a_bait to other na-
tives. Most of them, when journeying
to England, use Dutch, Italian or
French ships rather than submit to
the indignities which Wngland heaps
upon them.

Nine-lenths of the British mpire
is composed of black subjects in
black countries and the percentage
of British wealth that is derived from
these countries is even much greater.
To break the yoke of British oppres-
sion and exploitation the native will
have to organize into militant, clasa
struggling unions. These organiza-
tions will be able to work ocut a pro-
gram on lhe class basis that will pit
the musses of native workers against
their robber imperialists. This pro-
gram calls for the unification of all
the native workers in the African
Empire.

Arabs and Jews Clash
Over Land Ownership

——
JERUSALEM—Arab clashes with
Jewish settlers, have been reported
from the south and the north of Pal-
estine, necessitating the immediate
dispatch of British police reinforce-
ments from Jerusalem.

Jews recently purchased ‘some. land
near Herzlia colony, around which
Arab agitators caused a disturbance
over the alleged eviction of Arab
tenant cultivators, though the Jews
actually had compensated the Arabs.
Yesterday morning when the Jewish
settlers began plowing their land
they were prevented by Arabs from
nearby villages. British police from
Tel Aviv arrested several -Arabs,
whereupon the Jews resumed their
plowing.

The second melee occurred at a
Jewish settlement in the plain of
Esdraelon, where Bedouins tried
to interfere with Jews plowing land
they purchased five years ago and
recently drained. One Jew was
wounded and the police arrested five

Bedouins. On the way to jail one
Bedouin declared, “After we heard
the White Paper had been issued,

we were told that all the lands be-
nged to the Arabs. Therefore we
came to take possession.”

At Hedera colony in Central Pales-
tine, it is reported here, Bedouins
tried to prevent Jews from plowing
and over which a coniroversy has
been going on for two years.

Scientists Pay
Honor to N egro

Morehouse Professor’s Re-
search Suggests Possi-
bilities in Aeoustics

ATLANTA, Ga.—The possibility
of improving the acoustics of unsat-
isfactory auditoriums by regulating
their humidity was the interesting
suggestion embodied in a paper read
before. the Indiana Academy of Sci-
ence at its annual meeting last week,
by Prof. .Halson V. Eagleson, of
Morehouse College, this city. Enti-
tled “The Effect of Humidity on the
Reverberation Period of a Room,”
Prof. Eagleson's paper aroused great
interest at the meeting of the Acad-
emy, which was attended hy more
than four hundred scientists from
over the State. It will he published
in the proceedings of the body.

The study comprehended several
hundred delicate experiments with
the reverberation periods of rooms
under varying conditions of humidity.
These revealed the fact that the de-
gree of moisture in a room so affects
its period' of reverberalion as to make
decided changes in its acoustic prop-
erties,

The work was done under the ad-
vice of Dr. Arthur L. Foley, head of
the physics department .of Indiana
University, from which Prof, Eagle-
son graduated in 1926 with the A. B,
degree, and in which he is continuing
post-graduate work looking to the
masters degree. Dr, Foley expressed
great interest in the expe riments, it
is understood, and has ofiered his co-
operation ijn carrying them to more
exset and unmistakable conclusions.
