Spanish King
Quits Throne;
Now in Exile

Republic Is Proclaimed;
Populace Cheers Abdica-
tion as Alfonso Bows

TO POPULAR WIL L

MADRID.—King Alfonso XIII, the
last of the Bourbons, yielded his
throne today and Spain became a
republic.

The monarchy, which had stood
proudly for fifteen centuries, with
only one brief intermission, was
toppled over in a few breathless hours
this afternoon without a drop of
bloodshed. The Republican govern-
ment, headed by Niceto Alcala Za-
mora as first President, ig installed
peacefully in Madrid and the Repub-
lican flag is flying everywhére in
the country.

Through the blackness of this
moonless night Alfonso, accompanied
only by the Duke of Miranda, his
Mafordomo and two civil guards, his
is understood, is speeding toward
Cartagena, where he will board a ship
for Marseilles. The King left the
palace by the garden gate and got
out of Madrid before any one was
aware of it. An attempt was made
to eloak the fact that he had left
the palace and his destination is be-
ing kept as secret as possible. It was
regarded as dangerous to allow him
to go by way of Portugal because of
the political - disturbance there and
equally dangerous for:him to travel
through Northern Spain, which has
shown itself so unmistakably hostile,

A Catalan republic has been pro-
claimed in Barcelona, with Colonel
| Francjsco Macia, the. leader” of -thedl.
“Catalan separatist movement, at its
head. A republic also was set up in
San Scbastian, but there is every ex.
pectation that both will become Fed-
eral units in the new Spanish Re-
public.

King Shrugs and Smiles

At Puerta del Oriente, Alfonso, just
before his car swung out of the
square, turned his head and caught
sight of a huge Republican flag which
had been hoisted over a neighboring
building. He shrugged, smiled bitterly
and turned away. Meanwhile Alcala
Zamora, sitting in his car, raised his
hand in a military salute, remaining
immobile until Alfonso’s car had
passed from sight.

Simultan'eously, efforts were under
way on the part of Republican leaders
to form a Cabinet and take over the
administration of the country.

Vietors’ Offieial Paner
Respectful to Alfonso

MADRID. — The first number of
the official gazette under the Re-
publican regime appeared today with
its principal section given over to a
commemorative and respectful article
concerning the royal family.

The first decrees of the new Pro-
visional Government wsere published,
including that of general political
amnesty and the order of President
Zamora establishing April 14 as an
annual holiday in celebration of over-
turn of the monarchy.

Madariaga Is Jubliant

MEXICO CITY.—Professor Salva-
dor Madariaga, prominent Spanish
savant, who is the guest of Mexico,
said today that the fall of the Span-
ish monarchy was a “stupendous
triumph for democracy.”

The city is flooded with special
newspaper editions, and student cen-
ters show the greatest enthusiasm
geen since revolutionary times.

Celebrations are expected tonight,
the entire city, being jubilant over
the victory of the Spanish Republi-
cans.

Tuskegee Lead
Very Vital

Says President Hoover in
Address Acclaiming 50
Years of Its Servnce

PATRIOTIC L O YALTY

Lauded; Calls It Greatest
Single Factor in Ne-
gro’s Progress

TUSKEGEE INSTITUTE, Ala—
The voice of President Hoover, raised
in tribute to Booker T. Washington,
modern prophet of the Negro race
resounded through the chapel here
today as the climax of the celebration
of the golden anniversary of the
founding of Tuskegee.

President Hoover was not here in
person, but his speech was carried
over the wires from Washington and
concurrently broadcast over two na.
tional networks. He spoke from the
Lincoln study in the White House
where the Emancipation Proclama-
tion was signed.

He wag the fourth White House oc-
cupant to address Tuskegeeans on
Founders' Day. The others were
President Roosevelt, who spoke in
1905; William Howard Taft, then
Secretary of War, in 1906, and Cal-
vin Coohdge. when vice-president, in
1928

Citing the “comiplete economic and
cultural destitution” from which the
Negro started after emancipation,
Mr. Hoover stressed the progress the
race has made and credited the
schools with being the greatest single
factor in the advance.

More than 2,000 persons heard the
program, which was interspersed
with the singing of Negro spirituals
by the institute choir. They were
crowded in the chapel, or gathered
in other small auditoriums or on the
velvetv lawns, where amplifiers car-
ried the programs to them.

In one audience were some 1.400
Negro students, more than 200 Ne-
gro instructors, about 300 Negro visi-
tors, including delegates named by
a score of State Governors, and an
equal number of white trustees, pa-
trons and others whose interest had
aided greatly in making the institute
a sueeess.

The folicwing is the full
President Hoover's address to
Tuskegee Tnstitute:

“I consider it a great privilege to
talte even a smalf part in this cele-
huration of the fiftieth anniversary of
Tuske~es Institute, Establiched half
a century azo by Booker 'T. Wash-
in7rton throueh initial aid from the
Strte of Alabama, it has grown into
a ~ves3t.nationzl educational institu-
tion devoted to the development of
the Ne-~ro race and maintaining at
all times a leadership in its advance-
ment.

A statement over the signatures of
most of the heads of departments of
Howard declared that the meeting re-
ferred to hy the daily paper article
nad not refused to give President
Johnson a vote of confidence, As a
matter of fact, the question was nev-
er discussed at the meeting, accord-
ing to the statement. No vote of con-
fidence was asked for or expected by
the president.

Elections in Liberia
TEW ELECTIONS will be held in Liberia on the first Tuesday in
May, which will be May 5. It is generally expected that the ignoble
ancient regime of Charles D. B. King and his coterie will be wiped out
and repliced by 4 new type of peliiical leadership.

The Negroes of the western world will undoubtedly watch the com-
ing clecdons in Liberia with great interest, not only on account of the is-
sues involved but also on account of the personalitics of the new candi-
dates that are secking the elections. And the two outstanding personalities
of the presenc clection campaign are Mr, Thomas J. R. Faulkner and Dr.
i W, M. Morais.

Mr. Faulkner has proved himsclf not only patriotic but also cour-
ageous in boldly exposing the rank corruption in the little republic.  He
is out to revamp Liberia and the Faulkner-Morais platform aims, accerd-
ing to our special correspondent, “to give Liberia the most uprignt, errt-

-cient and up-to-date government.”

In order to clean up Liberia cverything old is being discarded.” Mr.
Faulkner has even scrapped the old so-called People’s Party and brought
into cxistence instead the Progressive Association of Liberia. He has taken
care not to let into this Association anyone who is even remotely tainted
with the recent scandals.

And Mr, Faulkner has played a very masterful stroke of statesman-
ship by winning over to his side the most prominent leader of the native
Liberians, Dr. Morais, the only member of the expiring present Congress
who is complerely innocent of the degradation of the Liberian politics.

The Negro World is glad that Dr. Morais has consented to run for
the vice-presidency with Mr, Faulkaer.  Dr. Morais will not only strengthen
Mr. Faulkner's hands but will also guard the interests of the native Li-
berians as few of the American returned Negroes can. We hope that
henceforward there will always be on the Liberian ticket someone, cither
the President or Vice-Presidentr, who will be a native Liberian.  And we
also hope that there will be adequate representation of the native clement
in the Cabinet and other exccutive posts.

“The western Negro ought to support Mr. Faulkner and Dr. Morais
not only with his moral support but with his financial aid also. Especially
Dr. Morais, who is a scholar and teacher of eminence and like all scholars
devoid of material possessions, deserves financial aid from this side to the
fullest.  We trust the Negroes will extend that help to him unstintingly.

Black Hundred Per Centers

KN a recent issue of our contemporary, The Pittsburgh Couricr, its New

York correspondent has recklessly wasted two columns of its valuable
space by making a senscless attack on an editorial in The Negro World,
entitled "What's Right With the Negro Press?” in its issue of March 21,
It contains nincty per cent nonsense and ten per cent flippancy. Its non-
sense we ignore and its flippancy we criticize.

The said editorial in chis paper made a realistic analysis and a con-
structive criticism, based on the standard of up-to-date journalistic prac-
tice, of the Negro Press. Any progtessive and thinking Negro editor or
newspaperman can feadily see whar we said was true and to the point.
And it was so realized by the president of the National Negro Press Asso-

- ciation, Mr.. Ben J. Davis, Sr., of Atlanta, Ga., for he reprinted it in his

“Indgpendent.”

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have written his picce with “his tongue in his cheek,” as the expression
goes. We have no doubt that he will support our contentions in private,
for he has becn a victim to the ills we have pointed out. We call particu-
larly the readers’ attention to an excerpt from that correspondent’s pen we
reprinted in our last week’s issue, under the caption “A Tip to Negro
Business.”

His flippancy contains in the fact of his objection that The Negro
World is not “one hundred per cent” American since it also concerns itself
wholcheartedly with the Negro in Africa and elsewhere, since it carries
news of other peoples’ movements for emancipation which might inspire
the struggling Negro.  His plaint that the Negro Press cannot “go off try-
ing to fight the battles of the other brown and black peoples of the world”
is so pathetic and childish, If the Ncgro Press is helpless to fight the
Negro's battles effectively no one would scriously think that ‘it can wield
any influcnce at all in fighting for other peoples, be they blacks in Africa or
somebody ¢lse elsewhere. But The Negro World prints, and always has,
news concerning any emancipation movement in the world, knowing that
it will inspire the Negro in his struggle for self-emancipation.

What our critic hugs so urgently is his American provincialism which
his white compatriot is ashamed of and trying to get rid of. The whites
even find that provincialism doesn’'t pay. We would like to assure our
critic that the American Negro cannot solve his problems ualess the prob-
lems of Negroes clsewhere ate simultancously solved. Because those prob-
lems are intcrconnected.  And besides the American Negro ought to make
cfforts to study other people’s movements, for he thus can learn newer
means of fighting his own battles. Was the Chicago Whip any the worse
for borrowing the weapon of boycott from the Gandhi movement in In-
dia? The sooner the American Negro gets out of his smug provincialism
the better can he fight his battles.

Another of his criticisms is that the editor of The Negro World does
not know much about the American Negro's life and problems. We would
like to know since when the life and problems of the American Negro
have become so sacrosanct and esoteric that a non-American Negro, that
a non-Negro, cannot understand.

The Courier’s correspondent, it scems to us, is given too much to
the Yankee hundred per centism.  We would like to recommend him for
membership in the "Daughters of Amcrican Revolution™! In meeting our
criticism about why trained persons are not attracted to the field of Negro
journalism (we said because they are not paid a decent salary) he tells us
that not training but “ability”" is recognized in America and that “That is
the spirit that made chis country what it is today.” Indeed! The “spirit”
and the “country.” We would like this gentleman with his “ability”” and
also the training if he has any to apply for a position in a white enter-
prise in THIS COUNTRY and scc for himself if the girl at the desk would
not tell him: “No Porters Wanted Today.”

Before we conclude, we admire his memory, for he has not only used
his fingers but also his toes in counting men and women that hold de-
grees, who are working as journalists.  Unfortunately we know some on
his list who would not do credit cither to the degrec or to journalism, for
chey have already gone to sced, and some who are dissatisfied with the pro-
fession for the reasons we have given in the cditorial of March 21, They
arc sticking to journalism just because there is nothing better to do.

The older journalists and progressive journalists like Mr. Davis know
beteer the shortcomings of the Negro Press than this correspondent of the
Couricr, and that is saying more than something! The criticism we offered
in our cditorial stands and stands unabridged with its constructive spirit.

In conclusion, we would like to add that we know this Courier's
mighty pen-wiclder, He is an awfully nice chap to chat with. By the way,
he is the handsomest Negro we have come across, except of course the
Swahili Negroes in East Africa and the Bantus in South Africa.

Editorial Opinions

MORE REPRESENTATION
From the standpoint of the noble
spirit embodied in the 14th and 15th
amendments to the Federal Constitu-
tion, the status of the citizenship of
the colored American is largely one
of adroitly denied representation. It
is needless to observe that the con-
clusion is based upon recorded de-
velopments sufficiently well known
and too numerous to recount here.
This heing the case it should not be
neld that as Americans we are yet
as potent a factor in the governmen-
tal affairs of our country as we should
be. And the circumstance is the cause
of much serious concern to, and com-
ment among the progressive element
of our group. :

It is correctly being regarded as
exerting a retarding influence upon
the just aspirations and political ad-
vancement of our people. To say lhat
such a state of things threatens our
rightful place in the sun is to put it
all too mildly. A people without rep-
resentation in government are as
helpless and negligible as the system
is objectionable and unconstitutional-
ly despotic. The merest school boy
is cognizant of that simple fact. Of
course the claim is not that our group
is entirely without representation in
government. The incontrovertible
point at issue is our people's lack of
that full measure of Democratic rep-
resentation in their government to
which they are entitled. To the lat-
ter circumstance, more than to any
other known cause, is traceable a vast
proportion of the group's seemingly
insurmountable political barriers. A
circumstance which is rightly at-
tributable to needless misunderstand-
ing and consequent racial antago-
nism. To remove this obstruction iz a
task that must be attemnted and ac-
complished. We should then proceed
to inculecate in the minds of both
races a sufficiency of that broad and
highly essentlal reciprocal spirit and
sympathy of purpoce. It is defnitely
known that but for this sort of pro-
gressive spirit existing in a northern
Nlinois district, its lone colored rep-
resentative would never have secured
a seat in Congress, What is needed
is a fuller mecasure of representation
for our people in all departments of
government. It can only be acquired
through means actuated by common
sense, racial patriotism and intelli-
gent determination, But a fuller
measure of representation for Ne~
groes in city, state, county ‘and na-
tional! governments must be obtained
by all means. -

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We Do Think So

Editor, The Negro World:

From the pressure and exactions of
life, I reach for my pen. I had hoped
some worthler knight would have en-
tered the list and tilted a lance with
General Pershing. But not a single
one appeared, and on every side not
even a shadow of a wounded Ivanhoe
urges a weary steed to do battle for
the Negroes' cause.

It will be rather unfortunate that
such veiled insults as the brave
general's should go unchallenged, or

Mischief During the War

Editor, The Negro World:

At this time that General John J.
Pershing is writing of the wonderiul
achievements of American troops in
France during the World War, 1
deem it most fitting that certain
“Secret Information Concerning Black
American Troops,” which were is-
sued from the General’s headgaarters
on August T7th, 1918, through a
French mission, be introduced to the
Negro masses through our great me-
dium—The Negro World.

In order to systematically extend
the operation of Race prejudice
throughout France, the French were
informed through this “secret inform-
ation,” that it was important for
French officers in command of black
American troops, to have an idea as
to the status of the Negro in the
United States of America. The Negro
was therein branded as a toxin to de-
generacy which could be escaped only
by an impassakle gulf established
between the two races. This was an
urgent need at the time the ‘‘secret
information” stated, because of the
tendency of the blacks to commit the
crime of assault.

The French were cautioned through
“secret information” which, mark
you, came from Gen. John J. Persh-
ing’s headquarters, not to treat
American Negro soldiers with famil-
farity and indulgence which were
matters of grievous concern tc
Americans, (white) and an affront to
their National policy. They feared
that the blacks might thereby be in-
spired - with undesirable aspirations.
It explained to the French that al-
thoueh the black man is a citizen of
the United States of America, he is
regarded as an inferlor with whom
relations of business and service only
are possible, and that the black man
is noted for his want of intelligence,
lack of discretion, and lack of civic
and professfonal conscience. The
French were further advised not to
eat or shake hands with American

blacks, nor seek to talk or meet them|

outside of the requirements of mili-
tary service; also not to commend
black American troops too highly in
the presence of white Americans, and
to restrain the native cantonment
population from “spoiling” American
Negroes, as white Americans became
greatly incensed at any deep expres-
sion of intimacy belween while wo-
men and black men. °;

In their endeavor to establish this
“Impassable Gulf” and to defame the
character of the Negro, the issuers
of this “secret information” left no
stone unturned. Hatred, fear, jeal-
ousy, ingratitude, and contempt were
expressed towards our Negro braves,
who were time after time decorated
by the more diplomatic French people
for bravery in action. It is the duty
of the Negro, irrespective of his na-
tionality to resent such treatment
and slander as were handed these
blacks through the “secret informa-
tion.”

Let us be organized before the next
war breaks out. "

Toussaint L’Overture
And Dessalines of Haiti

The Haitian Republic was formed
in the year 1804. Up to that time,
Haiti had been ruled by France and
Spain. Finally, these island people
grew tired of those nations ruling
over them, and rebelled against their
governorship.

Napoleon Bonaparte of France, sent
an army of 35,000 soldiers to quell
the rebellion, but Napoleon's army
was trapped and overwhelmingly de-
feated by the strategy of the well
known powerful general, Toussaint
L’Overture,

After Haiti had freed herself from
white predomination, they then
formed what is known as the Haitian
Republic. However, the first rulers
of Haiti were not called presidents,
as they are named today, but were
known as kings. The greatest and

most reputable of them was King |

Christophe. It is said by many that
he was a born leader of men, a lover
of education, and possessor of a vast
store house of knowledge coupled
with a powerful vision to do big
things.

King Christophe was also an archi-
tect and a builder. This fact is
plainly portrayed in the many gigan-
tic brick, steel and concrete struc-
tures which he has erected and left
to tell the story for centuries to come.
But the greatest of all works of that
illustrious king is, the most power-
ful fort or citadel, built on the moun-
top just back of his palace (Sans
Souci). It consists of brick and con-
crete and is the last word in archi-
tectural science. .

Quoting Mr, Blair Niles. a gentle-
man of the opposite race, in one or
more paragraphs of his article in The
Times Magazine, Dec, 22, 1929, he
wrote:

“The ghost of Haitian heroes—of
Toussaint L’Overture, of Dessalines
and Christophe, grim and tragic tig-
ures out of a bloody past—haunt the
peaceful roadside.’ In another para-
graph, he continued: “The citadel is
heautiful in every line of its construc-
tion—heautiful and impressive, stand-
ing on a peak commanding a view of
all Northern Haiti; not a crude heap
of mortor raised by slave hands, but
a creation of strong, lovely lines,
brick fitted to brick with masterly
skill, 2 monument to the slave hands;
a monument to the Negro race, as
impressive in its way as the pyramids
or the Great Wall of China.

“Christophe must be ranked a great
man, for only a large imagination
could kave conccived the citadel and
only a super will could have carried
out in brick and mortor such a
dream.”

Another character who played a
foremost part in the struggle for
Haitian independence, and to whom
too much honor and praise cannot he
given, is the honorable Dessalines.
Inasmuch as Christophe and Tous-
saint L’ Overture can be considared
the George Washingtons and the

Proclamation, declaring that the
Haitians were now a free people.

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Was Jesus Christ Black ?
Yes, Says Young Bishop

Scholar and of English Scholar,
Sir G. Higgins

By JOHN G JACKSON.

Most American Negroes believe
that Jesus Christ was white, although
there is no historical evidence to
Jjustify such a view. Ernest Renan,
the great French theologian, in his
classic “Life of Jesus,” declined com-
mitting himself upon the racial iden-
tity of Jesus,

“The province of Galilee,” says
Rensan, ‘“counted amongst its inhab-
itants, in the time of Jesus, many
who were not Jews, (Phoenicians,
Syrians, Arabs, and even Greeks.)
The conversions to Judaism were not
rare in these mixed countries. It is
therefore impossible to raise here any
question of race, and to seek to as-
certain what blood flowed in the veins
of him who has contributed most to
efface the distinctions of blood in
humanity.” (Renan’s “Life of Jesus,”
p. 80, Eckler's Edition of 1925.)

It is easy to say Jesus was black,
but what evidence have we? That is
the question. Kersey Graves, an
American scholar, threw a bombshell
into the ecclesiastical camp in 1877,
in the first edition of his “World's
Sixteen Crucified Saviors,” by way
of the following passage:

“There is as much evidence that
the Christian Savior was a black
man, or at leas ta dark man, as
there is of his being the son of the
Virgin Mary, or that he once lived
and moved upon the earth, And that
evidence is the testimony of his dis-
ciples, who had nearly as goad an
opportunity of knowing what his
complexion was as the evangelists,
who omit to say anything about it.
In the pictures and portraits of
Christ, by the early Christians, he is
uniformly represented as being black.
And to make this the more certain,
the red tinge is given to the lips;
and the only text in the Christian
Bible quoted by orthodox Christians
as describing his complexion, repre-
sents it as heing black. Solomon's
declaration, “I am black but comely,
O ye daughters of Jerusalem' (Sol.
1,5.), is often cited as referring to
Christ. According to the Bible itself.
then Jesus Christ was a black man.”
(“The World’s Sixteen Crucified Sav-
iors,” pp. 51-52, edition of 1877.)
If the view of Graves seems extreme
and far fetched let us consider the
startling archaeological evidence of-
fered by Sir Godfrey Higginsg, one of
England’'s most brilliant scholars,
We shall let Mr. Higgins speak for
himself:

“In all the Romish countries of
Europe, in France, Italy, Germany.
etc,, the God Christ as well as his
mother are described in the old pic-
tures to be black. The infant God
in the arms of his black mother, his
eyes and drapery white, is himself
perfectly black, If the reader doubts
my word, he may go to the Cathedral
at Moulins—to the famous Chape!
of the Virgin at Loretto—to the
Church of the Annunciata—the church
at St. YL.azaro, or the Church of St.
Stephen at Gemoa—to St. Francisco
at Pisa—to the Church at Brixen in
the Tyrel, and that at Padua—to
the Church of St. Theodcre at Mun-
ich, in the two last of which the
whiteness of the eyes and teeth, and

“I could see but very little hope in
my race,” said Mr. Poston, despon-
dently. “I shall return home and
make my report to the Rt. Hon, Mar-
cus Garvey, and resign my position
and return to private life with my
family,

BOOK REVIEW

Adam vs. Ape-Man and Ethiopia, by
Kdward A. Johnson, LLD.,, New
York.

The average Negro knows little of
his own history that a book \ike the
one under review should be read by
every member of the Race. Dr John-
son has done a signal service to ulie
forward-looking Negroes by compil-
ing and publishing this book. He
covers all the sources from the Bible
to the present-day scientific, ethno-
logical and archeological investiga-
tions.

It pictures the conquering Berab,
an Ethiopian General with a thous-
and soldiers and 300 chariots, men-
tioned in the Holy Writ. It outlines
the high points of astronomy, evolu-
tion, anthropology, devolution, etho-
nology, Egyptology and giving & won-
derful background to the ‘anmeut
Ethiopian people and showing the
superiority of the Biblical theory of
Creation over thet of the Scientific
theory.

The idea of the immortality of the
Soul, the idea of the Alphabet, the
idea of the Zodiac, Moses marrying
an Egyptian woman, Jethros daugh-
ter, on the land of Media, led him to
gain culture of these ancients which
he imparted to the Children of Israel

Life is traced in its minute scien-
tific details through its various stages
from the collvids and atoms in the
sea to the stooped shouldered walking
ape - man—Pithecanthropus—Erectus
in Java.

him, No other American governor
has attended meetings of the council,
and by doing so Governor Pearson
won the loyalty of the councilmen.
